President 8. , Weaver in opening
announced that hereafter he expect-
ed 1o call meetings lo order prompt-
ly on time und ¢lose on time, regard-
less of whether or not all business
had boen transacted  ¥He urged thé
members (o be on hund at the tima
of and to cooperate In
muking the meatinga snappy.
Among a number of interesting
propositions discussed was the securd
ing of natural gas for our city. Sec-
retary Watson stated he had been
trying to Interest some parties In
the proposition of piping gas from
the Chalk fleld to Big Spring for
commercial purposes but aside from
some correspondence with out of
town corporations he had no definite
answer as to the feasibility of the
proposition. He also stated that a
gentleman of Hico, Texas, had been
here to consider the proposition of
installing a large cold storage plant.
The visitor was most favorably im-
presged and looked over avallable
sites, He promised to return In the
near future, and as he has the eapi-
tal to back him, it is thought the
cold storuge plant will be erected.
Report ag to work on the road te
the ofl field was satisfactory, While
slow progress s being made In re-
moving the big boulders, dragging
is going forward and the road fs in
fairly good shape. It {8 hoped to
have it in first ‘class shape in the
near fulure.

The Contract for a Five-story, Fireproof Hotel of
100 Rooms Was Awarded Tuesday, April |1 2.
To Cost $160,875 Without Furnishings

Nothing conld do more toward the

advancement of Big Spring than the
seenring of 4 modern hotol, 8o In the
awnrding of the contract for a oue-
hundred room hotel here Tuesday
Rig Spring took a big step forward,

A. J Crawford of Carlsbad, & M,

Is to he the owner of the new hotet |
which 8 to be erected al the corner
of Wesl Third and Gregg siveels on
a tract of lanmd 100x140 feet, doval-
ed to Mr. Crawford by the citizens
of Blg Spring.

The contrget price for the hotel
wag 8160,876.00 withont furnishingz.
Ramey RBros, contractors of El Paso
were awarded the general contract
for $123,324.00, ‘The contract for
wiring also went to Ramey Bros.,
their bid belng $4,766,38; Cullyford
Plumbing and Heating Co, of Den-
ver and Amarillo wus awarded the
contract for plumbing at a priece of
§18,958.00. W. F. Lucas of El Paso
wea awarded the cohtract for the
heating plant at a price of $13,887

The contract calls for construetion
work to be started within ten days
and for the eompletion of the build-
ing by SBeptemhber 15. A pennlty of
$100 per day Is to be charged for
every day the job is incomplete past
“eptember 16, while a bonus of §100
per day Is to be paid for every day
thet is cut from the building time.

The bullding proper is to be T0x
140 feet, five storles high and fire-

proof througkent., In addition to the

one hundred guest rooms there will
he a spacloms lobby, dinfng hall and
space for a tew offlices, incinding O,
of C. offles, beautly parior, barbee
shop, coffee shop, ele,

Located on the Bankhead high-
way and whhin a block of tha heart
of thae ecity It ls idenlly loeatod and

will be vhtbde (rom every highway
ontering owr elty for n distance of a
mile or more,

Big Spring has cortainly been at a
disadvantage becnuse It has not been
able to furmish nccommodations for
the many people who have been
coming to our city since the oil de-
velopment ia this territory has taken
on such large proportions. No city
has needed a modern hotel more
than has Big Spring and hence the
reason why one and all are so eager
to see the actual construction work
starte on the new Crawford Hotel,

The “Crawford'” is to be the name
of this handsome sStructure, named in
honor of the owuer and the citizen-
ship of Big Spring 18 only loo happy
to accord apprecintion to Mr, Craw-
ford for giving our city this needed
hotel. 14 will be as fine o liolel as
s to be tennd anywhere in™~ West
Texas and our clty will profit great-
ly ar a remult of Its estubllshment,
The securimg of such a hotel will en-
able us to pal forth greater efforis
to seeure olher worthwhile enter-
prises for Big Spring.

BANKHEAD HIGHWAY TO

All doubts as to our future growth
have been banished and folks are
safe In ecarrying out substantial Im-
provements. Not one oil pool, but
several have been found within a
radius of twenty miles of Big Spring
and wildcat wells now drilling may
locate additional pools. The wells
have disclosed | sands at varying
depths from 1260 to 3780 feet; in
some of the shallow wells the oil
sand measuring thirty feet in thick-
ness, The production Iy same that
the wells so far brought:in are golng
to be producing oil for many years.
It Is agreed among ofl men that there
{8 from ten to twelve years work
ahead in developing the oll pools
disclosed by present drillings, The
oll development here Is not to be
the sensational character usually
carried -out In sectlons where Dbig
gushers are found, but will be more
substantial and lasting. While It is
expected that Big Spring will grow,
and grow steadily, there will be no
boom unless a real gusher oil field
Is discovered, -

There should be no curtailment of
contemplated Improvements as now
ip the time to carry same out so we
will be In a position to afford sc-
commodations when the oll develop-
ment work |s resumed on a larger
scale than before.

“SBuch things as room arrange-
ments, location of stairs, doorways,
windows, steps and labor saving de-
vices are far more Important in
planning your home than gecessories,
or frilla and fancles.”

Some important points discussed
by Mr, Flagg Include the reason for
the growing tendency to erect small
homes, He says: “Homes are grow-
Ing smaller. not only because of
present day bullding costs, but for
the further and no less important
reason, that they are easler to main-
tain and keep up., Compactness Is
the present day rule, This does not
mean your home needs to be dull or
dreary.

“Such things as room arrange-
ments, location of stairs, doorways,
windpws, steps and labor saving de-
vicea are far more Iimportant in
planning your home than gecessories,
or frills and fancles.'

Some important points discussed
by Mr. Fligg Include the reason for
the growiug tendency to erect small
homes, He says: “Homes are grow-
ing smaller, mnot only because of
present day bullding costs, but for
the further and no less important
reason, that they are easier to maln-
taln and keep up, Compactness Ia
ll;'.e present day rule, This does not
mean your home needs to be dull or
dreary. It does mean, however, Lhat
planning of a smaller home, to elim-
Inate waste and provide all the con-
venlences most people demand, s
not u job for an amatenr planner,

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RULES FOR ESSAY OCONTEST

Concerned over the increase that
took place in 1928 compared with
1926 In the number of highway
grade crossing accldents and belioy-
ing that more care should be exer-
cised by all those crossing rallroad
tracks, th eAmerican Rallway Asso-
cintion last week announced plans
for a nation-wide essay contest
among school and college students
with three cash prizes of $250 each,
to be awarded the authors of essays
contalping an oulstunding, readily
uvailable suggestion for preventing
such accidents,

One prize of $2560 will be award-
¢d by the American Rallway Asso-
clation for the best essay by a gram-
mar student, a simllar prize for the
best essny by a high school student
and a Hke amount for the besl essay
by a college student.

Under (he rules prescribed by
the American Rallway Association,
the subject of the easay Is to be
“Crosa Crossings Cautlously,” and
each easay is to be limited to 260
words.

The essays must be terse, logical
and construckiye and must atress the
nopd for greater eare In approaching
and passing over rallroad erossings.
The sssays are to be sent to J. O
Caviston, Becretary of the Bafely
Section of the American Rallway As-
soclation, at 30 Vesey street, New
York City, by not later than June 1.
Three persouns of natlonal reputation
to be selected later will nct as Judges,
Under the plan, clase teachers in
both grammar and high schools will
select tb best uw from their
