President Austin of Galveston Welcomes 
the Assembled Delegates to the 

Island City-

T W O  TH O U S A N D  A R E  IN A T T E N D A N C E
Geo. C. Pendleton of Bell County Temporary Chairman and 

Judge McLean of Fort Worth Permanent Chairman. 
After the Appointment of Committees the 

Convention Adjourned Until This 
Evening -Notes and Gossip.

Convention Hall. Galveston. Jul> 15. 
—(Special.) Cheers greeted Chairman 
Wells when he called the convention 
to order at 12:45 o’clock, and intro­
duced Rev. Mr. Harris of the Galveston 
Baptist church, who led in prayer and 
asked Divine sanction of the conven­
tion work.

Judge Austin, chairman of the Gal­
veston commission, welcomed the 
delegates to the city.

There were many vacant seats in the 
hall, hut it was filled generally by the 
time Mr. Austin had concluded his 
remarks.

The band played “Dixie” and as 
Chairman Weils stepp- d to the front 
to respond another cheer went up.

Chairman Wells called for the tem­
porary  organization, and in so doing 
spoke for harmony in the. deliberations. 
He appointed Messrs. Cockrell of Dal­
las. Ward of San Antonio and Smith 
of Grayson, a committee to preseiJ 
Temporary Chairman Pendleton of 
Bell county. Mr. Pfjidelton spoke 
for ten minutes on the needs of Texas 
and the party.

The remainder of the executive com­
mittee on temporary organization was 
ratified.

It was ordered that committees on 
platiorm and resolutions, on creden­
tials and basis of representation and 
on permanent organization be named 
and a delegate to be re-elected by the 
delegation from each senatorial dis­
trict on each of the committees.

A recess of 30 minutes was taken for 
caucus.

The committeemen from the 30th 
senatorial district are as follows: On 
credentials. Dr. J. S. Turner of Hood 
county; platform and resolutions. M. 
A. Spoonts of Tarrant county; perma­
nent organization, Howard Martin of 
Parker county.

After rece.r-3 while waging for the re­
ports from the caucuses a resolution 
was sent up by W. D. Cleveland of 
Houston, advocating a system of gen­
eral immigration and memorializing, 
She next legislature to provide for an 
Irrigation commission.

J. P. Rreckenridgo sent up a resolu­
tion declaring against free railroad 
passes, placing a penalty of $100*0 
ogaiust the road giving the :%me, half 
pf which amount was to go to the in- 
termant.

Both were referred under agreement 
k  the committee.

After the committees in the order of 
tfhe former motion were named and 
the places of meeting announced, tne 
tonvention adjourned until 5:30 p. m.

WELLS OR COCKRELL,
WHICH WILL IT BE?

Interest at Galveston S till Centered 
Around the Chairmanship Contest 

th is  Morning— Claims of tne 
Two Candidates.

m Galveston, Texas, July 15—(Special) 
—The town is crowded this morning 
by visitors brought by the early trains, 
although the crowd is much short of 
four years ago.

Interest still centers around the 
chairmanship contest. I.ast night the 
ettuation looked so much for Wells 
that Cockrell decided to withdraw un­
less the night trains brought relief. At 
10 o’clock was issued a statement that 
after a conference with his supporters 
the Dallas man wanted to stay in the 
face until the finish.

A heavy delegation came from ex­
treme northern Texas as well as from 
northeast Texas, especially this morn­
ing and Cockrell stock is much high­
er.

Viewing the situation without bias 
Wells has a shade the best of it at 
noon today but will have the right to 
retain his ground.

This morning FI. O. Renter of Dallas, 
once of Fort Worth, who is a leader 
for Cockrell said the Dallas man had 
573 votes which is more than enoueh 
while ten minutes later the Wells peo­
ple after a caucus claimed a majority 
of fifty votes. He said: “We have 
the congressional crowd to fight but 
we are going to win. When men like 
Bailey, Ball. Burles.,i, Burgess and the 
rest come and take from the people 
this contest they take away every­
thing that is left.”

