WASHINGTON, March 21
(AP) Senators who heard
their colleague, Claude Pep-
per (D-Fla-), call for a hur-
ried hut ve confer-
ence of Russian, American
and British leaders appeared
inclined today to give UNO
first chanceat relaxing inter-
national tension.

Three reasons lay behind their
choice:

1. The United Nations Organiza-
tion was founded for that very
purpose.

2. The UNO security council is
scheduled"to meet in New York
next Monday. Hence there would
be insufficient "time to arrange a
meeting such as Pepper suggest-
ed in advance of that date.

3. The widely varying make-u-p

of the group Pepper urged in his
foreign policy speech from the
senate floor yesterday.

One, influential member of thea
foreign relations committee who
askednot to be named saidan as
semblagewhich included not only
the heads of the three govern-
ments, but military, business, la-

bor, farm and veterans' leaders
would be "a camp meeting" which
might cause more trouble than it
would cure.

A similar view was expressedby
Senator Ellender (D-La- ).

"I don't see that much good
Would come out of a Big Three
conference," he told a reporter.
"We've had them before (on a
smaller scale) and it seems that
everybody misunderstands every-
body else. I'd rather see things
worked out throug"h the United Na-

tions Organization."
Senator Knowland (R-Cal-if) said

it appearedthat Pepper "wants to
rely more on the actions of the
Big Three ihan on the United Na-

tions."

Draft Extension
WASHINGTON, March 2k (JP)

Gen Dwight D. Eisenhower asked
Congresstoday to extend thedraff
law indefinitely and. to limit ser-

vice liability of inductees to 18

months.
If that is done, the chief of staff

told the HouseMilitary committee,
the Army canrelease allfathers by
the end of August or early in
Septemberregardlessof how long
they have been in service.

If it is not done,he warned, the
Army may fall short,of 165,000
men of Its estimated, needed
strength of 1,070,000 on July 1,
1947.

Both Eisenhower and Secretary
of War Robert P.Pattersonargued
against proposalsfor a shorterex-

tension of the Selective Service
Act, which expires on May 15 of
this year.

Patterson told the committee
that extension of the draft should
be coupledwith a 20 percentover-
all increasein pay.and allowances
for all military personnel.

Eisenhowersuggestedthat legis-
lation extending the draft con-
tain these restrictions: a prohibi-
tion against service for more than
18 months; a requirement that no
more men be inducted than are
.necessary to meet estimates oi
strength required by July 1, 1947; i

and a.stipulation that the Army
discharge all- - fathers now in ser-
vice and decline to induct any in
the future.

For Nazi Holdings
WASHINGTON, March 21. (JP)

Representatives of the - United
States,Britain and France resume
their efforts today to persuade
neutral Switzerland to hand over
German assetsworth hundreds of
millions of dollars.

The Allies are eager to get the
holdings for two reasons:

To make certain Germany can-

not use them to finance future re
armament "

And to use them as reparations
for countries which paid heavily
for their decision to resist Axis
aggression.

Germany's cache in Switzerland
consists of a wide variety of
things gold bullion, currency,
securities, real estate, mortgages,
estates, trusts, interests in cor-

porations, debts and claims, and
even goods and merchandise.

From documents captured In
Germany, the United States has
estimated the total value at about
$750,000,000. But the Swiss 'gov-

ernment, acting at Allied nehest,
undertook a census of the Nazi
nest egg last year and came up

with a figure of only $250,000,000.

He
told a news conference it would
be a political speech. But he re-
plied In the negative and with a
chuckle an inquiry whether ho
would announce at the time his
candidacy ?or reelection.

Rent Controls

In Local Area

Are Tightened
Tenantsof the Big Spring rental

area were assured today by Rob-
ert L. Richcy, area rent director,
that rent controls have been tight-
ened by the OPA to meet increas-
ing pressurenow being exerted on
maximum rents and other tenant
safeguards.

Two factors are responsible for
the "increasing pressure" Rlchey
said. They are: Greater demand
for rental housing due to the re--.

turn of veterans and war workers,
and decreasein the --number of
rental housesdue to an unpreced-
ented number of sales to new
owners who have occupied the
bousesin recent months.

"When these conditions exist,
pressures for both evictions and
evasions grow stronger," RJchey
said. "Anticipating' these pres-

sures.OPA has taken several steps
to control them and protect ten-

ants in this area.
"Probably the most Important

of these new safeguards for ten-

ants In this area is the recent ex-

tension of the waiting period from
90 daxs to six months before a
tenant may be evicted by the buy-

er of a housewishing to occupy it
himself. It will help prevent a
tenant'who Is told that he must
mox-- e from becomingso desperate
that he makes Illegal side-payme-

to his landlord or makes
monthly-payment- s that are equi-

valent to above-ceilin- g rentsmere-
ly to keep his house temporarily.

"Moreover, It will give tenant
In this crowdedarea six months in
which to find other housing that
rents for an amount they can af-

ford to pay.
"In addition, better control over

the eviction of tenants to remodel
or demolish a rental property and
for the occupancyby a landlord
who woned ft when federal rent
control became effective in this
area have been established. Ten-

ants who are told that they must
vacatea rental property should no-

tify this office promptly so that
they may be advisedof their rights
under the-- new regulation."

Selective Service long ago took
the position that the veteran must
be given his old job or one of
equal status, in preference to all
non-vetera- regardless, of their
length' of-- service with 'the com-
pany. This doctrine is sometimes
callea "super-seniority-."

The Justice Department, after
remaining neutral for while, de-

cided to support the Selective Ser-
vice interpretation.

Labor unions took anotherview.
They didn't object to the rehiring
of veterans in fact they have
encouragedit Veterans belong to
unions, too. But the unions argued
that the seniority system giv-

ing preference in hiring and lay-
offs to men with the longest ser-
vice has been establishedin In-

dustry after long struggle. They,
said "super-seniorit- y" would,wreck
that system, and in the long run
would injure veterans along with
other workers,

The unions madequite an issue
Over this, partly becausethey fear-
ed that "super-seniorit- y" was
really an anti-lab- or move.

Veterans' organizations are di-

vided in their opinions.The Amer-
ican Legion, for one, strongly sup
ports the Selective Service posi
tlon. In fact, spokesmansaid to-

day the Legion may decide to in-
tervene in the Fishgold case be-

fore the Supreme Court, in order
to battle for the Selective Service
view.

So far, there have been four
decisions in federal courts. Two
have gone one way, and two the
other. The Fishgold case Is the
only one that has been decidedby

US Court of Appeals.
