Mrs. Chapman seemed unflap-
pable while her hijacker chat-
tered steadily with police nego-
tiators on a cellular phone sev-
eral rows behind her.

“I pray a lot,” she said later.

The frightened children —
who are in kindergarten
through fourth grade and have
autism and speech impediments
— sat in seats scattered about
the bus.

“I just told them to calm
down, to go to sleep,” she said.

“Most of them do not speak. But
I have a good relationship with
them.”

Mrs. Chapman, 46, who moved
from Cuba in her teens, has
been with the Dade County
School District for 14 years in a
variety of jobs, including cafete-
ria worker. She began driving
for the district last year. For
eight years before that, she had
moonlighted as a self-employed
school bus driver.

Her morning began Thursday
as it does each school day,
behind the wheel of a yellow

school bus.

She drove through the densely
populated suburbs southwest of
Miami, picking up disabled
children, who were dressed in
shorts and T-shirts, and
clutched school packs and water
bottles.

At her next-to-last stop, Catal-
ino “Nick"” Sang, a 42-year-old
waiter with a grudge against the
Internal Revenue Service,
jumped aboard, claiming he had
a bomb. He demanded to be

Hearing set to explain rabies vaccine drop plan

the last few years and the Oral Rabies Vac-
cination Project is designed to prevent the
spread of rabies as well as vaccinate ani-
mals that may otherwise be exposed, or
expose other animals or people to the dis-

ease.

Animal food "baits" containing special
rabies vaccine will be air-dropped. When
foxes eat these baits, they will be protected
against rabies.

In January and February, the vaccine
baits will be dropped in a semi-circular
pattern through parts of central and west-
ern Texas, creating a barrier of immunized
foxes that should prevent the spread of fox
rabies to areas outside of the "drop zone."

A similar project in South Texas has suc-
cessfully stopped the spread of rabies in
that region's coyote population.

*You should remove mobile
things from your car. Don't
leave your keys in the ignition
and don't leave your purse in
the car even if the door is
locked. They will break into the
car even if it is locked because
there are items in it," Smith
said.
