(CRP) emergency grazing deadline is February 28,
2013.

“Producers who took advantage of the emer-
gency grazing provisions must remove all livestock
from CRP acres by the Feb. 28th deadline,” said
Hiser. “Producers must report the actual acreage

grazed to the Mitchell County FSA office as soon
as possible,” he said.

There will be a 25 percent CRP payment reduyc-
tion for CRP acres used for grazing under these
€MeErgency provisions.
