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Heroes come in a shapes
and sizes. For Ben English,
his heroes have always been
in a military uniform.

English spoke to a
packed Ozona High School
Auditorium Friday during
the Veterans Day ceremony.

Students from all three
school campuses participat-
ed in recognizing and honor-
ing veterans and active ser-
vice military.

English, a retired Texas
DPS Trooper and former U.S.
Marine, spoke to the audi-
ence about how the military
and the people in it led to
the person he is today.

“One of the greatest of
those blessings are the men
I have been honored to call
‘friend.” The great percent-
age of them are veterans,”
English said.

When English entered
the Marines at age 17, he was
considered a “juvenile delin-
quent.” Most likely, he said
he would not have graduated
high school if not for a for-
mer Army Ranger who was
also his high school teacher.

“ ‘Dad’ Baker not only
taught about history, but
about life and what a man
was supposed to be. He
learned it first hand, during
some of the bloodiest days
of World War II,” English
said.

English also remembered
the drill instructors in boot
camp and how they tore him
down during his 13 weeks of
training.

Burn ban stays intact
for one week

The countywide burn
ban remains intact, for now.
At Monday’s regular meet-
ing, the commissioners’
court voted to keep the burn
ban for a week. The commis-
sioners will reevaluate the
situation at a special noon
meeting on Monday, Nov. 21,
at the courthouse annex.

“Nearly everyone has
dropped their bans around
us.

The Texas Forest Service
reported Monday that 206
out of 254 counties in Tex-
as still have burn bans. Tom
Green, Kimble, Coke, Run-
nels and Sterling counties
have all dropped their bans.

One concerned raised
was deer hunters building
unwatched fires, said Com-
missioner Eligio Martinez.

Since fire season be-
gan Nov. 15, 2010, almost
4 million acres have burned
across the state, according
to the Texas Forest Service.

Other strengths may be years
worked in the industry and
your business network.
Weaknesses. Next, think
about the weaknesses of the
idea. Focus the strengths and
weaknesses on the internal op-
erations of the business. Is
there a flaw in the idea? What
are the barriers into the mar-
ket? Is it a product that is ex-
pensive to produce or is the
service limited to a particular
market? Stay objective as you
work through these items. Itis
important to challenge the idea
to make it stronger.
Opportunities. Opportu-

nities and threats are exter-
nal factors affecting the busi-
ness. Opportunities are those
things in the market that can
make your business grow or ex-
pand. For example, your busi-
ness idea may be to be a sup-
plier for a business in the area
and that business is growing.
Or, an area in your communi-
ty is growing and there is a lo-
cation available in that area for
your business. Those are op-
portunities.

Threats. Lastly, it is impor-
tant to understand the threats
for the business idea. Threats
are those things that are hap-

pening in the market that could
affect your business, like the
economy. Many businesses
have been affected by the cur-
rent economy. It is important
to understand how the market,
the economy, technology and
employment levels can have an
impact on your business idea.
The value of this approach al-
lows you, if necessary, to re-
work your business idea or re-
direct it in a way that can make
the business idea even more of
a success. Frequently, we will
have clients become discour-
aged by the planning process
of a business. However, from
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our perspective at the SBDC, we
would rather have a client work
out the issues of their business
idea on paper than try to figure
out the issues with the doors
open. No client wants to hear
that their idea needs to be re-
worked or retooled. The pro-
cess may be delay the open-
ing of the business but it may
make the business a long term
success.

Mind those holiday manners

Our Time Has Come

he holidays are
upon us. I don’t
know about you,
but for the past
week I've been busy
booking my calendar for
parties, family get-to-
gethers and making lists.

When it comes to par-
ties and dinning, you
guessed it etiquette is
in order. I received such
a great response from
the social networking et-
iquette column I wrote
a few months ago, I fig-
ured it wouldn’t hurt any
of us, including myself,
to brush up on our man-
ners for the upcoming
holiday events.

First of all, table man-
ners:

-When setting the ta-
ble, fork on the left,
knife and spoon on the
right (knife next to the
plate), glass on the right
above the knife and
spoon.

-Napkin in lap.

-Elbows off the table
(this is my mom’s favorite).

