JacksonDay
SpeechAsks

For Action
Blunt Words Aimed
At Methods, Ends
Of Axis Countries

PORT EVERGLADES,
Fla., March 29 (AP) Presi-
dent Roosevelt summoned

'Americana of every political
ftreed tonight to stand united

-- in a determinationthat "with
all our resourcesand all our
power, we shall help those
who block the dictators in
their march toward domina-
tion of the world.''

Arising from an "alliance
of dictator nations," the
presidentwarned, is a threat
to America, its union, its
democracy, and its cardinal
principles of freedom a
'threat which "draws more
tightly around us day by
day."

But, speaking to fellow-democra- ts

attending party rallies
throughout the country, Mr. Roos-
evelt declared that to meet the
threat nearly all Americans- had
risen above considerationsof party
politics and hadremained devoted
to country and democratic Ideals.

The chief executive spoke by ra-
dio from the officers' wardroom
of the White House yacht Potomac
to "Jackson Day dinners held to
raise money for the democratic
party.

The enemies ofdemocracy, Mr.
Itoosevelt asserted, are "trying
to destroy our unity," using as
their chief weapon a propaganda
of Increasing quantityand vio-

lence.
Agents of nazlsm and their un-

witting helpers, he laid, have at-

tempted to exploit the natural love
of Americansfor peace.

"They riav6"TeprHenra them-
selves as pacificists," he said,
"when actually they are serving
the most brutal warmongersof all
time. They have preached'peace'
la the same way the devil can
quote scripture.

"Ot course, the purpose of all
this has been to spread the terror
amongus. The effect of it hasbeen
only to fortify our determination."

Coupling together a denuncia-
tion of dictators and nazllsm
with a renewedpromise of Amer-
ican help for nations resisting
them, the addresswas in many
ways repltttlous of other presi-
dential speechesin recentmonths.
The very repitltlon served to
emphasizeblunt words.
The address was delivered at

the conclusion of a week's fishing
trip among Britain's northern Ba-

hama Islands. Aboard the Poto-
mac, an American naval vessel an-

chored in British waters, the chief
executive had signed legislation
approprlaUng $7,000,000,000 to aid
nations battling the axis powers.

The cruise, Mr. Roosevelt said,
had .given him time not only for
recreation but also for mediation,
and- - he had "become more than
ever clear that the time calls for
courageand more courage action,
and more action."

Seasoning In the ground and
spring In the air Saturday had
manya farmer In this area limber-
ing up'plantlngequlpmtnt.

Crowds in the downtown section
were noticeably thinner as farm
producers hauled out their plant-
ers, laid on the cup grease and
oil, limbered up their tractors and
prepared to get Into fields before
the best spring seasoningin years
takes off with a few stiff winds.

Already small patches of corn
are In the ground on manyfarms,
arid others will put on planting
plates" for the grain In aa effort
to get in their spot for early roast-
ing ear Comparatively little
corn is raised In this territory for
feeding purposes.

Sudan grass,classed as non-so-il

depleting, will get the nod en most
of the early planting. Annually
around 29,000 acres to this crop Is
planted here and a good chunk of
the amount Is due to go into, the
ground between April 1 and 13.
More conservativeagriculturalists,
however, will wait out the normally
blustery season to avo!J being
"blown out" and hope for April
showers to leave a still better
seasoning.

Having fretted over drouth and
frost dates since 1037. not a few

SystemProposed
For US Finances
Dear Editor!

Our goals: 1) National invinci-
bility, with tho United States the
most enlightened' and powerful na-
tion In the world; 2) the assurance
of a prosperousfuture for the rank
and file of our people.

A long step toward the fulfill-
ment of these objectives would be
the adoption of a money system
that eventually would build up an
ECONOMY OF ABUNDANCE
rather thanthe "economy of scarc-
ity" exemplified by plowing under
wheat, killing pigs, etc.

Such a money system W simple
In conception eo simple that one
wonders why H, like the safety'pin,
failed to bo Invented for several
thousandyears. Merely apply the
"warchouso receipt" system of
money, previously applied primar-
ily to gold, to a largo number of
vital commodities, Imperishable or
subject to replacementon a rota-
tion basis.

As the government delivers Ifae
gold miner $35 for an ounce of
gold, let it deliver a specified sum
of money (based on the average
prices during the past 30 years)
against receipt of a total of twenty--

five or more basic, storeable,
raw commodities, such as lead,
zlno, copper,'wheat cotton, wool,
hides, cocoa, coffee, etc.

The adoption of such a system
would bring us goods from Latin
America, rather than doubtful
debts. It would dynamite the cur-Tc-nt

nazl propaganda that the
United Statesand Britain, owning
85 per cent of the world's gold,
want to make the other nations
slaves of the gold standard.

