OverseasMen On

Income Tax Report
Secrctnry Morgcnthnu announced

today thnt an additional extension
has been grunted to overseas mem-

bers of tbe nrmed forces on their
income tax obligations which were
postponed-becaus-e of overseas ser-

vice.
The action is intended partlcu'ar-l-y

to help servicemen who stop in

the United Statesfor n fc.v months
while enroutefrom the European to
the Pacific theatre of war.

The extension is embodied in an
amendment to the income tax regul-

ations and was issued by Commiss-
ioner of Internal Revenue Joseph
D. Nunan, Jr., with the approval of
the Secretary.

Specifically, the new regulation
pnnides that the postponement
ranted nn overseas serviceman will

continue until he has been back in
the United States for a continuous.
period of five and one-hn-lf ca'cn-la-r

months not counting the month
in whTch he returns. In other
words, nn overseas serviceman will
not lose his tax postponement if
he stays in this country for a short
period while enroute to another
overseasassignment.

The tax laws exempt the first
$1,500 of active service pay of each
member of the armed forces, and
therefore most enlisted men and
women o.vc no taxes.

Corn Syrup Takes
Place of Sugar

"Ube some com jyrup in place of
part of your sugar in canning and
freezing of fruits. In this way you
will be able to conserve more fruita
than if you use all sugar." So says
Miss Vam Crippuvi, County Home
Demonstration Agent. r

Coin sugar may be used for the
same purposes. Honey may be used,
but it affects the flavor of the
fruits more than the corn syrup.
However, it may be used in making
fruit pickles.

In substituting com syrup for
part of the sugr in canning, use
one cup of sugar and two cups of
corn syrup to six cups of water.
11ns nukes a thin syrup which i3
ilcoirnblc from a nutritional stand-
point. If the syrup s used to replace
all the sugar, the proportion should
be one-ha-lf to three-fourth- s cups of
syrup to one cup of water.

One syrup which is said to be ex-

cellent for use in canning is "invert
syiup", which can be made at home
and is sweeter thnn natural sugar or
syrup. To make it, mix two cups of
sugar and one cup of water, and
add one-four- th 'teaspoon of tartaric
?cid. Cover this -- mixture and'simmer,
fecntly for thirty minutes. Allow ft
to cool. The invert sugar made this
way is nearly twice as sweet as plain
syrup of the same weight. For a thin
syrup, use one-four- th cup of invert
sugar to one cup of water. This is
also good for sweetening fruits, cer-
eals, ice cream and beveraces.

Poultry Notes
Reports produce buyers over

the county show that eggs being
bought at this time are 35 less
than three weeks ago. Ono'Teason
for this is the lack of Vitamin A
(green stuff in the hens feed.) A
hen can't store enough green stuff

her body to last over 30 day3.
The next best thing to green

grass is green alfalfa. One hundred
hens can consume 2 to 3 pounds of
alfalfa a day, and this will supplj
all the vitamins lacking. Proper
mg and feedingwill save a lot of
money for us in the run.

Several poultry houses are getting
infested with fleas, which is another
way to decrease production. Fleas
wil) increasein number until mois-

ture is received. They cannot sur-
vive in anoisture. Poultry houses
should be cleaned and thoroughly
wet with water, and' put 40 pounds
of salt in a 1C x 10 house.

is the time of year to watch
the poultry house ventilation. When
hens begin to gather under trees
instead of in the poultry house, it
is becameof poor ventilation. A
proper ventilated house helps keep
egg production high, and lowers the
death rate of hens.

If hens do stay under trees,
the mash hoppersand water troughs
should be moved under the trees,
too, to encouragewater and mash
consumption.
