Chant of ‘““We're number
one’’ was clearly heard in the
““grandstands of the Hart Long-
horn fans Friday night when
the buzzer sounded the end of
the ballgame between the Hart
Longhorns and Vega Longhorns.
The Hart Longhorns traveled
-to Vega and opened their dis-
trict conquest by soundly de-
-~ feating the Vega Longhorns 28
to 12,

Dirk Rambo led the Horns
this week as he tossed two
touchdown passes, ran for two
extra points and completed five

_of seven passes, Helping Ram-
bo was All State candidate Stan-
- ley Dyer, Dyer, who was se=-
lected second team All State
last year as a defensive line-
backer, picked up 173 yards on
~ 20 carries, scored one touch-
down and two extra points,

Hart opened the scoring in
~ the first quarter when'Dyer
rambled 64 yds up the middle
after breaking three tackles
and outrunning secondary de-
fenders, Jimmy Brown'at-
tempted to run the extra points
_after a penalty on the conver-
sion attempt but was stopped

Taking the ball on their own
35 yd line, the HHS Horns
drove to the 35 yd line be-
fore Rambo tossed a 38 ydpass
to Erasmo Castillo for the TD,

Rambo carried the ball ona
bootleg and picked up the extra
points making the score Hart,
14 and Vega, 6 after the first
quarter,

The second quarter was not
as fast moving with both teams
playing a little defense, Hart
managed to score when Rambo
tossed- his secoad touchdown
of the evening to Castillo, The
play covered 22 yds, Dyer
picked up the yardage for the
extra points to put Hart out
ahead 22 to 6,

The Vega Longhornstriedto
come back late in the second
quarter by running some plays
that are seldom seen on the
football field but the Hart de-
fense was ready and stopped
the offensive efforts to retire
at halftime with a lead of 16
points, Half time score was
Hart, 22; Vega, 6,

The second half showed
mostly strong defensive efforts
with both quarters showing only
one score each, Thethird quar=-
ter score came with 7:16 left to
play., Brown picked up seven
yards on a sweep to gain his
first Ti) of the evening and ex=-
