“Don't
invite burglars, make your
home look occupied at all
times, and make it difficult to
break in.”

Hudson said there are steps to
take to make it harder to be a
victim.

One thing is to lock all outside
doors before leaving or going to
bed. Be sure to lock all win-

dows. Leave lights on when
going out. Keep the garage door
closed and 1ocked. Don't allow
daily deliveries to accumulate.
Arrange to have the lawn cut in
summer and walks shoveled in
winter if you are going to be
away for any extended period of
time.

She said starting a neighbor-
hood watch is a good idea.

Hudson also said that citizens
should mark all their valuables
and property so it is easier to
identify if it is stolen or lost.

“It's a good ideéea to photo-
graph your valuables or use a
video camera to record the

items,” she said

Insurance companies recom-
mend it very highly because it
makes their job easier.
Recording the serial numbers
on the items purchased is
another good idea, according to
Hudson.

Hudson said that the DARE
program was created in 1983 as
a joint venture of the Los
Angeles Police Department and
the Los Angeles Unified School
District.

DARE sends a highly-trained
police officer into fifth and
sixth grade classrooms every
week for 17 weeks to teach stu-

dents how to refuse drugs and
alcohol, she said.

The program follows a care-
fully structured curriculum,
focusing on topics such as per-
sonal safety, dryg use and mis-
use, consequences of behavior,
resisting peer pressure, build-
ing self-esteem, assertiveness
training, managing stress with-
out drugs, media images of
drug use, role models, and sup-
port systems.

“The tries to reach
the kids when they are the most
vulnerable,” said Hudson.

Today’s planetary
grouping mostly
obscured by

glare of the sun

LOS ANGELES (AP)
Sunglasses won’t help you see
this celestial spectacle.
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Astronomers say today’s
alignment of Mercury, Venus,
Mars, Jupiter, Saturn and the
moon is the tightest since 1962.
It began in early April, when
they were close together in the
evening sky and outside the
sun’s glare.

Now, all five planets are clus-
tered — but on the opposite
side of the sun from Earth. On
May 17, the sunblocked planets
will bunch up even closer,
though the moon will have
moved away by then.

Stargazers must wait two
more years before another
grand grouping of the planets
visible to the naked eye takes
place, said John Mosley, an
astronomer at Griffith
Observatory.

‘““May 2002 will involve all
five planets plus the moon,” he
said Thursday. “It will be simi-
lar to the one happening now,
except you'll be able to see it."”

Planetary alignments occur
when three or more celestial
objects move into positions so
that a straight line could be
drawn through their centers.
The definition is a bit loose:
Planets that appear close
together in the sky are consid-
ered aligned.

For centuries, doomsayers
have predicted the end of the
world whenever an unusual
alignment occurs.

One book, ominously titled
*“5/5/2000: Ice, The Ultimate
Disaster,’”” predicts the align-
ment and increased solar activ-
ity will trigger a chain of
events that will cause the
Earth’s crust to slide and poles
to shift.

“It would be a geological
Armageddon,’ author Richard
Noone said last month. “You'd
have volcanism going on glob-
ally. Earthquakes beyond the
scale anything Richter ever
dreamed of. Tsunamis hun-
dreds of feet high, sweeping
hundreds of miles inland.”

Mosley dismisses the predic-
tion and has included a quote
from Noone's book te open a
debunking planetarium show
titled “Cosmic Catastrophe.”

“If' this were true, it would
have happened already,’ he
said.

Noone, who moved his family
to safety in Georgia, did not
return a telephone message
Thursday, but in a news
release seemed to be backing
away from the claim that a pole
shift was imminent.

“Careful modeling would be
necessary to predict how often
in the past this has occurred
and what the likelihood of it
happening soon might be,” he
said. “Unfortunately, we don’t
understand enough about the
various independent and inter-
related influences which might
be involved to make any such
meaningful predictions.”

