BLUM ASKS POWER
IN FINANCIAL CRISIS

PARIS, June 16 (P)—The peo-
ple’s front government of Soclalist
Premier lLeon Blum called upon
parliament today to give It ecom-
plete power to fight off speculative
raids on the franc and repalr the
national finances.

A single measures was Introduced
in the chamber of deputies provid-
ing authorization for the govern-
ment “until July 31 to take by cabi-
net decree any measures necessary
for the reconstruction of public
finances as well as the protection
of savings, money and the public
credit.”

The decrees would be submitted
for parliamentary approval within
three months after being promul-
Eited.
