The City of Cisco, owners of 
the Boss building, plans to erect 
a 70x160 foot addition This was 
expected to cost in the neighbor­
hood of $30,000 In addition, the 
structure will be equipped with 
sn overhead sprinkler system, ex­
pected to cost $10,000 or more 
Bids on both projects will be 
opened at the meeting

The Boss 'onipany, which em­
ploys about 160 persons, had re­
quested the City to provide ad­
ditional space in order that pro­
duction of their Cisco plant might 
be doubled

Funds to finance the building 
project have been pledged by 
Cisco residents, who will buy 5'x- 
per annum revenue warrants. The 
City will pay off the warrants 
from the proceeds of the rental 
contract with the Boss Company 
The City will receive rent in the 
sum of $400 per month m>i  the 
property.

Mayor G. C Rosenthal reported 
that the rent contract is now be­
ing negotiated.
