THOUSANDS HOMELESS

Bix thougand persons are homeless, 35
per cent of whom are practically without
shelter and have been unfed for twenty-
four hours, during which time they have
Peen exposed to the constant heavy rains,
with the thermometer close to the freez-
ing point. Many women and children
shivered all night long in rain-soaked gar-
ments, unable to find a dry place on which
to lie.

Box cars were placed within reach of
many refugess tais morning. in which
they eould find shelter from the rain, but
the relief work is in a deplorable condi-
tion aad far behind the needs. Inesti-
mable suffering prevails. The suddenness
of the fiood left no time for the prepara-
/ tion or organization to combat it.

National Cemetery the Scene of Impres-
¢ sive Ceremonies—VMarine Band Plays
s, Solemn Dirges and Noted Speakers

Pay Tribute to the Gallant Heroes.

WASHINGTON, D, ", May 30.—With
solemn and impressive ceremonies me-
morial day was ohserved in the Nation«
al Capital on more elaborate scale than
ever hefore.

Business was suspended, not anly in
departments of government but also
throughout the city. People of all elass-
es united in observing memory of the
heroic dead who. in countless thous-
ands, slep peacefully in eight national
cemeteries of District of Columbia.

Notwithstanding the absence from
the city of the president, who is usually
a conspicuous figure in memorial day
exercises at Arlington, arrangements
were elaborate and beautif@il.

They were under the direction of the
department of the Potomac and includ-
ed a parade of G. A. R. posts, old guard,
other patriotic organizations and the
militia of the District of Columbia. The
parade was a picturesque pageant,
composed not only of hundreds of veg-
erans of the war and active military
organizations, but also the organiza-
tions of young ‘men who participated in
the Spanish-American war in is9s.

After a short march through the
city the orgdnizations boarded trains
for Arlington, the most beautiful of na-
tional cemeteries, where the principal
exercises of the day occurred. Eighteen
thousand graves in the cemetery have
been strewn with flowers and each
marked by tiny American. flags, the
women of the societies auxiliary to the
having been

veterans' organizations
engaged in this patriotic work since
early morning, a touching feature of

the ceremony.

A feature of the decoration was that
of the graves in that section where lie
the confederate dead.

The procession marched to the tomb
to the “unknown dead” which had been
beautifully decorated by a special com-
mittee and there the Marine band rend-
ered solemn dirges. The march was
then resumed to the section alloted to
the Spanish- war dead where another
dirge was playved.

At the conclusion of the ceremonies
of degpration Department Commander

GERMAN CARDINAL
MAY BE CREATED

ROME, May 30.—(Special Cable.)——A re-
port has been made public to the effect
that the pope. at the instance of the
German emperor, has decided to appoint
an apostolic delegate at Berlin.

This is hardly exact. During an inter-
view between Cardinal Rampolia and
Count Von Buelow, the former suggested
vaguely such an appointment, but the sug-
gestion was not taken by the count, who
said that the matter would requirc ma-
ture deliberation, and that in dany case the
present arrangement was satisfactory, for
the papal nuncio at Munich practically
supervised the Roman Catholic interests
in all Gormany without exciting any prot-
estant feeling.

Cardinal Rampnlla acquiesced. The ap-
pointment, therefore, of an apostolic dele-
gate is very Improbable, but the creation
of a German cardinal is certain.
