New Oil Play
Is Likely Here

Felmont. Ol Corp. of Midland
may have made the most signifi-
cant oil discovery ever found in
Lynn county in its wildcat test

the three-well Tahoka Field, 18
miles northwest of Tahoka.

Tuesday, Felmont was running
production pipe following the re
covery of free oil on a drillstem
test opposite the BEllenburger ia
its No. 1 E. L. Powell well on the
Howard Cowsert land.

Test tool was open two hours
on a test conducted with packer
at 10915 feet and hole bottomed
at 11,000 feet. No gas or fluid
surfaced, but final recovery in
cluded. 8,846 feet of gas in drill-
pipe, 2,219 feet of free oil, 180
feet of heavy oil and gascut mud,
and five feet of water.

Formation ‘ pressures flowing
ranged from 140820 pounds and
30-minute ' shutin gauge was 3,140
pounds.

A second test, which found El
lemburger water table, was run
at 10890-11,050 feet. Tool was
open three hours to' recover 370
feet of slightly gascut mud and
8,500 feet of salt water. Flowing
pressures were from 140 to 3,960
pounds, with 20-minute shutin of
48620 pounds.
