The pattern for the development of Littlefield ap-
pears to have been drafted at a meeting of representative
citizens, which was held at the First Methodist Church
Tuesday night.

Outstanding features of the meeting were:

Approval of the proposed employment of a city
manager,

Approval of the establishing of a municipal light
and power plant at a'time the City Commission deemed
advisable for such a project;

Consideration of a proposal to increase the valua-
tion of property for tax purposes.

The hearing of reports on the financial condition of
the city, and the consideration of suggestions as to how
best to increase revenue in order that needed and de-
mandéd improvements, the result of the rapid growth of
Littlefield, may be carried out.

Water connections indicate that Littlefield has a
population of approximately 6300, This growth, it was
predicted, may increase to 10,000 in a surprisingly short
time. Steps must now be taken to provide the munieipal
expansions and improvements necessary to care for the
present and future growth, '

Mayor A. C.:Chesher "and Commissioners EHis
Foust and Lon Campbell deemed it advisable to call the

citizenship together in order that they could outline the
financial position of the eity, and receive suggestions as
to best methods to pursue to take care of demands on the
municipality.

The meeting was held jointly by the City of Little-
field and the Chamber of Commerce, in view of the fact
that the functions of the City of Littlefield and the
Littlefield Chamber of Commerce are so closely related.
