Tax Rolls Show
Small Increase

Taxable valuation of property in
Sutton County rose slightly this
year, according to figures recent-
ly released by the office of Tax
Assessor-Collector B. W. Hutcher-
son. The total taxable property
value rendered this year is $4,963,-
560, an increase of $69,790 over
the 1947 valuation. 8

The value of Sutton County prop-
erty for state taxation purposes,
after the deductions allowed by
the Homestead Law is $4,663,510,
an increase of $42,510 over last
year. The Homestead Law allows
the deduction of a home in town
and 200 acres of ranch or farm
land for taxation purposes.

The tax rate which Sutton Coun-
ty property owners will pay this
year is $2.58 on the $100 of valua-
tion. Of this, 42 cents will go to
the state, 80 cents to the county
and $1.36 for school~maintainence
and bond retirement.

Total tax bill presented to-Sut-
ton County tax payers will be
$172,664, of which $19,586.10 will
go to the state, $£39,708.86 will go
to the county, $110,513.10 to the
Sonora Independent School Dis-
trict and $2,855.94 to School Dis-
trict No. 5.

Property taxes become due and
payable on October 1, but. may be
paid anytime between that date
and February 1 without penalty.
However, there is a discount of 8
percent if paid, in October, 2 per-
cent for November payment and 1
percent if paid in December.

Bought As Feed

FRIDAY, OCTOBER 8 IS
FINAL DAY OF OFFER

Local ranchers who are looking
for feed might investigate the of-
fer being made by the AAA office
here. There is an offer to sell new
potatoes. as feed for 45 cents per
cwt., freight paid to any railroad
siding in the county. These potatoes
are being harvested in Colorado,
and the harvest is expected to be
completed by October 20.

Word was received here at
press time that this offer was
te be withdrawn after Friday,
October 8. Those readers who
might want to investigate the
deal are urged to contact Mrs.
QOgden' at the AAA office before
noon on Friday. .

The potatoes must be bought in
carload lots of 450 bags, 100
pounds to the bag. If several buy-
ers want to go in together to buy
one carload, it is permissable.
Blanks for ordering the potatoes
may be obtained from Mrs. O. C.
Ogden at the local ACA office in
the courthouse. )

Mrs. Ogden at the same time re-
quests all producers who have not
completed their 1948 ACA work
to do so, for the applications for
payment for work done under the
1948 AC program have arrived,
and cannot be filled out until the
work is completed and the fact
reported to the local- office. Pay-
ments are being made earlier than

usual this year, so the work must
be completed earlier.
