ContinuedDecline Dollar Most Certain'
Way of Wrecking Economyand Democrary

WASHINGTON, D. C. There is no more
certain way of wrecking our economy than by
Allowing the value of our dollar to continue
to decline. Many are finding it extremely
difficult today to make ends meet with a
57-cc- dollar in this most prosperous era
America hasever known.

In 19-10-, friend of mine got an air mall
letter from Greece. The amount of postageon
the envelopewas 30 drachmas,or about sixty
live cents. Just the other day, he received an
air mall letterof the sameweight from Athens.
He counted the postage 9700 drachmas 323
times as much as It took In 19-10-! How would
you like to hold life Insurance policies In an
Athenian company, or to have bought Greek
government bonds In 19-10- Both are being
paid asthey becomedue; but In almost worth-
less money.

Jt can't happen here? It already hashap
pened. By the time you get around to cash
your 1953 Scries E bondswhich you bought In.
19-1- you will have lost an appreciableamount
in terms of what your dollars can buy. It
alreadytakes twice as many dollars as In 19-1-

to buy the averagecar. Food costsare up over
100; clothing costs by about 95; and ront
costs by about 20. Almost anythingyou can
namehassplralcd since Korea. The Air Force
alone reports that the decline in the dollar has
eatenout ofits budget 750 Jet fighters.

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potatoesin cavesor drying thern out or some
thing and then housewivesarc having to buy
Canadian Imported potatoesat premium prices.
Now we read that the government Is paying

the hundred pounds. According to the ar
tide, the United StatesArmy cannot buy from
the government. It has to go into the open
market and bid the price up to $2.95 per
hundred pounds.

He might even get Harry
Vaughan to give his some deep freezes to
store an oVerlarge Inventory. We think the
whole business of surplus foods and parity
prices has been abused.Will we have parity
with us always? Bit by bit we are building
up to a fantatsticcollapse or complete

crease of around 10 In actual purchasing
power of workers.

From 19-1- to 1950, corporate profits rose,
before taxos, from 23.6 billion to around 37
ollllon in 1950, or an approximate57 increase.
After paying taxes, however, 19-1- corporate
gainswere 13.6 billion, and rose to 21.5 billion
in 1950, and compare fairly well with the in-
crease in wagos and prices.

This Is a good Illustration of the law of
supply and demand. action and reaction
which ultimately takescareof unbalances.The
desire of all of us is for more play and less
work is the real causeof our declining dollar.

I hate the idea of more government In
business. I always will be vigorously opposed
to unnecessarygovernment controls. Wo can
no more control Inflation voluntarily with our
present government In a wartime economy
than we can raise a ten million man army
voluntarily. It is, therefore, with reluctance
that I have come to the conclusion that the
only cure for inflation is through stringent
regimentation of our economy but only for
as long as war lasts.

This meansstiff taxes and n big reduction

It meansunloading the billions of dollars
of farm inventories now stockpiled by the
government It moans a drastic reduction in
the hoavily overloaded executive branch of
the government It moans all-ou- t mobilization,
not a piecemealmobilization which encourages
Inflation. Unloss we immediately take these
drastic stops, unpleasantas they may be, our
dollar may become worth only 25 cents.

Mohair has thesequalities and
is n populur summer suiting.
There arc othersof cotton, light,
weight worsted, rayon and mix.
tures of these.Cottons and ray-
ons wrinkle badly unlesstreated
for crease resistance.However,
they are fairly expensive and
launder easily.

The wise purchaser examines
the linings and the pockets. A
firm twill weavewill give better
service than plain weaves or a
looselywoven twill. Rayon twills
are most commonly used for
linings. Besides being less

they stand rub and wear
better than soft silk materials.

Wools, like rayons, vary In
quality. Generally, the fine firm
twill wears best Weight and
wearing qualities can be Judged
by the closenessof the weave
and the firm feel of the lining.

Coot Linings
"Ask about shrinkage and col- -

orfastnessin a coat lining," says
Mrs. Strasner."If not thoroughly
shrunk, the lining may draw up
with cleaning and spoil the
shapeand fit of your suit. If the
color is not fast to cleaning and
perspiration, the lining may be
damaged and your shirts stain
ed."

The agent also stresses the
Importance of testing the pock-
eting used in a suit. Sllcsln is
the name of the twilled cotton
used In coat pockets of good
quality suits. It is soft, light
weight and closely woven. This
fabric can take therub and pull
most men give their pockets.

In poor quality suits, pockets
arc made of sleazy cotton In n
plain weave and slick with siz
ing. The buyer can notice the
starchy feel when lie crushes
It in his hand. When thesizing
is gone, the pocketsarc limp and
flimsy and soon wear out.

Closely woven cotton twill Is
also the bestmaterial for pockets
and facings In trousers.It should
be thicker and more leathery--

feeling than that used In coats.
Color Is white, cream or gray. In
lower grade trouscr pockets, the
story Is the sameas that of pock
ets In poorer quality coats. The
agentwarns thatsizing all comes
out In cleaning.

Foundationsof Coat
The very foundationsof a coat,

known in the trade as "coat
fronts," are actually never seen.
Quality of the material used
varies Greatly from top to low- -

est gradesuits. Hair canvasmode
of goat hair spun with wool goes
into the main part of coat fronts
in better quality suits. Through
the shoudersand occasionallyIn
the lands, hair cloth, which Is
even more resistant to creasing
Is used.

Thus felt or outing flannel cov
ers the murcioui inraugii mv
shoulders to preventsharp.hairs
from working out. Thesetwo nair
materials are valuable when
combinedwith skilled workman-
ship for making and keeping
the rolled lapels and wrinkle- -

free coat fronts particular men
want, Mrs. Strasnersays.

The cheaperhair canvasis useu
In the poorer grades.It Is filled
with glucllke sizing to lane a
creaseresistantquality. Tills has
an unpleasant odor, especially
when damp. While tne sun is

"Lowest grndos of suits have

Fine, soft cotton is used for

shoulderpadding in a high grade
suit Coarse lumpy cotton or pa-
per is used for the poorer type
clothing. The buyer can feel tho
difference.He can try on the suit
and see the difference.Shoulder
pads have a smooth fit and do
not exaggerateIn tho better suits.
They feel stiff and look abnor-mall-y

wide In tho lower grades.
"Workmanship," Mrs. Strasner

believes, "is Justas Important as
material. It Is well to have a
knowledgeof manufacturing pro
cessesand know how they affect
quality when you try to Judge
values."

The samesuiting Is sometimes
used by manufacturers using a
different grade of Inside mater-lal-s

and workmanship. Some re-
tailers have a dummy showing
how the suits are made. These
dummiesare furnished by proud
manufacturers who offer real
values.However, the retailer does
not show the dummy unless the
customerasks for it, usually.

Custom Made Suits
The most costly suit Is custom

made,made to individual meas-
