HOLC Makes
145 Loans In
Thi_s_(_]ounty

Over $306,000 Distributed
Locally During Three.
Year Period

SAN ANTONIO, Aug. 24—Resl
dents of Howard county received a
totnl of $306.327 from the Home
Owners’ Loan corporation during
the three-year period of refinanc-
ing operations which terminated in
June, according to the final figures
furnished H. P. Drought, state di-
rector for the natlonal emergency
counci. This sum represented 145
individunl loans.

A total of 44,361 distressed home
owners In Texas were extended nid
in the sum of $103.208,774. Of this
money It 1s estimated that $6.343-
000 went toward the payment of
taxesn and asseasments, the estl-
mated average of tax and assess-
ment payments per loan In Texas
being §143,

According to the 1830 United
States census reporls there were
374,758 owned non-farm homea in
Texas, The Home Owners' Loan
corporation refinunced mortgages
on 11.8 per cent of this number.

The total number of loans made
in all states, Puerlo Rico, Hawall
and Alnska was 1,021,817, Involving
the sum of $3,002870,784, making
the avernge loan $38,027,

Mora than 98 per cent of all
money involved went for the re-
financing of distressed homes by
means of long-term  replacement
mortgages which are to ba amor-
tized fully over the term of the
loan in small monthly payments
The balance of the money advanc-
ed went for the restoration and
conditioning of properties.

It Is estimaied that $228 453,000 of
the Home Owners' Corporation ad-
vances went to the tax offices of
the nation, with the natlonal aver-
age tax payment per loan belng
$a24.

Prison Escape

After two years, Good was made

subsequently recaptured, but for
Ross there ecould be no such
prosalo ending.

Under the name of Charlie Gan-

non he got work on a border ranch
in Montana. It is related that

the ranch foreman, bul, aware of
his precarious position as a fugitive
from justice, too much from the
boss, It was winter and he hardly

Screw Worm Control

Control of sorew worm work de-
pends largely upon A proper under-
standing of how screw worm flies
develop, Joe E, Clayton, distriet
suparvisor of the work in thia area,
suld today.

Clayton pointed out that the true
serew worm lives only upon the
healthy flesh of animals. It is the
young of a certain kind of fly, and
ls eunlled the trus scrow worm be-
cause it is of the harmful parasitic
species, It Is usualy the first to
lay its eggs on the broken skin of
an animal. Injuries they attack
may be cuts, scratches, tick bites,
or & wound of any kind, said Clay-
ton.

The screw worm fly lays from 10
to 400 eggs In wounds of living anl-
mals and young maggots appear
in 11 to 21 hours, he exploined.
They Immediately burrow in the
flesh and feed in clusters, forming
pockets in the wound.

Unlexs the nnimal is found and
the maggots killed, they drop from
the wound in four to 10 days and
go Into the ground where they
change into flles In 10 to 14 days.
