The estimate of future military
needs came from members of
the Senate Armed Services com-
mittee after a closed door con-
ference with the high command
yesterday.

They said Gen. Eisenhower, re-
tiring Army chief of staff, and
other top ranking generals snd
admirals advised that the Army,
Navy and Air Force must be
brought up to date quickly.

One senator said the reports
of new staggering military costs
dampened the chances that Con-
gress will approve compulsory
military training any time soon.
Such a program would add about
$2,000,000000 a year to the de-
fense budgetl.

However, Chairman Gurmey
(R-SD) told a reporter the com-
mittee will hold more confer-
ences before it decides whether
to go ahead with the training
proposal.

Gen. Eisenhower and others in
the high command were said to
have told the Senators yesterday
the way they think the next
war will be fought.

It may begin, they were quoted
as saving, with an aerial attack
on the United States using the
a'om bomb.

This was one of the reasons
given for having a large reserve
of trained men to take over
ruined cities and man essential

industries.
The United States was de-
scribed as needing 1,000,000

trained men to occupy and guard
the outlying air bases from which
it would launch its aerial coun-
ter-attack upon the enemy.

Beyond that, Eisenhower and
the others were said to agree
that the final defeat of an en
emy can be accomplished only
by a large, well trained ground
force. This is why they want
universal military training.

The admirals and generals
were represented as believing
that there will be no war within
r'the next few years.

India, Pakistan

Dispute Tossed
Back To U. N.

Disagreement
Over Kashmir
Still Unchanged

LAKE SUCCESS, Jan. 28.
(AP) — The India-Pakistan
dispute over Kashmir was
tossed back to the security
council today with the two

dominions in disagreement.

Direct talks between the two gov-
ernments ended last night without
accord. The council was called to-
day to ‘receive a reporlt of the
fruitless negolialions.

India and Pakistan each made
formal proposals, which were re-
jecte¢ by the other. Also turned
down was a compromise by Coun-
cil President Fernand Van Lang-
enhove of Belgium, who directed
the parleys.

Van Langenhove expressed hope,
however, that the council would
be able to come up with a solution.

It was understood that the posi-
tions taken by the two dominions
when India brought the case here
two weeks ago remained basically
unchanged. Both agree there
should be an eventual plebiscite in
the princely state of Kashmir to
determine whether it accedes to
Hindu India or Mbslem Pakistan.
Kashmir, with a 77 per cent Mos-
lem population, already has pro-
isvionally joined India and Indian
troops now are fighting Moslem
tribal invaders.

Meanwhile, the Jewish agency
demanded that the U. N. take ap-
propriate action to halt "Arab az-
gression' in Palestine, which the
U. N. general assembly voted Nov.
29 to partition into Jewish and
Arab countries.

Moshe Shertok, head of the agen-
cy's political department, told the
five-nation Palestine partition com-
mission that the entry of Arab
bands from Syria and Lebanon into
the Holy Land constituted a
“breach of peace.”

Abilene Ordinance
Against Picketing
Is Declared Void

AUSTIN, Jan. 28 P—The ecourt
of criminal appeals today ruled an
Abilene city ordinance against
picketing void as a violation of the
14th amendment to the U. S, Con-
stitution, and ordered J. M. Wal-
trip discharged from custody.

Waltrip was prosecuted in Abi-
lene city court and charged with
violating an ordinance declaring it
unlawful for any person in the city
of Abilene ‘“'to be engaged in what
is commonly known as picketing
along the streets or sidewalks."

The appellant contended a sec-
tion of the ordinance making it un-
lawful for any person “by words,
sign or gesture to say or do any-
thing that would tend to hurt or
injure a lawful business’’ was In-
valid.

The appellate court upheld this
argument, declaring: “The trend
of thought has been progressively
in favor of the contention that no
legislative body may forbid peace-
ful picketing."

Wales Resists Woman
Worker To Favor Men

P Newsfeatures
LONDON—The Labor Govern-
ment's current industrial aim in
Wales is to make new industry
fit the sex of the unemployed. The
preference is for men, the resist-
ance to women.

“The problem is now to provide
for a number of relatively small
pockets of male unemployment,”

says a report on government ac-
tion in Wales, ‘and it is upon
these areas that activities aimed
at attracting new industry are now
mainly concentrated.”

A scheme to attract new indus-
try has been so successful, the

report says, that in some areas all |

resources of male and female la-
bor will be used.

‘“The time has come to resist
the introduction of more firms re-
quiring predominantly female la-
bor,” adds the report. “The new
factories now occupied provide as
many women's as men’s jobs. This
has led to some criticism, particu-
larly from areas in which there Is
substantial unemployment among
men."

To obtain a balanced industrial
structure, estimates have been pre-
pared on the volume of employ-
ment in each distriet. In this wey
the government can decide to
which areas visiting industrialists
shall be invited.

The heavy industry and coal min-
ing areas are calling for men but
the policy is to encourage sufficient
new industry to provide jobs in
variety for both men and women,
while taking account of male un-
employment.

Paradoxically, while there is a
surplus of women employes in
Wales, there is yet a need for
them, A shortage of nurses, the
report says, accounts for the fact
that 1,500 patient-beds at hospitals
and sanatoria are unoccupied, and
an experiment in employing male
nurses may be extended.
