Borden Eves Slash
In ad Valorem Tax
With Keen Interest

Borden County is joining ecitl-
zens of Scurry County in seeking
proposed reduction of ad valorem
taxes to a maximum of $125 per
year, acording to A. M. Clayton,
well-known rancher of the Gall
section.

Mr. Clayton is cooperating with
tax grcups throughout the state in
behalf of the limitation amendment
proposed in the State Senate by Roy
Sanderford of Bell County. “It
means real tax relief and reduction
to property owners of Borden Coun-~
ty and all Texas,” he said.

The present tax rate in Borden
County fer general purposes is $1.41.
Scurry’s present rate is $1.82. The
Sanderford amendment would re-
duce Borden's and Scurry's to $1.25
per $100 valuation for general pur-
poses, effecting a saving of 11 per
cent in Borden and 14 per cent in
Scurry.

Property taxes levied for debt
purposes would not be disturbed.
The plan is designed to save prop-
erty cwners of Texas at least $33,~

1 000,000 annually.
