FDR States Convoys |

WASHINGTON, April 25.
--President Roosevelt declar-
ed today that American neu-
trality patrol vessels would
operate as far into the wa-
ters of the Seven Seas as may
be necessary for the defense
of the American hemisphere.

He told .2 press confer-
ence, however, that the ad-
ministration was not think-
ing of escorting convoys at
this time. :

Also, the chief executive said
there was a possibility that Green-
land was partly occupied by Axis
forces. He said that he did nob
know about this, but agreed this
statement was not surprising.

Mr. Roosevelt declined to be
drawn into specific comments de-
signed to amplify his views on the
conyoy situation.

But he said that for a year and
a half vessels of the neutrality pa-
trol had been operating as far as a
thousand miles into the  Atlantic
from the eastern shore of Maryland.
He said there were erroneous re-

ports and assumptions at the time
that the patrol was operating ap-

proximately 300 miles from  the
American coast.
Two Points Unanswered.

He repeated several times the

thought of hemispheric defense in
response to questions about the
functions of the patrol. What it
would do if it encountered a be-
lligerent vessel,  and whether ti
would be allowed to use belligerent
means was net made clear.

The president did say a patrol
would not necessarily be confined
to the "Atlantic.” The president was'
asked. exactly what was the differ-
ence between a convoy and a pa-
trol. In the first instance, he said,
it is the escorting of merchant ships
in & group to prevent and act of ag-
gression against those merchant
vessels.

iThe concerted demand by three
cabinet members for decisive action
in the present war crisis was gen-
erally interpreted here as a pointed
forewarning that a development of
top magnitude was near.

Secretary of State Hull, Secretary
of Navy Knox and Secretary of Ag-
riculture Wickard, addressing dif-
ferent audiences yesterday, all spoke
in unusually strong language.

“The safety of this hemisphere
and of this country,” asserted Hull,
“calls for resistance wherever re-
sistance will be most effective.” To
wait for actual invasion would be
“utterly short-sighted and extre-
miely dangerous,”

Introduces Bill
For More Powers

WASHINGTON, April 25—(AP.)
—Representative Vinson (D-Ga) in-
troduced legislation by administra-
tion request today to give the presi-
dent vastly broadened powers to es-
tablish priorities and to ration sup-
plies for defense or British aid.

Vinson said he introduced the bill
at the direct request of William S.
Knudsen, defense production chief,
and his associate, Sidney Hillman.

AUSTIN, April 25—(AP) — Fol-
lowing a five-hour night session
sparked by numerous objections to
bills carded as uncontroversial
measures, - the House of Represen-
tatives early today adjourned until
Monday morning,

AUSTIN, April 25—(AP)—The
Senate today struck out of its $23,-
661,000 omnibus bill a $2,500,000 levy
on soft drinks and substituted a 2
per cent gross receipts tax on bot-
tlers and soda fountains estimated
to yield $600,000 annually.

The battle of the Balkans must
run its appointed course through
the Grecian valleys of death to the
sea, but the belligerent nations al-
ready have discounted the climax
enactment in the historic pass of
Thermopylae and are looking to the
next critical stage of the war,

These are days
when +the dead
bury the dead—
when the world}
has little time to;
spare on the past,
lives fast and fur-
iously in the pres-
ent, and perforce
must devote much
of its energy to
the future. Those
who do not, recog-
nize this are rid- S5 S SR
ing for a fall. The MaeKenzie
outcome of the war depends on
developments of the next few
months—maybe weeks.

With the Allies still heavily on
the defense, the question natur-
ally arises as te what further her-
culean tasks are in store for them.

To my mind the tnreats which they
have to fear most right now are
two:

Two Principal Threats

1. The Nazi campaign against
shipping in the Atlantic, which is
an offshoot of the paramount bat-
tle of Britain.

2. The possibility, of a German at-
tempt to force the Dardanelles and
break into the Near East—an ac-
tion calculated at once to replenish
Hitler’s terribly low supply of oil
and to create a grave menace to the
Suez Canal and Egypt.

Of these two the battle of - the
Atlantic is by far the more dang-
erous. This is especially true' since
it isn’t merely a possibility but a
grim reality which most certainly
will beat Britain unless it is got in
hand, and mighty soon at that.

It'’s no news that shipping is be-
ing sent to the bottom by U-boats
and bombers with such regularity
as to give rise to fear that America’s
aid program for the Allies will be
largaly nullified;  Not only is Brit-
ain being deprived of weapons and
materials with which to wage war,
but if this goes on her food situa-
tion will become bad, since this tiny
island kingdom is largely dependent
on sea-borne supplies for existence.
Emphasized Gravity

The gravity of the position was
emphasized in speeches yesterday
by Secretaries Hull and Knox who
pointed to the neécessity of seeing
that our lease-lend supplies get to
England safely. Some capital ob-
servers thought they saw in the
offing some sort of administration
move to strengthen our all-out aid
to Britain—possibly the utilization
of American naval vessels to pro-
tect shipping lanes, at least in the
waters of the Western hemisphere.

Britain isn’t up against any mys+
terious force in this Nazi onslaught
on shipping. She knows the answer
to her problem.

She knows how to stand the Nazi
submarines off, and to clear the
sea, of them, but her trouble is that
she hasn’t the tools to do the job.
By tools I mean warships for con-
voy, and other small, fast naval
craft.

In a fiery sideshow to the main-
land struggle, German troops land-
ed on the Greek Island of Lemnos,
40 miles from Turkish-controlled
Dardanelles, and subdued the small
Greek garrison after a 4-hour bat-
tle.

The Germans had previously Oc.
cupied Samothrace, another Greek
island 30 miles northeast of Lemnos,
and thus levelled twin barrels at
the gateway between the Black &ea
and the Mediterranean.

Admits Severe Losses

British Middle East headquarters
acknowledged that B. E. F. troops
made a further withdrawal, “inflict«
ing scvere losses on the enemy” as
they fell back toward Athens.

Tarlier dispatches from the Hel-
lenic capital itself declared that
grey-green waves of Nazi infantry
storming the pass had been driven
off and that the Germans had
brought up heavy 6-inch guns to
shell the Allied defenders.

Ambulance drivers arriving in
Athens from the bavtlefront said the
Germans had suffered terrific loss=
es in attempts to take the pass by
infantry = assaults. British casual=
ties were  described as ‘“extremely
light.”

In London, no attempt-was made
fo" conceal that withdrawal ‘of the
British expeditionary force was “in
the cards;” but the British radio
declared last night that so far ‘not
one British soldier has re-embark«
ed from Greece.”

Also at-
tacked were fargets all along the
German-held coast, from Norway,
Holland, Belgium to France, the air
ministry said,

The Kiel raid was directed prin-
cipally against the Germania and
Deutsche Wierke yards, according to
the news service.
