Soviet Poet |
Makes Appeal
Of Friendship

WASHINGTON (UPi1) —Rus-
sian poet Yevgeny Yevtushenko
made a strong public appeal for
better Soviet-American relations
Monday night before Defense
Secretary Robert S. McNamara
and Soviet Ambassador Anatoly
F. Dobrvain.

The 3-yvear-old — Muscovite
opened a poetry recital at the

Library of Congress, and
concluded it _an hour and half
later, with a call for the two
countries to try ‘o recapture the
friendly feslings they. shared
during World War 1]

Without speciiically mention-
ing the Viet Nam war—which
the Kremlin maintains stands in
the way of a real improvemet
in mutual relations—Yevtushen-
ko told an overlfow audience of
several hundred:

“When something bad hap-
pens in the relations between
our- countries, you. Americans
and we Russians must appeal-to
of the past, of
our . literatures, and: -let us
remember the wartime meeting
on the "Elbe River where
Russian -and American soldiers
met and embraced.

“We should remember that
today the deceased are looking
at ‘us. The eyes of (President
John F.) Kennedy are looking
at us too.

“Therefore, let us live in such
a way that those who are
deceased will not be ashamed of
us and everything will be fine in
Russia, America and the whole
wide world.”

To the hearty applause of his
listeners, Yevtushenko wound
up the evening with a last, off-
the-cuff remark: I hope that
other Russian poets will come
to America and American poets
will come to Russia, and | hope
that thev will express the same
sentiments which the Russians
and the Americans felt at the
Elbe River.”

Yevtushenk, and his wife,
are making a poetry-reading
tour of the United S‘ates at the
invitation' of several American
groups. The poet has already
visited New York and plans
another recital —at Berkeley,
Calif.
