Camp Rule Violates Texas Constitution

In the fiscal year that end-
ed Sept. 30, total U.S. farm
exports rose to their 12th con-
secutive annual record. The
1980-81 figure was $43.8
billion, up 8 percent from
$40.5 billion in 1979-80.

An analysis by the depart-
ment’'s Economic Research
Service shows that exports to
Asia totaled almost $16 billion
last year, up 13 percent from

$14.1 billion in 1979-80.

Sales to Japan totaled $6.7
billion, up 17 percent from
