DOOLITTLE PLJ PLANS FOR FARMS

A New ldea of ltuurln. Cheap Loans
for Men of the Soll,

Cottonwood Falis, Kan.,, April §-—
Congressman Dudley Doolittle of the
Fourth district, has a measure which
he expects to introduce at this special
session of congress, or as soon after-
ward as it can be given consideration,
which Is doubtiess « new plan in the
matter of securing cheap loans for
farmers,

In an interview with Mr. Doolittle
this afternocen he gaie @ short out-
line of this plan, It calls for a farm
loan department, which will be en-
abled t omake loans to farmers at a
very low rate of Interest, probably
about 4 per cent, whereas, the best
rate farmers now able to secure
is generally 6 cent, These loans
Mr. Doolittle id have run for long
periods with al payments,

In order to vide this money, he
would have t government issue
bonds to bear about one-half of one
per cent elsa the mortgage loan inter-
est rate, money dertved from the
sale of these would then be
loaned for the above mentioned pur-
ruu The loans would be negotiated

hrough the banks and other fesig-
nated agencies, and their compensa-
tion would be &c difference between
the interest rate on the bonds, and
the rate chuvd the horrower.

The plan, Mn  Doolittle believes,
would be sure to work a great saving
for the farmer; the banker, or other
loan agent, would receive his compen-
sation for the loans, and the
government alse would come In for

London, Aprll 8.-—~The accident

which recently befell the pearl neck-
luce of the queen dowager of Italy,
when the string broke and the price-
less little spheres were scattered in
every direction, recalls a similar mis.
hap to the splendid five-fold rope
which used to adorn the neck of
Queen Alexandra on certain state oc-
caslons.

On stepping into the gilded coach
on her way to a state opening of par-
llament in the last relgn her necklace
caught In the ornate door handle, and
the pears fell in & shower and rolled
from the crimson carpet on to the
muddy ground, Inetantly great of-
ficers of state, equerries, and royal
servants were allke busy endeavoring
to find the acattered gems which, by
a miracle, were all recovered notwith-
standing that many were buried in
the mud.

An historic accident to royval gems
occurred the first time Queen Vie-
toria opened parllament in atate at
the beginning of her reign. The of-
fice of carrying the crown before the
girl queen was intrusted to the then
duke of Argyle, who stumbled on en-
tering the gilded chamber and the
symbol of soverelgnty fell to the floor
with spch violence that some of the
gems weer dislodged. The duke of
Wellington, with military prompti-
tude, placed a guard around the spot,

considering the time and place.

Manhattan, Kan.,, April 8.—It's pos-
sible for any farmer to do his own
concrete work if he knows how to
mix the cement and make the forms,
The extension division of the Kansas
agricultural college is offering a cor-
respondence course in concrete con-
struction that will teach farmers and
villagers how to make thelr own side-
walks, feeding floors, tanks, cisterns,
fence posts, and driveways.
