Texas Kills Mesquite Trees And Cactt

thriving and doing well because
some moisture had drained into
and been held by this low place,
probably an old Buflfalo wallow,

The dead pear cactus and yucca
s principally on rocky hillsides
where there hasx been a heavy
runoff of such meager showers
as have fallen

While 1t is true that pear and
vucca will grow on the desert
where there is less rainfall than

to we have here, our theory is that

the pear and yucea in this part of
this country has become accll
mated or has adapted ltself to |
more moisture for plant genera
