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MTAMI BEACH, Fla. (AP) -  
Most of the more than 1,000 
d e m o n s t r a t o r s  arrested 
Wednesday night after being 
outwitted in attempts to disrupt, 
the finale of the Republican Na­
tional Convention were released 
from jail today after posting 
nominal bonds.

Lt. William Armstrong, an of­
ficial at the Dade County Jail 
in Miami, estimated that the 
number arrested, in random 
street violence that spawned 
ranks of charging police, “went 
over 1,000” Portly  after mid­
night and that “a few stragg­
lers were still being booked” 
this morning.

SPECIAL SESSION
Officials said 10 judges hold­

ing all-night special sessions 
had set bonds in most cases 
ranging from $3 to |40. They 
said bond hearings would con­
tinue this morning and be fol­
lowed by individual trials.

After their release, the dem­
onstrators traveled back across 
Biscayne Bay to Miami Beach 
where they began folding their 
tents and moving out of their 
Flamingo Park campsite.

As President Nixon spoke in­
side the packed Convention 
Hall Wednesday night. Secret 
Service agents hovered at the 
gates outside cradling axe han­
dles. Just blocks away, riot- 
ready state troopers contained 
roving bands of protesters.

When the gavel finally fell at 
11:17 p.m. and the delegates 
spilled from the littered hall 
out into the humid night, many 
wept from the lingering after- 
math of tear gas. Rubbing red 

.eyes, the hundreds whose ears 
were still ringing from the ova­
tions for Nixon beheld streets 
swept empty of all but an 800- 
yard cordon of police. The offi­
cers stood quietly, 10 feet 
apart, wary of Interlopers.

Protesters had tried to block 
the delegates from entering the 
hall five hours earlier. The plan 
called for peaceful sit-ins at the 
gates and milting crowds in the 
surrounding streets.

But when the demonstratnis 
arrived, they found their path

Close behind the barricade 
builders came 100 state troop­
ers. Then 100 more. As their 
ranks swelled, elderly citizens 
cheered from hotel balconies.

Nixon Sets 
Out To Win 
New Term

CHICAGO (AP) -  In the first
appearance of his canqmign for a  
second White House term. President 
Nixon today pictured critics of his 
defense spending plans as gambling 
with world peace.

Nixon, in a speech prepared for 
the annual American Lc^on Conven­
tion, made no direct mention of his 
Democratic opponent. Sen. George 
McGovern, who spoke from the same 
platform Wednesday.

MILITARY SPENDING
However, the President cited mili­

tary programs that McGovern would 
cui^ or scrap and described defense 
policy as “one of the major issues 
of this election year.”

He said that if some of these econo­
mies were adopted “America would 
become the second-strongest power in 
the world.”

He said: “ We have economized and 
will continue to economize on military 
spending whenever and wherever it 
is sale to do so. But I never have 
gambled — and 1 never will gamble 
— with the salety of the American 
people under a false banner of 
economy. Lasting peace is built only 
on strength.”

For Nixon, it was the first s t ^  
on a cTo.ss-country tour taking him 
into Illinois, Michigan and California 
on the day after accepting the 
Republican nomination for another 
iour years in the presidency.

BUILD PEACE
The President told jubilantly cheer­

ing Kepuuiicans ai me closing session 
of their national convention Wed­
nesday night that he seeks “a  new 
.American luajoruy” that will win the 
election and build (leace “the world 
can enjoy for generations to come.”

Vice President Spiro T. Agnew 
remained behind in the convention 
city of Miami beach, Fla., to answer 
newsmen’s questions before heading 
to Minneapolis for an address before 
the Veterans of Foreign Wars. He 
won the GOP renomination Wednes­
day night with one dissenting vote 
and two abstentions and got a boost 
for the 1976 presidential nomination 
from Mrs. Nuon.

Head For America
W A S H I N G T O N  (AP) 

Swarms of ferocious honey bees 
that have been known to kill 
both humans and animals are 
moving toward the United 
States from Brazil at the rate 
of 200 miles a year.

There seems to be no natural 
barrier to block the bees and

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“The most alarming and 
best-known characteristic of 
Brazilian bees is their aggres­
siveness,” according to the re­
port. “ Hundreds of bees be­
come airborne and pursue and 
sting anv animals or peo|rie 
within 100 meters of the apiaJ7 .

