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| IN THE GOOD OoLD DAYS
Etornal vigilance Is the price of
safety, especially in the food supply.
The health of an entire community
may be Imperiled by a bit of eare-
lessness on the part of somebody
who handles foodstuffs.

In the good old days, the people
were urged to be cleafly In the
handling of meatn and - milk and
other foodstuffs, because It wns re-
garded as a “‘nice” thing to do, There
were no exact scientific facts upon
which to predicate campaigns for
sanitation and cleanliness, Now,
however, cleanliness In the handling
of every article of food s recognin-
ed as necessury. bocause it has been
learned that discase lurks In filth
and deadly germs are transmitted in
foods.

In the good old days, If a mllch
cow appeared to be healthy, and was
fal and sleek, there was no question
a8 to the healthfulness of her milk
product, Now It I8 known that a
fat and sleek and attractive cow may
be tuberculin-infected, and her milk
may spread disease and suffering
and death throughout a whole town,
It is for this reason that most citles,
Including Brownwood, have adopled
ordinances requiring rvegolar tuber-
culin tests for all dalry animals; and
by dairy animals it Is meant every
cow whose milk is sold, whether
there be one cow or a4 hundred cows
in a herd. The ordinances also re-
quire regular Inspection of dairies,
to ascertaln whether they are being
kept clean and whether the milk
from the dairies I8 clean when it is
delivered to the consumer, There 18
also something In the ordinances
about the quallty of the milk dellv-
ered to the consumers, and all these
provislons of the milk ordinances
ought to be enforced to the letter.
The dalrymen themselves have al-
ways givén their co-operation in such
enforcement, and If the city is not
glving It proper attention It ought to
revive its interest in the matter,
There are many classes of food-
stuffs which ought to be rigidly in-
spected at regular periods, in order
to sufegnard the public heatlh, Per-
haps meat heads the list, because it
is so susceptible to contamination,
The slaughtering of meat animals
must be done in a sanitary manner;
the animals themselves must be
healthful; and the handling and de-
livery of the meat must be in such
manner as to avold contamination
and filth, All other foods, however,
must be kept clean if they are to be
healthful; and those who ~handle
them must be free from communi-
cable diseases, and must
personal cleanliness, Even the soda
fountain may become unspeakably
filthy and a real menace to health If
|those who operate it permit them-
|selves to become a bit careless; and
the man who mixes soda fountain
drinks may spread contagion
throughont a large circle of persons
if he is suffering from a communi
[cable disease,

There are laws providing for the
{inspection of all food places, such as
meal markets, grocery stores, soda
fountains, hotels, restaurants, ete.,
but these laws are not properly en-
|forced. Even state laws requiring
food handlers to secure certificates
of health at regular intervals are not
given the enforcement that Is neces-
sary; and so long as public officials
are careless about (he enforcement
of these laws, the public health is
endangered, Food Inspection costs
money, of course, since somebody
must be pald for doing the work;
but the cost of it Is legitimate Lipalth
insurance to which the people are
entitled, and for which they are al-
ways willing to pay._Brownwood

Washington, July 20._The aver-
age August is a month of little tem-
peratare fluctuation and little pre-
eipitation; n hot and dry month, 1
expect Aungust, 1026, to be a month
of unusually great temperature ex-
tremes and about mormal preciplta-
tlon as an average for the continent.
The principal temperature move-
ments of the month will somewhat
resemble those of July; first part of
month will average below normal,
middle portion above normal with
axtreme heat waves and last part of
month below normal with extreme
eo0] waves In south and cold waves
fn extreme north, Principal precipl-
tation of month will be In the nature
of excessive local rains, carried most-
Iy to southern great central valleys,
pouth coast and to northeast paris of
great central valleys; most precipl-
tation will vecur near August § and
Aug. 23, Severe gtorms are expected
to erose continent during weéks cen-
tering on Aug. B, 16 and 23: mild
storms Aug. 1 and 29. Severa
storms centering on Aug. § and 23
will caose several local storms and
precipitation and be followed by
gharp temperature changes ([rom
very warm preceding storm centers to

very cool following #orm centers,
Storm wave centering on Aug. 16 Ia
expected 1o be of severe foree, but

to generste heat and eleetrical dis-

The American corn crop of 1828

Opening services for the npew
Methodist chiurch will be held in the
handsome bullding Sunday morning,
Auguat B, nt the 11 opelock hour.
Work on the erection was completed
this week and today we can boast
of having one of the finest, mosl at-
tractive and completely equipped

churches in the western part of the
atate. The bullding was erected at
& cost of approximately $58,000:
Clarence H, Epperley of Fort Worth
belng in charge of the work. W. O
Meador of Fort Worth, architect,
drew the deslgn of the building,

The Methodist church I8 construe-
ted with five dQifferent shades of
brick, this being one of the most
popular designs for brick walls at
the present time, Beautiful art glass
windows, four of which have life
slze paintings of Biblieal figures and
others of Biblical scenes, have been
placed In the main part of the bulld-
ing, the colors and shading of
which work in effectively with the
pattern of the building., The massive
entrance with the flight of concrete
steps and tall pillars are impressive

as you enter the interior of the
church, Three double doors lead
into the wvestibule, On both sides

are stairway leading to the baleony
and to the basement of the church.
The main auditorium of the church
can be entered in two different ways,

Seating Capacity Over 1,000
The auditorium of the First Meth-
odist church has a larger seating
capacity than any other one bullding
in this city. With the rolling parti-
tion palsed, and all of the class
rooms opened the auditorfum includ-
ing the balcony on both sides and
the rear of the bullding will seat
approximately 1500 people. The
seats will be arranged in a circle,
placing the congregation near the
pulpit and the speaker, The pulpit
and altar are in a eircular shape,
with the seats for the cholr placed
at the rear of the pulpit, A space’
has been left back of the choir, for
the installation of a pipe organ when
the time comes for such to be in-
stalled.

Effective Lighting Fixtures
Twelve frosted lights have been
placed back of the cholr, with one
big light centering this group. Ef-
fective lighting fixtures have been
used thruout the bullding. Twelye
large white howis completely en-
closing the globe and hanging from
the celling, Hght the main auditor-
lum, The bowls measure 18 inches
across, and they are sald to be the
latest fixtures used In Invisible
frosted light fixtures,
