Senator Ashurst on the Po-
litcal Situation.

Hon. Henry F Ashurst senf-
or senator from Arizona, in a re-
cent interview has the following
to say of the political situation:

The election of Wilson by an
overwhelming majority is con-
ceded.

Wilson is
herefore assured of a large ma-
jority in the electoral college.
“The repulicans being divided,
with two tickets in the field, has
so discoaraged them that they
will not poll a full vote. Many
will not take part in the cam-
paign because they see no hope
of success, Others will stay at
home.
“If we were now confonting,as
we have oor the past four presi-
dential elections, a united, har-
monious and aggresoive republi-
oAl party, tden under such con-
ditions 4 man might have slight
doubts as to Wilson’s election.
However, we are not facing Buch
a party, but one that is diyvided
in two—each faction vastly pre-
ferring the success of the Demo-
cratic party to the triumph of
the other faction of the republi-
can party.”
