The delegates to the Texas Con
stitutional Convention have spent the
past two weeks engagedin what hasso
far been a fruitless task. After long and
heated debates on the important
Judiciary Article, which will providethe
basefor the Texascourt system in the
new constitution, delegates voted to
defeat the article, in effect sending it
back to the committee fora new start.

The major sourcesof dispute on the
article,accordingto RepresentativeBill
Clayton were
provisions whichwould haveestablished
a system of circuit courts and
eliminated the present duties of the
county judge, and a provision which
would haveallowed the state to appeal
adverselower court decisions in certain
instances. RepresentativeClayton
reportedthat it wasa coalition between
the opponents of these two issuesthat
led to the defeatof the entire article.
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a short time andthen death.

Extremely low rainfall In

the service area has caused
irrigation sales to exceed
those experiencedduring the
first quarter of previous

Big Bend, cen-
tral andcastTexaseachwere
the destinationsof 2 per cent
of autovisitors, while the Hill
Country, thePanhandle, south
Texas, and Mexico each
registered per cent.

California contributed the
largestvolume of visitors with
11 per cent. Second was
Oklahoma with 8 per cent.
Florida, Illinois, Louisiana,
and Michigan each added 5
per cent of auto
visitors, while 4 percent each
camefrom Kansas,Ohio, and
Mexico.

Exhibiting trend opposite
that of U.S. travelers, visitors
from Mexico showeda sharp
upsurgeduring 1973. The U.S.
Immigration and
Naturalization Service
reported645,000 Mexican auto
visitors toTexas last year,
23 percentincreaseover 1972.
Mexican air travelers also
increased.Nearly 109,000, 21

per cent more than the
previousyear,arrived at eight
Texas airports that serve
direct flights from Mexico.
Only Mexican visitors who
stayedlongerthan 72 hoursor
traveled more than 25 miles
from theborderwere included
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In this survey. The many
shopperswho stayeda shorter
time and did not Imva ihn
borderareawere not counted
in the visitor totals.

The Texas Highway
Department'sannual survey,
based on decadesof practical
experienceplus the precision
of computer technology, Is a
model by which other state
surveys are compared. All
information about where
visitors come from, what they,
do, where they go, and how
much they spendduringTexas
trips is reported by the
visitors themselveson post-
card given
them in Highway Department
tourist bureaus.The visitors
are askedto return the cards
at the conclusion of their trip.

During 1973, more than
48.000 travel
parties responded to that
request, the travel
experiencesof nearly 132,000
individuals.

To project the answers of
48,000 travel parties for total
visitors from out of state, the
Highway Department em-
ploys a systemof daily traffic
counts which includes both
visual license plate surveys
and automatic vehicle
tabulators. More than 10,000
hours of counting were
required for this report. To
exclude commuters, visual
counts ignore vehicles with
license plates from adjacent
counties in other states.

The report does not include
Intrastate recreational travel
by Texans.To meansurethis
"native" segment of the
tourist industry, the Highway
Department currently is
conductingthe first scientific
study of Texans' own travel
habits.

Nearly 1.7 million visitors
sought travel assistancein the
11 Texas Highway Depart-
ment tourist bureaus last
year,a3.9 percent increasein
the number of visitors over
1972 and a record high. Ser-
vices to visitors from the
Austin office of the Depart-
ment's Travel and In'
formation Division, primarily
responses to mail and
telephonerequestsfor travel
literature, showed an increase
of 16 percent,with thenumber
of servicestotaling 426,837.
