Candidate Jeffrey Sutton re-
ceived the majority of votes in the
primary and will be on the November
ballot as the Democratic Party candi-
date for Crockett County Judge.

Ozona High school junior Luyita
Fierro will represent Ozona in the
Texas Special Olympics Summer
Gamesto be held May 24-27 in Austin.
Olympic officials are expecting 4,000
athletesand 1,500 coaches from across
the state of Texas at the annual event
held in Memorial Stadium on the
University of Texas campus.

Fierro, the 17-year-old son of
Lucio and Irma Fierro, will be accom-
panied by his coach,James Cox. Start-
ing in the spring of 1992, this is the
third year for him to compete in the
Special Olympics

Fierro and teammates Johnny
Rodriquez and Ruben Mendez have
been busy this year competing in
several contests. Starting off the sea-
son right, Fierro won first place in the
50 meter dash and fourth place in the
softball throw at the Crane meet on
March 26.

Another contest was conquered

by Fierro as he placed first in the
standing broad jump as they competed
in the Sonora Invitational Meet on
April 8. Not used to practicing the
standing broad jump, Fierro was ad-
vised by Coach Cox to, “stand here,
throw your arms up and jump as hard
asyoucan”, He won the gold medal in
the 50m dash and the silver medal in
the softball throw. On Saturday, April
9, at the Area 14 Special Olympic
games held in San Angelo, another
gold medal was added to his collec-

tion as he won the 50m dash plus a
silver medal for the softball throw.

Wearing a new shirt provided by
the parents of the Special Olympic
athletes, Fierro went out and captured
first place in the 50m dash and placed
fourthin the softball throw. This quali-
fied him for both events in the state
meet.

In his fifth year as a volunteer
coach, James Cox said a person has to
have some training in working with
the Special Olympic athletes. Cox uses
his common sense to guide him in his
coaching but added, “A coach has to
coach on what they (the athletes) can
do and work on those (abilities).”

At the state meet, the athletes
range in age from 12 years old to over