Said a Well» leader this morning:

“The opinion seems to prevail that
Toni Campbell of Palestine is behind 
the Cockrell movement, notwithstand­
ing the fact that Cockrell was for l.an- 
ham. If it be true and the following 
of Cockrell represents the following cf 
Campbell it looks as though the con­
test will be an easy victory for Wells."

Jim Hogg is fighting for Cockrell. 
He says: "The Congressional trust is 
endeavoring to take charge of every­
thing and makes a strong charge that 
the pass packers’ are in command of 
tiie convention.

MeLemore securing recognition, spoke 
to the house: “We appear to have been 
too fast on yesterday in adopting a 
resolution on the death Of the queen. I 
now move we back up—tne (preen, 
thank heaven, and the bucket shops 
still live.”

000 loss every day of the strike would 
assume a determined attitude.

At the meetings heJd yesterday the 
houses in different lines of the com- 

* mission business but especially those 
handling perishable goods, declared 
their intention of manning trucks and 
attempting to take freight from the 
warehouses of the railroads.

EDIBLES GOING TO WASTE.

Hundred« of Cars of Produce Spoiled 
Because of the Strike.

Chicago. July 15.—Hundreds of 
freight cars loaded with perishable 
goods are standing In the railroad 
yards owing to the freight handlers’ 
strike and no effort is being made, to 
unload them. Many of the cars con­
tain fruits and produce. There are 
cars of decaying tomatoes, water 
melons, berries of every description, 
butter and countless other products of 
farms shipped into the city in the ex­
pectation of being speedily unloaded 
and transferred to the retail markets. 
Nor have the cars been resupplied 
with ice.

A majority of the cars have been 
standing so long that their contents 
are wholly spoiled and will have to 
be burned. The loss to commission 
merchants and farmers will be. very 
heavy.

Hundreds of tons of food, it is said, 
have gone to waste since the tie-up 
began. The amount is estimated to 
have been enough to feed the poor of 
the city for twice the period of the 
strike.

July 15.—The round of 
colonial entertainments has bren con­
tinued with a banquet at the National 
Liberal club, where the front opposi­
tion bench of the house of commons 
was well represent'/l, cables the Lon­
don correspondent of the Tribune.

The feel­
ing among the liberals varies with 
temperament. Premier Balfour has 
the late President McKinley's tact and 
dexterity in dealing with opposition 
and is personally liked because he is 
considerate and nevej- wounds the sus­
ceptibilities of his opponents. ’1 ne 
liberals do not conceal their satisfac­
tion over Mr. Balfour's promotion and 
Mr. Chamberlain’s retention in a 
subordinate position, although there 
are some dissejiting voice?. Astute lib­
erals assert that from a political point 
of view it woyld he a marked advant­
age for the liberals to have Mr. Cham­
berlain either prime minister or lead­
er in the commons because in either 
position he would, they declare, create 
dissention among the government sup­
porters.

FACTS ABOUT TH E PORTLAND.

News of the Safety of the Steamer Re­
ceived at Seattle.

Seattle. Wash.. July 15.—The steam­
er Portland, news of the safety of 
which has just been received, sailed for 
Nome from Seattle April 26 with 1000 
tons of freight, including miners’ sup­
plies. liquors and vegetables. Six hun­
dred tons were put aboard at San 
Francisco. Of her 110 passengers 46 
were booked at San Francisco, the re­
mainder at Seattle.

The vessel was commanded hv Capt. 
Charles Lindquist, a veteran Behring 
sea mnriner. The steamship was 
caught by immense, ice floes in Behring 
strait on June 3 and when last seen 
was drifting northward into the Arctic 
sea. The United States revenue cut­
ter Thetis started in pursuit, but no 
trace of the ship was found and it was 
believed she had been crushed in the 
ice pack and all on board lost. The 
revenue cutter Manning, now at San 
Francisco is under orders to sat* ror 
northern waters to aid the Thetis in 
searching for the Portland and also 
the missing steamer Jcanic., and is to 
sail on next Wednesday or Thursday.

AT DUTCH HARBOR IN DISTRESS.

The United States T ra in ing Ship Mo­
hican is Safe.