-Wait until all are
served or the hostess be-
gins to eat.

-Remember “please”
and “thank you.”

-Pass the salt and pep-
per together.

- Offer to help clear.

Secondly, table conver-
sation:

- Talk to people on
both sides of you and
across the table.

practice. Avoid questions
that can be answered
with a simple “yes” or

no.” Instead use who,
what, where, when, and
how. Here are some prac-
tice questions.

- Avoid talking about
personal family issues.

Greetings and hand-
shakes are also social
skills.

When greeting a per-
son, look them in the
eye and smile, speak
clearly, say the person’s
name, add a “glad to see

you” or
“how’s it
going?”
and if
it’s a rel-
ative or
close
friend,
add a
hug.

When
offering a handshake,
make sure it is right
hand to right hand, palm
to palm, with the thumbs
up. Offer a firm grip,
not too tight and not too
limp.

Other tips:

-RSVP. Let your host
know right away if you
can come or not.

Don’t show up with un-
invited guests.

Gladwell shows how becoming super rich
has as much to do with timing as it does
anything else. For example, 14 of the rich-
est men who ever lived were all born within
nine years of one another. Rockefeller,
Carnegie, J.P. Morgan and Philip Armour
were all born at nearly the same time and
this allowed them to participate in “the
greatest transformation in history.”

Fast forward to today and you have the
exact same thing happening. One could
argue that we are living through “the great-
est transformation in history” in which
the computer has reshaped the world. It’s
not just a coincidence that Bill Gates and
Steve Jobs were both born in the same year
(1955). Gladwell lists another chunk of the
75 richest men who ever lived and they all
happened to be born in the mid 1950’s.

Yoters amend state constitution in Nov. 8 election

STATE CAPITAL HIGHLIGHTS By Ed Sterling | Texas Press Association

AUSTIN — Voters approved
seven propositions and rejected
three in the Nov. 8 state consti-
tutional amendment election.

Unofficial figures posted Nov.
9 by the Office of the Secretary
of State show that a little over 5
percent of Texas’ more than 12
million registered voters cast
ballots in the election.

Approved were:

- Prop. 1, authorizing the Leg-
islature to provide the surviving
spouse of a 100 percent dis-
abled veteran with an exemp-
tion from ad valorem taxation.

- Prop. 2, authorizing the Tex-
as Water Development Board to
issue up to $6 billion in general
obligation bonds.

- Prop. 3, authorizing the
Texas Higher Education Co-
ordinating Board to issue and
sell general obligation bonds
to finance education loans for
students.

- Prop. 5, authorizing the
Legislature to allow cities or
counties to enter into interlocal
contracts with other cities or
counties without the imposition
of a tax or the provision of a
sinking fund.

- Prop. 6, allowing the Gen-

eral Land Office to distribute
revenue from permanent school
fund land or other properties
to the available school fund to
provide additional funding for
public education.

- Prop. 9, authorizing the gov-
ernor to grant a pardon to a per-
son who successfully completes
a term of deferred adjudication
community supervision.

- Prop. 10, changing the
length of the unexpired term
that causes the automatic resig-
nation of certain elected county
or district officeholders if they
become candidates for another
office.

Rejected were:

- Prop. 4, authorizing the Leg-
islature to permit a county to
issue bonds or notes to finance
the development or redevelop-
ment of an unproductive, un-
derdeveloped, or blighted area
within the county.

- Prop. 7, adding El Paso
County to the list of counties
authorized to create conserva-
tion and reclamation districts
to develop parks and recreation
facilities financed by taxes.

- Prop. 8, requiring the Legis-
lature to provide for taxation
of open space land devoted to
water stewardship purposes
on the basis of its productive
capacity.

REDISTRICTING LINES
REJECTED

A panel of three Washington,
D.C., federal district judges on
Nov. 8 threw out U.S. congres-
sional and state House and
Senate district lines redrawn
by the Texas Legislature earlier
this year.

The court order denying the
State of Texas’ motion for sum-
mary judgment to have its new
redistricting maps declared
legal is worded as follows:

“Having carefully considered
the entire record and the par-
ties’ arguments, the Court finds
and concludes that the State of
Texas used an improper stan-
dard or methodology to de-
termine which districts afford
minority voters the ability to
elect their preferred candidates
of choice and that there are
material issues of fact in dispute

that prevent this Court from
entering declaratory judgment
that the three redistricting plans
meet the requirements of Section
5 of the Voting Rights Act.”