AUSTIN. March 29. aeaawr
Marshall Formby of Dickens coun-
ty said today the senate should
pass a tax measure aesignea v
raise "at least" $20,000,000.

The WestTexas senatorasserted
be .is in favor of a bill similar to
the house omnibus tax bill which
la now being studied by the,senate
stato affairs committee.

"We ought to raise at least $20.'
OOO.OOO," he said. "The senate bill
should be in line with tn house
omnibus tax bill. But a few
changesprobably should be made
so as to stretch out the levies and
avoid burdeningany Industry.

"I certainly don't think a sales
tax will be necessary.An omni
bus bill can be drawn to raise
$20,000,000 without hurting any In
dustry. If necessary,we can raise
more.

Senator Formby said he would
not vote for a salestax.

"We have too many natural re-

sources in Texas that can carry
some of the burden. I will not vote
for a sales tax."

While most of the revenuesrais
ed would go for old-ag- e pensions,
dependentchildren, needy blind,
and teachers retirement. Senator
Formby said some additional reve
nues should be provided to build
new buildings at state eleemosyn
ary Institutions. He pointed out
particularly the need for an ex
pansion at the Big Spring State
Hospital.

The senator also said he was to
favor of raising additional revenue
"to start on a small scale to re
tire the deficit la the state general
revenue fund."

Bp DOKOTHY THOMPSON
I paid the other day the reason

for our fears was that wo don't
know where we are going So a
lot of people wrote In and said,
"well, I suppose you know. If
you're so smart to tell us."

That's fair enough, so I am go-

ing to try.
Briefly, t think we ought to

use this war to prove once and
for all time that war Is hooey,
that all the historical causes for
It have that tho age
of Imperialism has passed, and
that the age of power for hu-

manity has dawned, that we, tho
American people have the
siwer, and we, the generation
alive in 1911, are In on the great-
est revolution of all human his-

tory, and therefore In some ways
the lmklest generation ever
born.

There have been all sorts of slo-

gans used to rationalize wars, but
behind them is the plain fact that
most of them have been for mar-
kets. That's one of the things that
this war started to be about, and
that's what our left-win- g friends
mean when they say It's "Just
another Imperialist war." But In
the course of the war, we are going
to learn somethingif we keep our
eyes peeled every last one of us,
and every last nation namely that
It isn't for markets, but for a way
of life and that our markets are
In our own back yards, and that
our own back yards are everyone
else's.

The reason we've got this war
Is that the human race always
learns its lessons in the most pain-
ful possible way. It takes a war
to wake people up to the factsof
life. When people are scared they
throw their prejudices out of the
window and decide to save their
lives Instead of their money,

New, what we are going to learn
from this war is this. i

If we would produce for peace
the way we produce for war, no
would all be rich as Croesus all
of us the whole world 'round.
When people produce for war
they do things that make sense

In the economic field. When
they produce for peace, they for-

get what they learned, and act
like dithering Idiots.
When we all know that Ger-

mans and Italians and Japanese
and Frenchmen and Englishmen
and Americans then we can quit
this war .and all get out of each
other's back yard, shake hands,
give each other a sheepish grin,,
and have a perfectly Wonderful
time.

The lend-leas- e bill makes us pro-
duce for 'war and therefore pro-
duce on a reasonable basis.

It's reasonable, because when
people produce for war they for-

get everything except that they
have got to do something together.

They forget, for Instance, that
they "can't afford" things. Ima-
gine what would have happened
If the president had asked ten
billion dollars to rehouse all the
people In the urban andagricul-
tural slums, or provide butter for
all the folks who never see It.
Or regular suits of clothes, in-

stead of uniforms. Apartments
instead of barracks; shoes In-

stead of boots; tractors Instead
of tanks.
What a howl there would have

been; How many people would
have screamed, "Where will we
find the money?"

With Hitler's face at the win-
dow, nobody asks that question,
and so we do find the money,
which, of course, Is socially creat-
ed.

A lot of people are going around
this country moaning, "What did
we get out of the last war? Noth-
ing but unpaid debts'"

We got nothing but unpaid debts
because we insisted on having
debtors. There was a man in the
White House who said, 'They hired
the money didn't they." They didn't
They hired things

Now we've got a man In the'
White House who Isn't going to
let us make money debtors. He's
going to give (or lend or lease)
things, not symbols of things and
thus prove once,and for all time
that It Is more blessed to glte
than to receive and that Jesus
was a better economist than

or Adam Smith.
What we really got out ot trfe

last war was something almost
nobody observed. We might have
learnedthen, by our War spending,
that the country made a return of
over 100 per cent per annum on
money borrowed by the govern-
ment from the people and Invested
in labor.