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Computer ‘love bug’ that infected millions gets new dwgmses

~ Fresh from fending off the
insistent pdvances of an e-mail
virus disguised as a love letter,
computer: users were facing
new variations of the destruc-
tive bug, one of them concealed
as a joke.

Computer systems around the
world were infected Thursday
as the virus, proclaiming
“ILOVEYOU” in the subject
line of an e-mail, overwhelmed
networks and burrowed into
computer hard drives, destroy-
ing files containing precious
photos and video.

Antivirus experts said the ini-
tial outbreak seemed to be slow-
ing, but warned that copycat
versions were already making
the rounds.

“Things are cooling down a
bit as businesses close,” Pirkka
Palomaki, director of product
marketing for the computer
security firm F-Secure, said late
Thursday. But, he warned, “We
would probably anticipate that
people will see some of new

copycats (this morning).”

By some estimates, the origi-
nal “love bug” infected tens of
millions of computers world-
wide, not only spreading by e-
mail like last year’'s Melissa
virus, but thgough instant mes-
saging systems that let people
chat on the Internet.

In a malicious twist, the new
virus was designed to destroy
several types of increasingly
popular computer files, includ-
ing those storing photographs,
video and music stored in the

“digital format known as MP3.

“If this (virus) is unleashed
on your home computer, I hope
you have backups. It is a
destructive file,” said Shawn
Hernan, = vulnerability team
manager at the CERT
Coordination Center, the gov-
ernment-chartered computer
security team at Carnegie
Mellon University in Pitts-
burgh. .

Initially, the bug also attacked
by steering a computer’s
Internet browser to visit a Web
site that{ater was shut down by

its service provider.

At the Web site, the virus
would download a program that
searched for various types of
passwords and sent them to an
e-mail account that appears to
be based in the Philippines,
antivirus experts said.

Computer security experts
urged computer users to delete
any e-mail with an attachmgnt
reading “LOVELETTER”
“Very Funny.” The virus lS
activated by opening the attach-
ment.

The virus targets computers
running on Microsoft’s
Windows operating system,
attacking the Outlook e-mail
program and the Internet
Explorer browser, both of
which are made by Microsoft.

It spreads like most e-mail
viruses, arriving as a seemingly
friendly message, infiltrating a
person’s computer address book
and sending copies of itself to
contacts listed.

“There were lots of copies of
this in mail boxes, but not so
much damage,” said Carey

Nachenberg, chief researcher at pcapacity.”

As machmes improve, security risks grow

NEW YORK (AP) — The latest
computer virus has exposed
technology’s dark side: As
machines get' better, smarter
and more popular, the security
risks multiply.

The “love bug”’ virus spread
quickly this week by exploiting
Microsoft features designed to
make compuyters more efficient
and easier to use. Once activat-
ed, the virus e-mailed copies
automatically to hundreds, even
thousands of other Internet
users.

Scott Culp, a security manag-
er at Microsoft, said the fea-
tures were developed at cus-
tomers’ request to save time.

“But anytime you have the
ability to automate something,

there’s always the potential for
misuse,” he said Thursday.
“More important than the tech-
nical side of this is the human
side. It's not something technol-
ogy is ever going to be able to
solve.”

No matter the security
advances, troublemakers will
always try to find new ways to
exploit technology, said Vince
Weafer, research director at
anti-virus software maker
Symantec Corp.

Plug one hole and another
opens. Plus, new software with
new features comes out contin-
ually, carrying new vulnerabili-
ties.

“The technology on the desk-
top has become very rich to

allow these types of attacks,”
said Chris Rouland, director of

Internet Security Systems’ X-.

Force research team.

New dangers lie ahead.
Security experts are already
bracing for viruses through cell
phones and other wireless
devices, which are becoming
increasingly popular for getting
online. Symantec already has
adapted its anti-virus software

for the Palm handheld organiz--

er.