“There are many reports of 
animals and even peo];M being 
killed by stings of Brazilian 
bees,” it continued.

The report issued Wednesday 
by the National Research Coun-. 
cU and the National Academy 
of Sciences is the result of a 
trip by scientists last Novem­
ber a ^  December to the bee 
area ]ust north of the Amazon 
River in Brazil.

The study calls the bees “ob­
jectionable and dangerous" and 
says it is essential “to do what­
ever can be done" to keep the 
bees out of North America.
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Commercial honey bees in 
the United States are of Eu­
ropean descent. The Brazilian 
bee, though smaller, flies faster 
and farther, works harder at 
making hooey, but becomes an­
grier much sooner than its 
northern relatives, the report 
states.

Embarking On High - Road Campaign
inAM I BEACH. Fla. (AP) -  

President Nixon and Vice Pres­
ident Spiro T. Agnew have 
sounded the keynote of a Ugh 
road campaign.

The p o l i t ic  eiugging may 
come later.

But a GOP ticket favmed by 
landslide margins In the polls 
appears UkUy to concentrate 
on boasting of its own record 
and prospers.

That formula leaves room for 
slaps at Democratic presiden­
tial nominee George McGovern. 
But it puts the emphasis where 
Nixon clearly wants it, on a Re­
publican poktioo he described 
as reflecting “the great prin­
ciples we Americans believe in 
together.”

TOUGHEST LINE
As the President and the vice 

president formally opened their 
campaign before the Republl- 
c a n  N a t i o n a l  Qmvention 
Wednesday night, thev had an 
ample dose of criticism for 
McGovern — but it wasn’t  like 
the old days.

And it was Nixon who 
sounded the offensive against 
the Democrat from South Da­
kota.

The toughest line of the night 
was his: “Let us reject the pol­
icies of those who whine and 
whimper about our frustrations 
and call on us to turn inward."

That bit of alliteration could 
have come from a vintage Ag­
new speech.

For his part, Agnew chal­
lenged “the piecemeal, incon­
sistent and illusory policies of 
George McGovern,” and let it 
go at that.

He cast himself as “ the Pres­
ident's man,” and he spoke of

Lowest Americon Combot 
Death Count In 8 Weeks
SAIGON (AP) -  South Viet­

namese battle deaths in 20 
weeks of the current North 
Vietnamese offensive exceed 
one-tenth of the acknowledged 
t(dl for more than a decade of 
the Indochina war.

The Saigon command report­
ed Thursday that 617 govern­
ment troops were killed in ac­
tion last w e ^  and 2,311 were 
wounded, bringing the 20-week 
tolls to 15,610 dead and 50,909 
wounded.

Authoritative American 
sources have estimated the ac­
tual death toll to be at least 3,- 
000 higher than the official fig­
ures. In addition, thousands of 
civilians have been killed or 
wounded in fighting since 
Hanoi’s offensive began.

Three Americans were re-

p o led  killed in acCioa last 
week, along with 21 wounded, 
eight missing and 11 dead from 
nonfaoetile action, the U.S. (Com­
mand announced.

It was the lowest American 
combat death count in eight 
weeks, but delays in the re­
porting system prevent the 
weekly U.S. summary from ac­
curately reflecting any single 
week’s casualties.

Some Schools M a y Close

LOS ANGELES — Edith Unsworth 

EUementary School is considered typi­
cal of the putdlc schools located in 
the suburbs of large cities.

Most of the' children who attend 
the school live close enough to walk 
there.

NEW PROGRAMS
And it has its-share of Inventive 

new |Mt)grains to aid the slow learner 
as well as accelerated training aids 
to help exceptional students.

But what is happening to Unsworth, 
most school officiiils admit, is typical 
of w4uit may happen ImTeasingly in 
California and across the nation.

In September, school officials in 
nearby Downey plan to close Uns­
worth. They plan to close two 
additional schodls when classes begin 
soon.

The reason for the closures is 
declining enrollment because young 
people are opting for smaller families 
and there is a.m ore liberal attitude 
toward abortion.

PROBLEMS ACUTE
The problem is so acute in the 

Downey district that two more schools 
will be closed in the next two years.