Seattle, July 15.—-The United States 
training ship Mohican Is safe. She ar­
rived at Dutch Harbor in distress 
June 28 after being out from Yokohoma 
39 days. When she arrived at Dutch 
Harbor she was out. of fuel, and the 
food supply was running low. In thr.-'e 
days more the problem of finding suffi­
cient food for The young sailors on 
board would have become serious. The 
fact that the ship carried a full com­
plement of sails probably saved her.

The Mohican left Yokohoma bound 
for Honolulu direct, but encountered 
head winds that drove her off her 
course. She was finally driven into the 
groat circle and brought up at Dutch 
Harbor. Had th« captain attempted to 
sail her into Honolulu it is not be­
lieved his supply of food would have 
hold out. After replenishing her sup­
ply of food and fuel at Dutch Harbor 
the Mohican sailed on June 30 for Hon­
olulu. her original destination.

Now that showers have become 
fashionable again it would be well to 
arrange to have some place in Vort 
Worth for water to run to rather than 
into cellars and basements.

It must be a matter of international 
importance that it was a two-horse 
ambulance that took Edward VII to 
his yacht today, for the Associated 
Press cabke the fact from London.

A British standing army of 50.000 
men is to be maintained in South 
Africa, in addition to a large number 
of “reservists." who. though not serv- 
ing with the colors, most be armed and 
drilled. In this one corner of her pos­
sessions England will keep up almost 
as large an army as the United States 
finds sufficient for all purposes.

Senator Vest of Missouri is an ex­
perienced and sagacious counsellor. He 
does not regard it as of importance 
that the Democrats should carry the 
next house of representatives, as the 
Republicans would still have the 
president ana senate. O» the other 
hand. &3ys the senator, should a finan­
cial crash occur before 1904—which he 
regards as by no means improbable— 
the Republicans would attribute the 
catastrophe to the election of a Demo­
cratic house and make this th main 
argument of the presidential cam­
paign. If the high pressure boom un­
der which farmers and manufacturers 
are receiving high prices in conse­
quence of a world-wide demand shall 
continue Senator Vest thinks the Re­
publicans will elect the next president. 
But no one can predict what 1904 will 
bring forth. In the meantime, he says, 
no one in possession of his five se.nses 
will pretend that the Republican party 
is not in league with the trusts. On no 
occasion have the Republicans failed to 
show their friendship for these great 
combinations in trade, in the session 
of congress just closed they have be­
trayed their partiality in not making 
the slightest move against the trusts. 
President Roosevelt is trying to make 
up for this in words and promises that 
mean nothing, compared with duty 
neglected by the late congress.

THE WAR MANEUVERS.
The public, no less than the army 

and navy, will be deeply interested ¡n 
the forthcoming war maneuvers. Th^y 
will be the first of the kind attempt­
ed by the American forres, although 
common among the greater European 
powers. The war with Spam, while 
bringing to the American nation a 
demonstration of its power, also de­
veloped the weakness inseparable from 
lark of training and preparation. That 
lack Is to be, in a measure, supplied 
by these movements.

Although definite details are not ob­
tainable owing to the necessity for s~- 
creey in order to secure success 
enough has been made known to show 
that the maneuvers will be of t'i* 
broadest and most comprehensive 
scope. The navy ia to be trained in 
attack and defense. The army and 
militia are to be given an opportunity 
to learn the best method of roast de­
fense by practical demonstration. 
Everything is to be conducted upon 
the basis of real war so far as strategy 
la concerned.

coiist, the land forces of the nation 
would be able to cheek the invaders 
in the most expeditious and busi­
nesslike manner. That they would ul­
timately be able to do so goes without 
saying, but it it important to tnaure 
that the repulse of the foe should be 
accomplished with the least injury to 
American imeresU.-

The. impossibility of framing a law 
to prevent the manufacture and use of 
oleomargarine is likely to be again 
made plain by legal resistance to the 
oleo law of the late session of*congress, 
especially the provision that «Vas aimed 
to preveht the use of coloring matter 
by manufacturers. The Armour com­
pany of Chicago, has notified the com­
missioner of Internal revenue that it 
has devised the plan of sending out 
pure white oleomargarine in packages, 
each package containing a little pellet 
of coloring matter with instructions 
for using the same. The. coloring is to 
be done by the purchaser and con­
sumer, who has the right to do- so 
under the law, being in no sense a re­
tailer of the prof^iet. The keepers of 
boarding houses are also exempt. The 
Armour company informed the com­
missioner that it did not wish to take 
this step without his knowledge and 
that it stood ready to defejid its course 
in the courts, if necessary,

BOXERS ARE BUSY
A  REVIVAL OF TH E  MOVEMENT 

IN CHINA FEARED.