New maps must be produced
by the Federal District Court,
Western District of Texas, San
Antonio.

“I will never forget that
time, or those drill instruc-
tors. You know, I did not
attend my own high school
graduation because I felt I
had not earned that diplo-
ma. But when graduation
day came around for boot
camp, I was very proud to
be there. When they told me
that I was now a marine, I
knew I had earned some-
thing that few others would
ever achieve, or even fully
understand,” English said.

During the next seven
years, English said he would
make friendships that last-
ed a lifetime. With the in-
spiration and influence of
his commander David M.
White, English would fur-
ther his education and go
on to college after his mili-
tary career.

White was from a poor
family Alabama. When he
was in Vietnam he was se-
verely wounded several
times and was one of two
men to survive the fighting
in Hue City during the Tet
Offensive.

White earned his college
degree, put his body back
together physically and
then reentered the Marines
as a commissioned officer.
After he retired, he led a
Junior ROTC program at a
high school. He is now 63
and training for this third
Boston Marathon.

“You might say you can
order a Marine out of the
fight, but you can never or-
der the fight out of a Ma-
rine,” English said. “And you
ask me why veterans are my
heroes? These were extraor-
dinary men, and marines
through and through. They
were American patriots; men
who understood words like
courage, honor and duty. To
them, ‘Call of Duty’ was not
a video game, but a way of
life. For some of them, it was
how they died. These men
were not only my friends,
but they were my mentors
and my heroes. They still
are. There were so many of
them who affected my own
life for the better. No matter
how hard I try, I will never
be able to adequately thank
them for that.”

English then spoke of
two young boys, both of
which had goals to enter
the military. Both studied
hard, graduated from Ozo-
na High School and are ful-
filling their dreams.

The oldest is now a Sec-
ond Lieutenant in the U.S.
Marine Corps and the other
is in his third year at the
U.S. Naval Academy in An-
napolis.

Many in the audience
knew that English was speak-
ing of his two sons, Levi and
Ethan, both of whom English
now calls heroes.

“Even with gray in your

hair and the creases of age
in your face, you should still

have your heroes. These
days some of my heroes
are getting younger while
I grow older. I guess that
is what they mean by the
torch being passed,” Eng-
lish said. “Take it from me;
all of us need real heroes.”

Along with English
speaking, the school pro-
gram included patriotic
songs by the Ozona High
School Band and the Fifth
Grade Class from Ozona El-
ementary School.

Boy Scouts from Troop
#153 posted the colors and
OHS Sophomore Vivian Me-
dina played “Taps” as the Boy
Scouts honored the fallen
with a flag and empty chair.

Michael Medina Jr. led
everyone in the Pledge of
Allegiance and Pledge to
the Texas flag. Cuatro Jones
gave the invocation. Vivian
Medina read the history of
Veterans Day and Ryan Ken-
nedy and Erik Carrizales
read the history of “Taps.”

“What a great day to be
alive in America,” said OHS
Principal Josh Carty. “We
wanted to properly recognize
all of our veterans today, as
well as those who have made
the ultimate sacrifice.”

At the annual Veterans
Day lunch, Frank Tambunga
presented banners to fami-
lies who currently have fam-
ily serving in the military.

This Order is adopted pursu-
ant to Local Government Code 352.081, and other applicable
statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning activi-
ties related to public health and safety that are authorized by
the Texas Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter
training; (2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining op-
erations; (3) planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4)
burns that are conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning
Association, Natural Resource Conservation Service, the and/
or Texas A&M Agricultural Experiment Station, or prescribed
burn manager certified under Section 153.048, Natural Re-
sources Code, and meet the standards of Section 153.047,
Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sher-
iff's Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626
prior to commencing, together with the name of the land-
owner, location involved and expert to be on hand. This Order
does NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in a properly contained
area which is attended at all times. In accordance with the Lo-
cal Government Code 352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is
a Class C misdemeanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed
$500.