We used the labor to make war
materials, shot them up in France,
and then came home and went
back to normalcy, which has be-

Question It Asked--

How Much HarmonyHealthy
ForTexas'SupremeCourt?
By ALEX LOUIS
(Herald Austin Bureau)

AUSTIN, March 28 How much
harmony is healthy?

This Is the question a numberof
lawmakers are asking about the
Texas supremecourt. The courf,
long regarded as beyond the
realm of criticism. Is now being
subjected to a wave of criticism
from various members of, the
legislature.

One of the complaints Is that
there Is too much harmony on the
court for harmony's sake. For
many years the Texas supreme
court has announced a unanimous
decision In nearly every ease
brought before It Dissenting
opinions have been rare, and some
members of the legislature believe
this is an unhealthy situation.

This group contends,that dis-
senting opinions when they do
exist should be expressed, be-
cause they are necessaryto the
progressof the law. They point
to the ringing minority opinions
of JusticesOliver Wendell Bran-del- s

and Harlan Stone of the
U. S. supreme court, minority
view which today have become
the law of the land.
To promote expression by the

court of Its differences of opinion,
several proposals have been made.
One, by Rep. Dorsey Hardemanof
San Angelo, would let the gover-
nor name the six commissioners
who assist the supremecourt and
would let the commissioners Indi-

cate their dissent from any deci-

sion of the court in which they
participate.

Under the present set-u- the
commissioners may write an opin-
ion by vote of two to one, the su-
preme rourt may adopt the opinion
as Its own, and the disagreement
among the commissioners never
seesthe light of day. Under Harde-
man's proposal, this disagreement
would be made a matter of record.

However, Hardeman contends
that If the commissioners were
named by the governor, as they
used to be, Instead of by the court
Itself, they would have greater In-

dependence of thought and their
views would have more weight In
the deliberations of the court.

His proposal would be a step
toward a nine-Jud-ge supreme
court. It could be enacted by
mere majority of both houses,of
the legislature and approval by
the governor.
Other proposals, bySenatorKyle

Vlck of Waco and Rep. Eugene
McGlasson of Waco, are directed
along the same purpose. They
would have the court Increased
from three to nine members, each

of equal rank and each therefore

with the right to express hi opin-

ion' on any case decided By the
court. Thjso proposals would re-

quire a two-thir- majority from
each house and a favorable vote
by the people before taking effect
as amendments to the constitu-
tion.

But there Is a strong body )

opinion-
-

which holds that too jnfrsj
dissents, which may be promote
by an Increase In the court or by
the Hardemanbill, only lead to In-

stability of the law and slow up
the work of the court It Is said
that a unanimousdecision israjch.
stronger than a decision by sw -4

margin, and the law muet-Jn-i

stable at all costs.
The opponents also say that the

Texas supreme court wW have
more dissenting opinions from
now on, anyway. Since th legis-
lative fight on the court began,
two dissentingopinions have been
handed down. This Is as manyV
the court has handed down In the
last ten or fifteen years,accords
to one attache,and It may mtft
that thecourt feels that too muSh
harmony for harmony's sake has
not been too healthy.

In reacting to the wave of oritl-cls- m

with speed, the court may
prevent the passage of mandatory
legislation which It does not fayr.

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FORT WORTH, March 29 UP)

In an opinion which he termed
"one of the most Important I have
handeddown in many years," Fed-

eral District Judge James C. Wil-

son today ruled that ordinary oil
field workers engage in production
of a commodity used in interstate
commerce and therefore cannot be
exempted from provisions of the
wages and hours law.

Citing that the Supreme Court
has held the act constitutional,
Judge Wilson, In his opinion, said
that the 'Intent of congresswas
to apply provisions of the act cov-

ering minimum hourly wages and
maximum hours of work to em-

ployes engaged In interstate com
merce, or In the production of
goods for such comntercA"

The opinion was given in the
case of R. F. St John versus
eight oil field workers he em
ployed In the Amity field of
Comanche county. The 'workers
had sued St John for overtime
wages they alleged accruedwhile
engaged la obtaining oil from
the employer's stripper wells and
transferrins; It to a gathering
system, also owned by St John,
whence the oil was transported
by pipe line for sale to Humble
Oil and Refining company.
Humble, in turn, refined the

crude. St John had pleaded that
all of his operations took place
within the boundariesof Comanche
county and that he was not en-
gaged In interstate commerce.

In ruling that St John em-
ployees were producing goods, for
Interstate commerce Judge Wilson
said:

"To argue that these defendants
as a group or organization,or In-

dividually who pumped oil and
handled It in a standardizedway
to get It to a market were not
producing goods for commerce, Is
equivalentto arguing that a miner
with his pick and lamp who goes
down to the end of the shaft and
there knocksor blasts the already
uncovered coal out of Its bed and
shovels it into a push car to be
conveyed to the surface, is not