Future viruses might be able
to paralyze municipal govern-
ments or steal secrets from com-
peting companies, warned
David Remnitz, chief executive
of IFsec, a security firm in New
York.

Africa-Caribbean trade legislation moves through Congress, headed for Senate

WASHINGTON (AP) ' — A
major trade bill moving through
Congress would elevate 48
nations of sub-Saharan Africa
to full trading partners and
expand market access for
Caribbean nations.

The bill passed the House
Thursday by 309-110 and is
expected to win Senate approval
next week. President Clinton
said the vote was a ‘“key mile-

stone’ for a measure that would
“help developing nations to lift
their people out of poverty and
create a more secure world.”

The strong House vote for free
trade comes some two weeks
before the critical vote on
whether to put U.S. trade rela-
tions with China on a perma-
nent status.

The Africa bill, a House
Senate compromise months in

the making, was pushed hard
by lawmakers who stressed that
the United States for too long
has ignored the economic poten-
tial of the 700 million people of
Africa.

“The 48 African countries
have been begging for this type
of encouragement for invest-
ment, so they can get out of
poverty, increase their citizens'’
disposable income, and become

Court claims Mississippi has flown

JACKSON, Miss. (AP) —
Another flag controversy has
surfaced in the South: The
Mississippi Supreme Court has
ruled that the state banner does-
n’t violate the rights of blacks
— and also pointed out that the
state hasn’t actually had an offi-
cial flag for 94 years.

Attorney General Mike Moore
said he expected Thursday’s
ruling to open up discussion of
potential changes to the flag,
which includes the Confederate
Battle symbol in the upper left-
hand corner, .

he cou,rt ‘said the flag is
flown by traditiap rather than
law. According fo the judges,
the statute making the flag an
official emblem was repealed in
1906.

“This does not mean that the
state must remove the flag cur-
rently in use,” wrote Presiding
Justice Ed Pittman. ‘“Whether
the flag currently in use contin-
ues as the State Flag by use and
custom is a political decision.
We find that the continued
usage does not deprive any citi-
zen of any constitutionally pro-
tected right.”

The flag's design was recom-

mended by a special committee
created by legislative action in
1894.

Mississippi had been sued in
1993 over the banner by the
National Association for the
Advancement of Colored People,
the group behind a crippling
tourism boycott in the South
Carolina, where the

Confederate flag flies atop the
Capitol.
NAACP lawyers argued that

Mississippi's flag is a state
endorsement of racist views and
therefore is unconstitutional.
But the justices refused to ban
the flag, saying only state legis-
lators could do that.

The ruling came as state law-
makers finished a four-month
session Thursday without vot-
ing on a flag design change.
They are not scheduled to
return until January.

Others cite the abuses that
Cuban nationalists connected
with the Americans they saw
in Havana patronizing the
gambling casinos and prosti-
tutes, not to mention the pres-
ence of American organized
crime. But pre-Castro Cuba had
the highest per-capita individ-
ual income in Latin America.
It took real effort for the com-
munists to wreck that.

In the early phase of Castro’s
insurrection and seizure of
power, many Americans saw
him as a democrat and a
nationalist, a sort of Caribbean
Garibaldi. But Castro in effect
sold his country to the Soviet
Union. Without their billions
in subsidies, his regime would
not have been viable. In
return, he sent Cuban soldiers
to Africa to support Soviet
adventures in Angola,
Mozambique and elsewhere. He
also agreed to have Soviet mis-
siles installed in Cuba. If that
had precipitated a war, very
little of Cuba would have sur-

They will under-
stand that for half a century
Castro has kept them in sus-
pended animation, a long eco-
nomic snooze, and that he has
done so through brutal coer-
cion.

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Authorities are conicerned Ritalin
catching on as recreational drug

CHICAGO (AP) — Its street
names include “Vitamin R” and
“R-Ball,” and federal drug
enforcers list it among the top
controlled prescription drugs
reported stolen in the United
States.