The enrollment in the district has 
dropped about 20 per cent in the last 
five years. And it’s expected to go 
even lower in the next five years.

Don Hart, Downey assistant su­
perintendent, says the district is doing 
all it can to meet the dropping enroll­
ments.

“ We'll re a lly  the junior and senior 
high schools,^ Hart says. “Grades

six, seven and eight will be put in 
a junior middle schocri.

SAME THING
“Then we’ll add the ninth grade 

to our high schools. That’s about all 
you can do, because all of the school 
districts are going ttwough the same 
thing.”

Education officials in Sacramento, 
the California state capital, agree that 
the Downey situation is just a small 
part of the dedining enrollment 
problem.

Figures show the enrollment state­
wide in Califomia has been steadily 
declining since the fall of 1970. From 
a peak enrollment of 4,457,325 in 1970, 
officials are predicting the enrollment 
in California^ public schools may dip 
below 4 million by 1980.

ONLY WAY
Forty-three of the state’s 58 counties 

have been plagued by declining 
enrollments. And state officials admit 
the procedure followed by Downey 
officials is the only way to alleviate 
the problem.

An expert on educational ad­
ministration believes the declining 
enrollment problem will be corrected 
“the same way it was after World 
War II and the Korean War.

“By 1980, the problem should begin 
to subside when the children of the 
Vietnam veteran are school age,” 
says Dr. John StaUings, an educa­
tional development professor at the 
University of Southern Califomia.

“You see, we had a peak enrollment 
In kindergarten in 1907 and in each 
succeeding year, the peak enrollment 
moves through the grades. That’s the

problem we fhce now.
“But by 1980, the children of the 

Vietnam veberan should produce a 
peak year in kinderearten.’̂

But the espectoa baby boom. Dr. 
Stallings says, will be smaller than 
the ones that swamped public school 
systems in ttie 1950s.

BERTH CONTROL
“Birth control and changing atti­

tudes about marriages are the two 
biggest facbors whv the expected baby 
boom will be a relatively small one,'^’ 
Dr. Stallingis says.

“ As it is, this is also why we have 
such a problem now with declining 
enrollments.”

What to clo about the problem until 
the baby bc»om comes is very ticldisb, 
StaUings ac'lmits.

One sid(i effect of the declining 
enrollment problem, some Downey 
school officials p r iv a c y  say, may be 
the public’s reaction to the closing 
of its typical neighborhood school.

CASE IN POINT
And Unsworth is the case in point. 

Downey residents who live near the 
school are angry over the closure.

They have gone to coirt, gone to 
the l.egislature and have threatened 
the recall of three members of the 
Downey School Board in attempts to 
prevent the school’s closing.

The residents argue the school, 
situated on Downey’s north side, is 
the only one that is easy to get to.

The nearest other school is across 
an interstate highway and the sdural 
district proposes to bus the children 
there.

Screwworm 
Pact Shapes
DALLAS (AP) -  U.S. Agri­

culture Secretary Earl L. Butz

Eradication is through ster­
ilization of flies so they cannot 
breed.

Screwworm infestations in 
the United States, which cripple

and sometimes kill cattle, have 
t)een largely eliminated in the 
past few years, though periodic 
outbreaks do stiU occur. The 
Southwest is now undergoing its 
worst outbreak since eradication 
liegan in 1962.

Pace paid $5,000 for one of 
the coins, $5,600 for another 
considered the rarest of the 
three, and $5,000 for the third 
All bear the mark of Francisco 
del Rincon, the first assayer 
and fo u n d r^ a n  at the Mexi 
can mint

Each of the coins was a de­
nomination of three Spanish 
reales, roughly equivalent to to­
day’s Mexican peso in ILs ex­
change value. About eight 
reales were equivalent to tlw 
U.S. dollar when the two met 
on the world market for the 
first time.

The three coins, slightly larg 
er than a SO-cent piece, were 
minted only for a short time.

MONTREAL — Chris Arnold 
spent 10 years thumbing his 
nose at the Establishment — 
and now he’s director of the 
U.S. exhibition here.

NERVOUS MAN
“I really believe we have a 

fantastic country," said Arnold, 
running a slender hand through 
his long brown hair. Arnold, 28, 
is a tall, thin, nervous man who 
seems continually on the edge 
of jumping up and running to 
appear on a TV or radio show. 
He does that frequently.