A NEW RAILWAY ROUTE
Peasant Commune* Not Freed Frcm 

Taxes—The Spirits Monopoly— Re­
cru its  Few in Finland— House 

Watchman System.

(Correspondence of the Associated
Press.)

St. Petersburg. July 2.—A recrudes­
cence of the Boxer movement in 
China is feared by the Svjet which is 
in receipt of private information to 
the effect that the Boxer «gents are 
swarming over Mongolia. The mass 
of the population is in sympathy with 
the Boxers while the Lamaites are iu 
sympathy with Russia. Rumors are in 
circulation in Mongolia that the Lama- 
Res will petition the Russian govern­
ment to extend its protection to them. 
Mongolia remained quiet throughout 
the recent Boxer insurrection in China.

Newspapers here report that an En­
glish member of parliament and the 
Moscow capitalist. Mamontoff, have 
secured a concession to build a rail­
way from Tashkent to Tomsk. This 
line, which will be 2.000 versts (about 
1.300 miles) in length, has long been 
projected as a connecting link between 
the Central Asian and the Siberian 
railways. It would divert west Siber­
ian grains from Europe and Russia to 
the cotton growing district in Turkes­
tan. The report states that the gov­
ernment will guarantee the capital 
necessary to the extent of 65 per cent. 
The matter does not appear to have 
advanced beyond the stage of confi­
dential negotiations. The trustworthy 
Russkija Viedomosti of Moscow, 
learns that the proposed law freeing 
peasant . communes from responsibili­
ty for the taxes of their members has 
been defeated.

The spirits monopoly has been ex­
tended throughout the greater part of 
Central Asia and the Northern Cauca­
sus. All efforts to introduce local op­
tion in European Russia have failed. 
The government Insists upon opening 
liquor dispensaries wherever there is 
a demand for spirits, often in spite of 
earnest protests on the part of the lo­
cal government boards, in places 
where there had never been a private 
dram shop. The inn of the state mon­
opoly has accordingly been almost uni­
versally followed by increased drunk- 
eness.

Extremely little progress is he%* 
made by the recruiting officers in Finv 
land. The work has practically closed 
■with less than half the required num­
ber of recruits. In the province of Ny- 
ber of recruits. In the province of Ny- 
land, where Helsingfers is situated, 
2,577 young men w-cre called on to 
take the oath, but only 577 complied 
with the order.

bwing to the impending russification 
of the Finnish cadet school the Minis­
ter of war has decided to admit no 
new cadets for two years.

The Helsingfers municipality has de­
cided to oppose the introduction of the 
Russian system of Dvoriks (house 
watchman) into that city. In St. Pet­
ersburg and several largo cities in 
Russia every house owner Is compell­
ed to maintain one or more house 
watchmen who take their orders from 
and are subject to fine or dismissal by 
the police authorities. These watch­
men are obliged to report to the police 
everything that occurs in each house 
and when called upon must assist the 
police in keeping order wherever re­
quired even in the distant parts of the 
city. They are. in fact, lower grade 
policemen. Their maintenance is, of 
course, a severe financial burden on 
the tenants.

T H E  PANAMA CANAL ROUTE.

A Committee of Five Prominent Col­
ombians 'Urge Haste.

New York. July 15.—President Mar- 
roquin of this republic last month de­
cided to ascertain the opinion of the 
isthmian residents regarding the. canal 
question, they being most vitally in­
terested in having the business satis­
factorily settled without further ob­
stacles, says a Herald dispatch from 
Panama. Colombia.

He instructed Gov. Salazar of this 
department to appoint five prominent 
citizens here to study the matter care­
fully.

The committee rendered a report 
which was almost unanimous, except on 
some trifling points. This report prob­
ably is already in the. hands of Presi­
dent Marroquln, having been forward­
ed to Bogota some time ago.