It is Ritalin, the mild stimu-

lant commonly prescribed for:

young children to treat atten-
tion deficit/hyperactivity disor-
der, or ADHD.

Authorities fear Ritalin is
becoming increasingly popular
as a recreational drug among
teens and pre-teens.

“It’s an area of concern,” said
Rogene Waite, a spokeswoman
for the U.S. Drug Enforcement
Administration. “It has the
potential for abuse, so we would
be looking at that and we’ll con-
tinue to monitor it.”

Some psychiatrists point out
that there are no definitive
studies on the extent of any
abuse and that Ritalin is milder

than other stimulants. Even so,
the DEA lists Ritalin, also
known as methylphenidate or
MPH; as one the agency's
“drugs of concern.”

“A significant amount of data
from school surveys, emergency
room reports, poisen control
centers, adolescent drug treat-
ment and law enforcement
encounters all indicate a grow-
ing problem with the abuse of
MPH among school children,”
Gretchen Feussner, a DEA
pharmacologist, wrote.

Administrators at Lake
Zurich Middle School North
had heard about Ritalin abuse
in the community for almost
three years, Principal Philip
Zarob said. But they did not
know of abuse within the school
until a teacher spotted two stu-
dents passing something in a
restroom last month.

Since then, 15 students have
been suspended.

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Overhaul of air bag safety rules proposed

WASHINGTON (4P —
Children and small women will
be better protected from inflat-
ing air bags, Transportation
Secretary Rodney Slater says of
an overhaul of the federal gov-
ernment’s air bag standards

Under new rules to be
announced today, automakers
would be required to perform
tests using an entire “family”
of auto dummies, including 1-,
3- and 6-vear-old children and a
small woman, as well as an
average size man.

The regulations attempt to
recreate r@al-world conditions
by specifying that child dum-
mies be placed in child seats on
the passenger seat and in
unbelted sitting, Kkneeling,
standing and lying positions.

“This rulemaking continues
our extensive series of actions
designed to preserve the bene-
fits of air bags and decrease the
potential hazard for children
and small adults,” Slater said
in a statement.

The rule allows for a 25 mph

mcCrash test, which the auto

industry promoted as a stan-
dard that will protect smaller
passengers who can be serious-
ly injured or killed when the
bag inflates at low speeds.

Since 1990, air bags have
killed 158 children and small
adults, most who were not
wearing seat belts and travel-
ing at slower speeds when they
crashed.

In response to the deaths, the
National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration reduced
its 30 mph testing standard,
allowing automakers to use a
25 mph test that results in air
bags that deploy with less
force. Federal data shows that
air bag deaths have declined
sharply for vehicles madgince

Some consumer groups want-
ed a return to the 30 mph stan-
dard that would result in more
powerful air bags, which they
say could be combined with
advanced technology to stop
them from inflating at lower

crash speeds.

“The people who have been
killed by air bags in low-speed
crashes were killed by cut-rate
air bags that manufacturers
installed years ago to save
money,” safety group Public
Citizen said in a statement crit-
icizing the rule. ’

“Technology has existed for
years to ensure that air bags do
not injure smaller-statured peo-
ple in low-speed crashes, but
few manufacturers used it,” it
added.

Auto officials dispute that it
is a matter of cost, saying that
customers demand safer prod-
ucts.

From Sept. 1.42003, to Aug. 31,
2006, increasing percentages of
motor vehicles will be required
to meet reguirements for
reducing air bag risks, either
by automatically turning off
the air bag in the presence of
young children or deploying
the air bag in a manner much
less likely to cause serious or
fatal injury, officials said.

“Excuse me!" sang out
Krystal McAlister, 21, without
a twinge of shyness. ‘““Excuse
me! Y'all want any free con-
doms?”

McAlister and Reader White,
28, cajoled, joked and made
smart-aleck remarks until the
cautious faces brightened and
residents accepted packets of
condoms with a word of
thanks.