Montreal is the home of Expo, 
where tourists from throughout

the world can come and see 
gold jewelry from Iran, carved 
ivory and jade from China and 
the technological achievements 
of the Soviet Union.

But in the U.S. pavilion at 
Expo you will see only a collec­
tion of 2S0 dolls, a light show, 
an Indian silversmith, a travel 
movie and photos of the United 
States.

Which Ls just the way Arnold, 
the former hippie-type wan­
derer, wants it.

“We don’t have the space to 
show America the way it really 
is," said Arnold. “We think 
dolls represent culture — Indian 
dolls represent our history,

more modern dolls represent 
the types of people who made 
them.”

WEIRD FIGURES
Arnold was talking to a visitor 

in the lounge. Upstairs the 
lights were dimming and the 
heavy rock beat of “House of 
the Rising Sun” was trembling 
through a room lit by strobe 
lights and weird plastic figures. 
Two hundred people held their 
breaths as the music thrummed 
through the pavilion.

Downstairs Arnold shook his 
head.

“ It took me nine years to fin­
ish college. As far as I was 
concerned, you could take the 
books and the professors and 
roll them into a ball and throw 
them away.

“ I took off,” Arnold said. 
“ I’ve been to 49 of the states. 
I’ve worked on horse ranches 
and in canneries, as a short- 
o ity r cook, and I’ve learned a 
lot about our country.”

Arnold laughed.
“ When I was in Alaska I 

worked at a steel foundry. One 
day I was mouthing off about 
the U.S. flag and these two 
P u e r t o  Rican immigrants 
grabbed me and held my hands 
tois far” — holding his hands

less than half an inch apart — 
“away from a 16-ton press.

“Those two Puerto Rican 
immigrants took their time to 
tell me about our country.”

Arnold, the reformed anti-Es- 
tablishment man, admits that 
many people do not understand 
the U.S. exhibition he has 
helped create in Montreal.

The aim of the exhibition, he 
said, is to let people get a feel 
for what the United States is 
all about.

FULL OF ROCKETS
“ All of our former exhibitions 

were full of rockets and guns 
and big machines,” Arnold said. 
“But this exhibit shows the 
pa.st, where the technology 
came from.

“ Some people get it and they 
really like it. Others come 
through and get angry and say 
they’re going to write their con- 
gres.sman.”

Outside, hundreds of visitors 
were leaving the U.S. pavilion. 
.Some of them were frowning, 
bat most had happy, amused 
or thoughtful expressions on 
their faces.

Perhaps Arnold, a man who 
has learned to love America 
and is now trying to show what 
it means to him, is right.

Cuts In Space Funds
T o  Cost 1,200 Jobs

SPACE CENTER, Houston 

(AP) — Research and develop­
ment funds at the Manned 
Spacecraft Center have been 
cut by about $140 million and 
as a result 1,200 to 1,400 con­
tractor employes may lose 
their jobs here, the center an­
nounced Wednesday.

The loss of jobs may result 
because some |20 million less 
than planned will be allocated 
to support contractors, accord­
ing to Jack King, chief of the 
public information office at the 
center.

JET FLEET
“ We asked for |615 million in 

research and development 
funds for fiscal year ’73,” said 
King. “ W'e are coming out with 
$140 million less than we asked 
for.”

Cutbacks in other areas, all 
related to research and devel­
opment, will take up the rest of 
the amount, he said. These 
measures include:

—Halting work on two Apollo 
spacecraft that had been or­
dered, but not assigned to any 
current mission.

—Cutting the T.18 jet fleet by 
seven aircraft.

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China Will Cast 
First UN Veto
UNITED NATIONS, N.Y.

(AP) — Communist China was 
ready to cast Its first U.N, veto 
today, to bar the admission of 
Bangladesh to the United Na* 
tiom.

Diplomatic sources said the 
Chinese were adamant In their 
stand as the Security Council 
scheduled an afternoon meeting 
to take up Bangladesh’s bid 
after three weeks of backstage 
mapeuvering.

Regard Que Son As Debacle
SAIGON (AP) -  A South 

Vietnamese regimental com­
mander and at least one (4 his 
battalion commanders have 
been arrested for their part in 
the loss of the (^ e  Son Valley 
last weekend, military officials
reported today. 