So far as it is possible to ascertain 
the salient points of the answers in 
substance are:

The members of the committee be­
lieve Colombia " should gratuitously 
permit the'canal company to transfer 
to the United States its concession, 
bearing in mind not only the tremend­
ous loss the original French share­
holders already have sustained and the 
millions of francs paid by the. company 
to the Bogota government at different 
times, but also the indisputable tact 
that United States engineers have been 
influenced in their selection of the 
Panama route over all others prin­
cipally on acount. of the amount of 
practical work already done on both 
sides of the isthmus, especi^ly the 
Culebra cut.

In the committee's opinion a very 
liebral and reasonable concession 
should he granted to the United States 
provided tne sovereignty and dignity 
of the republic of Colombia is main­
tained and effectually guaranteed.

Perjury Charges Dismissed — New 
Hearings Denied and Granted— A 

Roguish Chicken Causes 
Trouble— Doings in Cor­

poration Court.

But little business of general im­
portance was being done in or about 
the court house, today.

In the Forty-eighth district court 
Judge Dunklin dismissed two cases, 
one against Will Rucker, colored, and 
one against Harrison Hooper, colored, 
both being charges for perjury.

Even in the county court, which yes­
terday disposed of a number of cases, 
including pleas of guilty, today there 
was an oppressive quietness prevail­
ing.

The county commissioners are 
grinding away on claims, and trvip~ 
hard to wind tip this term's business.
In the justices' courts a string of civil 

suit drifts in occasionally.
Marriage licenses are few and real 

estate transfers seldom go over a few 
hundred dollars.

INTERESTING AND AMUSING.

Suit Brought in Justice Court fo r 
Death of a Chicken.

A trial was had yesterday afternoon 
in Justice Mullins’ court which caused 
quite a great deal of seriousness and 
at the same time afforded much amuse­
ment.

The suit was brought by one W. C. 
Holley, a police officer, against one 
Mrs. Odom, a neighbor, charging her 
with murdering a chicken belonging to 
the plaintiff. The plaintiff represented 
that more or less malice was exercised 
In the death of the. chicken. The de­
fense was that the chicken was killed 
in self-defense and in the defense of 
property.

The prosecution enlarged upon the 
law points in the case, and waded 
deeply into authorities on first and sec­
ond degree murdex, manslaughter 
(chicken slaughter) and the taking of 
life in self-defense, showing conclu­
sively that before the court could ex­
onerate the de/endant It must be 
shown that the chicken made an as­
sault upon the person or property of 
the defendant, and that she acted 
purely in self-defense.

Thu attorney for the defense argued 
that the burden of proof was upon 
the plaintiff to show malice afore­
thought. or that the defendant lay in 
waiting to unsuspectingly take life, or 
that the person or property of the de­
fendant was not assaulted before, a 
conviction could be sustained.

There was quite an array of wit­
nesses. male and female, among them 
some of the best citizens of the Glen- 
wood addition, and the trial lasted sev­
eral hours.

The court rule«d in favor of the de­
fendant.

It appeared that the origin of the 
t r o u b l e  was in the act of a chicken 
scratching up some flowers belonging 
to the defendant.

SUIT AGAINST TH E  CITY.

John W. Herbert of New Jersey Hold­
er of C ity Bends.

A suit has been filed with Deputy 
Federal Clerk J. R. Finks in this city 
by John W. Herbert of Helmetta. Mid­
dlesex county, X. J.. against the city 
of Fort Worth for $10.375, interest al­
leged to be due him on various city 
bond issues held by him. Citation was 
served on Mayor Powell by Deputy 
United States Marshal Whit Dryden, 
and the suit will come up for trial at 
the November term of the Federal 
district court.

The city has been anticipating this 
suit since the action of the council last 

' y e a r  in cutting dov i the rate to be 
paid on the former large bond issue to 
4 per cent. The claim is made by the 
city that there is only money in the 
hands of thp city treasurer with which 
to pay the new 1 per entf interest, but 
non« with which to pay the old interest 
at which the bonds w«re sold, and for 
which the contention is made, and it is 
now up to the courts to decide, whether 
or not the money now in the treasury 
can be used to pay the old interest 
ratex

Motions and Orders.
Motion for a n e w  trial was yester­

day overruled by Judge Dunklin in 
the Forty-eighth district court In the 
case of the state vs. W. F. Randle, a 
theft cas°. and the prisoner sentenced 
in accordance with the Verdict of the 
jury, and given two years in the 
penitentiary.