While many congregations
avoid the topic of AIDS — or
condemn it as the fruits of sin

- the faithful at New
Bethlehem Missionary Baptist
Church attack the problem
with zeal. They are spurred by
disheartening statistics that
show AIDS is taking its heavi-
est toll in predominantly black
neighborhoods like theirs.

African-Americans now make
up 60 percent of the 1,177
reported HIV cases in Harris
County. AIDS is now the
nation's top killer of black men
and women ages 25-44.

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Captive audience
Jailhouse preacher says place is ripe for spirituality, sanctity

BROWNSVILLE (AP) — Clad
in bright orange jumpsuits and
tan flip-flops, a group of 18
Cameron County jail inmates
listens intently to the man in
the suit with the Winnie the
Pooh tie as he preaches about
sins and redemption.

The man’s worn brown shoes
pace around the small semi-cir-
cle formed by his audience in a
room that passes for a library
in Detention Center One. As he
sermonizes, his whole body is
in motion, with arms flailing
wildly. His raspy voice has the
urgency of someone trying to
save his listeners from eternal
damnation.

At the county jail, this has
become a common sight Drew
Vail preaching to a captive
audience.

Vail has made evangelizing to
prisoners his life’s mission. He
moved to Brownsville 18
months ago and has been visit-
ing the jail ever since.

Preaching to inmates was a
natural choice for Vail, an ex-
inmate and former drug and
alcohol user. It is his past, he
said, that allows him to identi-
fy with and reach the men and
women behind bars.

Although to some jail might
seem the furthest place from
God, Vail believes it is ripe for
spirituality and sanctity
because many of the inmates
are open to the message of
redemption.

“You’ve reached the bottom,”
Vail said of the inmates. ‘I
know, I've been in jail all over
the place.”

Vail holds 18 services a week
and devotes more than 40 hours
per week to his ministry.
Between 15 and 25 inmates
attend his daily services.

They listen and occasionally
voice an “amen’’ in response to
Vail’'s brimstone and fire ser-
mon. The men sing hymns and
kneel to pray when Vail asks
them to.

For most of his life, Vail was

not preaching the word of God.
He fought addiction for more
than 31 years.

Cocaine, speed, crank and
methamphetamines he tried
them all.

Vail’'s career as a minister
began shortly after his reléise
from the Essex County jail.
Essex officials allowed him into
&MI thinking he wouldn’t

“They thought I was crazy,”
he said, “‘but I kept coming
back.”

That was 10 years ago. Now
he takes youth groups to the
jail to assist him in his min-
istry. He has youths from three
local churches working with
him.

“They adopted me,” he said
of the youth groups.

Besides the jail, Vail’s group,?
In Christ Ministries, visits
nursing homes and the 77 Flea
Market.

For Vail the satisfaction of
preaching comes from seeing
inmates accept the Lord as
their savior.

“I see people getting saved. |
know someone else is going to
Heaven,"” he said.

“l don’'t want to see these
men come back to jail. I want
these fathers at home with
their children.

‘““I want to see these guys
back with their families.”

Last year, The B.L.O.C.K. per-
formed 800 to 1,000 HIV tests.
Craig estimates that about a
fourth of those were positive.

‘“There’s some major denial
around here,” said Johnson, a
26-year-old mother of two who
was infected with HIV eight
years ago while a student at
San Jacinto Junior College.
“They don’t think it's gonna
happen to them. There's a lot of
unprotected sex going on, and
they don’t care.”

Funding and supplies are cob-
bled together from a variety of
SO ¢ drug manufactur-
eru;' ristg) '-Myers Squibb,
Pleasant .Grove Baptist Church,
the Brown Foundation and the
Houston Endowment. The
Houston Department of Health
and Human Services is assist-
ing through a program that
helps fledgling organizations
get the experience they need to
win grant money.