The losloss of the valley, a key 
access route from the moun­
tains to the populous coastal re­
gion and Da Nang was the 
worst setback for Saigon’s 
forces since the fall of Quang 
Tri on May 1.

U.S. officials including Gen. 
Frederick C. Weyand, the U.S. 
commander In Vietnam, are 
known to regard Que Son as a 
debacle that could and should 
have been avoided.

Sources at the South Viet­
namese army’s northern head­
quarters said as many as 2,500 
troops — regulars and militia 
— were still unaccounted for in 
the wake of the rout.

CASUALTIES 
An unknown number of civil­

ians also were casualties when 
they were caught in the fight­
ing after the North Vietnamese

attacked from the west and 
overran Fire Brae Roes and the 
nearby town of Que Son. the 
district capital.

Meanwhile, a  South Vietnam­
ese task force with fresh rein­
forcements iNiesaed a  counter­
offensive into the ()ue Son Val­
ley, and the commander of the 
operation.

If you were a substantial, self- 
respecting geogp-aphical entity, 
with a population of nigh onto 
3 million, and you had your 
druthers, woidd you rather be 
a colony? A territory? A state? 
A commonwealth? A nation?

The island of Puerto Rico has 
had a few of these options, and 
stUl isn’t convinced it’s found 
the right one. Puerto Rico was 
a colony of Spain for centuries. 
Then it bMame first a 
possession, or territory, of the 
United States, and then a 
commonwealth.

26 YEARS AGO
It was 20 years ago that a 

new self-governing, constitution 
went into effect — and 54 years 
ago that American troops 
landed on the island in the 
Spanish-American War.

Puerto Rico’s status as a 
c o m m o n w e a l t h  makes it 
unique; the United States has 
no other.

Puerto Rico has made great 
strides as a commonwealth, but 
tjiere are still earnest citizens 
v^o believe that firsl-class 
citizenship comes only with full 
and complete statehood. There 
is also a minority on the island 
which cries out for inde­
pendence, but the nationalists 
are pretty generally regarded

as militants with pro-Castro 
leanings.

Statehood advocates managed 
to put the issue on the ballot 
five years ago, but the status 
quo folks — the backers of the 
commonwealth — won by a 
strong 3-to-2 margin.

HIGH PRICE
No question about it, Puerto 

Rico has made great strides as 
a commonwealth. Its economic 
freedom has given the island 
advantages which would be lost 
under statehood — a high price 
to pay for the position of the 
51st star in the Stars and 
Stripes.

Puerto Rico’s living standards 
and wage levels, still low by 
mainland standards, still rank 
far above Puerto Rico’s Carib­
bean neighbors.

As a  self-governing common­
wealth within the American 
Union, Puerto Rico is not 
subject to U.S. federal taxes, 
either individual or corporate. 
Puerto Rico ha.s no voting 
representative in Congress, and 
Puerto Ricans may not vote for 
president or vice president. “No 
taxation without representa­
tion.”

TAX BREAKS
Piierto Rico is free to assess 

its own taxes and to grant tax 
exemptions. This was the theme 
of Operation Bootstrap, a self-

help program instituted in the 
1956s, soon after commonwealth 
status was attained. U.S. manu­
facturers were offered liberal 
exemptions if they would set up 
plants on the island. They pay 
no U.S. tax; exemptions from 
Puerto Rican taxes were 
granted for periods ranging 
from 16 to 17 years.

It is no mystery that Ameri­
can “name brands” flocked to 
the island in droves. ’Their 
building programs and their 
hiring were great stimulation to 
a d e p r e s ^  economy which had 
seen its poor fleeing north for 
years, many of them to New 
York. Since Operation Boot­
strap, many of those who fled 
north have been “coming 
home.”

As for history, Puerto Rico 
has it in abundance above and 
beyond the mainland. Its first 
governor was Juan Ponce de 
I.eon, who established a colony 
there in 1568, after having first 
seen Puerto Rico while with 
Christopher Columbus on his 
1493 expedition.

Defining a Puerto Rican is 
an ethnic challenro. The origins 
range from Spanish to African 
and all points in between, the 
importation of black slaves 
having begun in 1516 and 
continued until 1873, several

years after the 
had called it off.