A new trial was granted by Judge 
Dunklin to Newton Campbell.

Judg“ Smith, in the Seventeenth dis­
trict court made an order in a case that 
has been much aired in the courts, 
styled London vs. London, in which a 
child in controversy was given into 
the custody of Sheriff Clark.

In County Court.
Sam Thomas was fined in the county 

court in two cases for swindling, and 
given $10 and one day in one case and 
$5 and one day in the other, costs 
attached in both cases.

Tom Thomas, for aggravated assault, 
was given a fine of $25 and costs.

In Corporation Court.
A dock filled to overflowing greeted 

Judge Stewart in the. corporation 
court this morning, all the result of 
yesterday s and last night's round up.

Among them were two white boys 
captured last night by Mounted Officer 
Speight, charged with theft. They are

the same boys who gave him such a 
hearty chase yesterday from the Texas 
and Pacific yards. He rounded them 
up at Arlington and brought them in
last night.

The officers say. and the. dock each 
day corroborates their story, that the 
town is filling up with vags, white and 
black. Almost all of tliem are young­
sters. who <'ome. they allege, to get 
work at the packing houses, but instead 
of going out to the works in an effort 
to secure employment, hang around 
the dives and all night places In the 
Acre and about the depots. Among 
the 25 or 30 arrested during the past 
week, not as much as 30 cents has been 
found upon the entire outfit, and evi­
dences of "means of support” are very 
much lacking. Thus the street gang 
of laborers has been strongly rein­
forced. / ♦

New York Central's Express Service

The noon­
day Chicago Limited leaves New Y'ork 
at 1 p. m., reaching Chicago by the 
Lake Shore the next morning at 11:50, 
a 24-hour train, really 23 hours and 50 
minutes. The Detroit and Chicago 
Limited leaves New Y’ork at 4 p. m., 
reaching Chicago the next afternoon, 
a fourth 24-hour train.—From The 
New Y’ork Times.

P0R HIGHER PRICES

Oklahoma Cattlemen Arc in Shape to 
Hold Out Against Low Prices fo r 

Fat Cattle.

A Fort Worth live stock commission 
man who came in from Guthrie, Okla., 
today states that the cattlemen of Ok­
lahoma held a session in Guthrie yes­
terday and decided upon the organiza­
tion or the Oklahoma Cattlemen's as­
sociation, the purpose being to con­
tract for and raise the price of beef 
steers, holding their marketable cattle 
for top prices. He says the cattlemen 
behind the movement are the foremost 
In the new’ country. He further says 
that in Oklahoma cattle g&nerally are 
in splendid condition, and that cattle 
dealers are in splendid financial shape. 
They have good, healthy bank ac­
counts. and are not by reason of strin­
gent circumstances forced to sell their 
cattle on a slim market, and can very 
well afford to- hold out indefinitely. 
Grass and feed stuffs are plentiful. 
There will be, he says, about 40.090 
more cattle shipped from Oklahoma 
this fall than ever before. The steers 
will be held until prices satisfactory 
to their owners are offered. The ses­
sion, further than this, was an execu­
tive one.

W ATER FOR DALLAS.

Prof. Cummins Approves the S inking 
of Artesian W ells on Fort 

W orth Plan.
Prof. W. F. Cummins, formerly 

state geologist, was here yesterday 
from Dallas., He says that Dallas is 
now in a fair way to secure, a good 
water supply from the artesian wells 
now being sunk. He thinks the same 
water-bearing strata which underlies 
Fort Worth can be reached there, but 
at a depth of 300 to 400 feet greater.

In order to obtain an adequate supply 
from this source, however. Prof. Cum­
mins thinks it will be necessa y to fol­
low the plan adopted by Fort Worth 
and sink a main shaft with lateral tun­
nels, a method he heartily approves.