‘““He has, very quietly from
behind the scenes, been making
a tremendous impact,’’ said
Sara Speer Selber, executive
director of AIDS Foundation
Houston. “Sometimes it's frus-
trating to hear ‘nothing is
being done in the African-
American community’ because
it negates the efforts of men
like Melvin Lewis, who found
whatever resources he could to
fill that void in his communi-
ty.”

Lewis, a Baptist minister for
27 years, is something of an
anomaly. Just inside the front
door of his church, a cav-
ernous, unfinished metal build-
ing at 12707 Cullen, is a Texas
Department of Health poster for
an anonymous AIDS informa-
tion line.

Many preachers stay far
away from the subject of HIV
and the factors that contribute
to its spread, such as unprotect-
ed sex, multiple sex partners,
male-to-male sex and intra-
venous drug use. It’s often easi-
er to preach the virtues of
abstinence until marriage,
rather than the use of condoms.

But Lewis, 49, believes “all
things people do can be
addressed from the pulpit.

““The pulpit must be sensitive

On a recent Sunday, in front
of a small congregation made
up of all ages, Lewis spoke
about the need to “press on” in
the face of adversity. Bouncing
on the balls of his feet like a
boxer, he cried, “When a man
presses, he makes an impact!
Folks ... have felt The
B.L.O.C.K.’s impact!

“If it takes a condom to pro-
tect your life, you must use it if
you can’'t abstain!"’ he thun-
dered from the pulpit. “Can |
have a witness here?”

After Sunday school, congre-
gant Vivian Fielder spoke glow-
ingly of Lewis” plain-spoken
approach. Fielder, retired from
University of Texas M.D.
Anderson Cancer Center and
now a volunteer in patient reg-
istration, remembers when the
center treated the first scat-
tered AIDS cases.

“I was right there when they
saw the first men who had
AIDS. You wonder what went
wrong,” she said. “Some people
hide because they think it's
just a gay disease. Little chil-
dren now have it. Pastor Lewis
just says it like it is.”

The B.L.O.C.K. operates out
of a building at 4310 Mallow in
Sunnyside, an incongruously
named neighborhood bounded
by Texas 288, Martin Luther
King, Old Spanish Trail and
Almeda-Genoa.

In one way, it resembles a
relaxed, rural town. Cows and
horses graze in vacant lots. The
downtown skyline is hazy and
distant to the north. Clapboard
churches dot nearly every
block. Small businesses with
names like Family Liquor and
Bud’s House of Meats line main
thoroughfares.

But many residents are
locked in a desperate struggle
with drugs and poverty. At
Sunnyside Elementary School,
89 percent of children live at or
below the federal poverty level,
according to the Houston
Independent School District.

“In simple words: the ghetto,”
said McAlister. “They’d rather
sell drugs than work. It's some,
you can’'t say all of them.
There’s some here that want to
get out of here, so they're work-

women, many of whom engage
in sex for money to support
their families. The parents who
work leave their teen-age chil-
dren unsupervised and at risk
for engaging in sex at an early
age, Craig said.

That's why The B.L.O.C K.
supplies a convenience store
located across the street from
Evan E. Worthing Senior High
with free condoms. The con-
doms are kept in plain sight, in
a bowl atop the counter. The
store owner calls for a refill
every three weeks, as do the
participating motels, drug

‘stores and beauty and barber

shops inthearea.

But it's the opportunity for
face-to-face education that
McAlister and White seek.
Usually, they cover an area on
foot, looking for small groups
of men and women. Sometimes
they ride the bus and educate
their captive audience.

On a recent foray, they
approached a group of five
wary-looking young men.

“We're not over here to both-
er you, we just want to know if
y'all want any free condoms,”
McAlister said. ‘“When’'s the
last time y’all took an HIV
test?”

For the most part, McAlister
and White are greeted warmly
wherever they go. They get rec-
ognized in stores. McAlister
recalls handing out condoms
and performing two HIV tests
while she was at the beauty
shop getting her hair done.