United States

SPANISH SETTLERS
When the first Spanish set­

tlers arrived, in the eaiiy 1506s, 
there were about 96,660 Arawak 
Indians, who suffovd from 
maltreatment, d i s e a s e -  and 
losing battles. They were gone 
— or absorbed — by the mid- 
1500s.

Until 1898, across a span of 
nearly four centuries, Puerto 
Ricans lived as subjects to the 
Spanish crown, ruled by gov­
ernors appointed by Spain. Not 
much changed when the United 
States moved in in 1899 — but 
In 1917 Puerto Ricans were 
established as U.S. citizens.

Even this didn't mean much 
until after World War II, during 
w h i c h  P u e r t o  R i c a n s  
distinguished themselves, and 
serious steps began toward a 
new status, which was adoption 
of a constitution and recognition 
as a commonwealth.

It’.s a continuing hot question 
on the island about whether ’tis 
better to a commonwealth be, 
or to become the 51st state. It’s 
a safe bet that anv submission 
of the question to the electorate 
will sustain the status quo. 
Looking at what has happened 
in 26 years, nobody could Wame 
the Puerto Ricans.

Rut the fact that they have 
been s e e i n g  and repairing 
laige Soviet fishing trawlers in 
Havana for some years now, 
since 1966, in fact, suggests 
additional capability.

Until now, it had been 
generally believed only that the 
Cubans offered support facilities 
to the Soviet na^7 at Cien- 
fuegos, the deep water port on 
Cuba’s southern coast.

Attention had been con­
centrated on Clenfuegos because 
of the visits there by Soviet 
nuclear submarines and other 
naval units since May, 1970.

The perhaps unwitting refer­
ence ‘ to the extra service 
provided by the fishing port on 
the north coast came in a 
Spanish-language pamphlet on 
“Characteristics of the Market­
ing and Distribution of Fish 
r ^ u c t s  in Cuba,” an official 
publication of the Cuban Fishing 
Institute, a government agency.

The pamphlet d iscuss^ the 
progress that the Cubans have 
made in commercial fishing in 
the 1967-1971 period and the rea-

sons for the great leap forward 
COSTLY

Among the items mentioned 
in the summary vei^on ob­
tained by Copley News Service 
was “construction of the fishing 
port at Havana, financed by the 
USSR at a cost of |S5 million, 
which Cuba is repaying in serv­
ices offered in the port to Soviet 
fishing and navy vessels.”

The reference to “navy 
vessels was, so far as is known, 
the first official Cuban admis­
sion that the fishing port may 
be more than what its name 
inmlies.

The port is located in the 
southwestern part of the Bay 
of Havana, in the Atares and 
Pote coves.

It covers a land area of some 
33 acres. Its four docks total 
some 4,500 feet in length, and 
it is quipped with one floating 
and five gantry cranes. It has 
a floating dry dock, shops that 
can repair hulls, boilers, diesel 
engines, gears and other ma­
chinery.

BUILT BY REDS
The fishing port was designed 

and built by the Soviets under 
an agreement signed in Havana 
10 years ago. Sept. 25, 1962, that 
called for facilities capable of 
supporting a fishing flMt of up 
to 130 trawlers.

According to an appraisal of 
the installation, by Milan A. 
Kravanja, a U.S. expert on

Soviet fisheries, in the recently 
published book, “Soviet Sea 
power in the Caribbean,” the 
Havana fishing port “could 
have some auxiliary military 
uses in an emergency, but there 
is no evidence that it is being 
used by Soviet naval or elec­
tronic intelligence vessels at the 
present time . . . The (radio 
communications) center could 
provide communications support 
to Soviet naval vessels and sub 
marines operating in the 
Atlantic.”

The subject of Soviet naval 
activities in Cuba is one that 
comes up for discussion in the 
U.S. Congress periodically. The 
House subcommittee on Inter- 
American Affairs, headed by 
Rep. Dante Fascell of Florida, 
held hearings on the matter in 
both 1970 and 1971 and pre­
sumably will do so again this 
year.

The subconunittee’s attention, 
though, has been drawn chiefly 
to the possibility that Cien- 
fuegos might become a nuclear 
submarine support facility.

A review of the heavily 
censored testimony Defense 
Intelligence Agency spokesmen 
gave the subcommittee in the 

ist and consideration of what