On a recent outing, one man
turned down the condoms and
the test, saying he has a wife,
and he took an HIV test at the
end of a four-year jail term.
‘““How long were you in jail?
You think she waited on you?”’
McAlister said.

“Everybody’s gonna die one
day,” he said.

‘“Yeah,”” McAlister replied,
“but why make it go faster?”

After striking out in his first,twe-at+

bats, he finished with four straight hits.

“We decided to have a little fun and
change our look,” Vaughn said. “So now,
the headlines will probably say the socks
did it. It worked tonight. We’ll see what
happens tomorrow.”

The Devil Rays stopped the Rangers’
eight-game winning streak at Tropicana
Field despite blowing a three-run lead
that was entruste‘ to closer. Roberto
Hernandez.

An All-Star last season when he had 43
saves in 47 opportunities, Hernandez
gave up five consecutive singles to allow
the Rangers$ to wipe out a 7-4 deficit.

Rafael Palmeiro, who didn’t start
because of a slight left hamstring strain,
drove in two of the runs for the Rangers
with a pinch-hit single.

Miller comes through in the clutch as Pacers get past Bucks

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — Playoff hero-
ics are nothing new for Reggie Miller.
Tt s year, they came earlier than usual.

Most of Miller's dramatic playoff per-
formances have helped the Indiana
Pacers reach the conference finals four
times in the past six years.

On Thursday night, the Pacers needed
every one of Miller's team playoff record
41 points to get out of the first round
with a 9695 victory over the Milwaukee
Bucks in Game 5 of a best-of-five series.

“Those were later on in the playoffs, in
conference finals, conference semifi-
nals,” said Miller, who kept Indiana
from being the third top-ceeded team
eliminated in the opening round by a
No. 8 seed.

Eighteen points came in the fourth
quarter, sending Indiana against
Philadelphia in the conference semifi-
nals. Game 1 in the best-of-seven series
is scheduled for Conseco Fieldhouse on
Saturday.

“For the sense of urgency and despera-
tion that this team was facing, hopefully
it'll be a wake-up call and we can

advance to our ultimate goal — th
finals,” Miller said.

The victory also extended the coaching
career of Larry Bird, who has said he
will leave at the end of the season.

“1 never thought about it,”” Bird said.
“The game was too good. It was a great
playoff game. I was just trying to win.”

The playoffs continue tonight with two
more first-round Game 5s. The Los
Angeles Lakers, the top seed in the West,
plays host to Sacramento and Seattle is
at Utah. On Sunday, New York is at
Miami in the opener of their second-
round series.

The Indiana victory kept together a
team that might break up because of free
agency and retirement before next sea-
son. Miller, Jalen Rose, Mark Jackson,
Rik Smits, Austin Croshere and Sam
Perkins will all face career decisions
during the offseason.

“l1 had to be aggressive. Our offense
was kind of stagnant and it was do or die
for us,” said Miller, whose previous
playoff high was 39 points against New
York in 1994 and Atlanta the following

year. The team'’s previous high in a play-
off game was 40 by Chuck Person against
Atlanta in 1987.

Travis Best hit the biggest shot of the
game, a 3-pointer with 16 seconds left to
produce the victory. He was 2-for-14 from
the field to that point.

“] saw a little more emotion than nor-
mal because it was such a big game,”
assistant coach Rick Carlisle said.

Miller got into a shooting groove and

scored 14 points in less than five min-
utes midway through the fourth quarter,
a burst that ended with a corner jumper
from a tough angle for an 89-87 lead with
five minutes left.

The Bucks scored the next five points
as Miller passed to open teammates. Best
took several of those shots and missed
them all, but he never lost his nerve.

“I heard people in the stands yelling to
pass the ball, but they’re not the ones out
there,” Best said. ‘““To be out there with
Reggie the way he was playing, you just
don’t know when it will cave in. Even
though | was missing, I always felt the
next one would go in.”
