Infestation Report-
ed Worst In His-
tory Of Siate

COLLEGE STATION; Jine 23
UP—Crops In 117 Texas countles

are threatened with the most se-

vere grasshopper infestation in the
history of the state, R. R. Reppert,
entomologlet of the extension wser-
vice of Texas A. and M. college and
state grasshopper control leader,
sald today.
The Texas allotment of polson
material from federal sources Is
exhausted, federal entomologlsts
have advised Reppert.
The state allotment was 300 car-
loads of material with each ecar
containing 40,000 pounds of bran
and 400 gallons of sodlum sarsenite.
Some 060 carloads were available
from the 1937 allotment, and this,
when matched by farmers, gave the
state a supply of 700 carloads. Scat-
tered at the usual rate of 10 pounds
an acre, the supply was enough to
cover almost three million acres,
“The Infestation has developed
almost exactly along the Hnes fore-
cast by us in early spring, and the
control campalgn has been, in the
main, very effective,”
“Nevertheless, enough hoppers
remain to do untold damage to
crops unless control measures can
be continued,” he added. The state
allotment was exhausted on June
18, although shipments of material
made on that date are still on the
way to Texas,

&
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Meanwhile the state grasshopper
control commitiee Is recelving ur-
gent requests for additional ship-
ments, The committes has present-
ed the Texas needs to the federal
agency and asked for additional al-
lotments, but Tleppert sald other
slales nlso faced severe inYestation,
The migratory hopper, the most
dangerous specles, |s centered
around Dallam, Hartley, Sherman
and Moore counties and surround-
ing areas. Heaviest shipments have
been made to these counties and to
Hardeman, Childress, Potter, Ran-
dall and Hansford.
The indications are that addition-
al material may be allotted to coun-
ties where the migratory grasshop-
per ls prevalent, Reppert said,

It will seem to many readers that
Patrick Carleton’s “Under the Hog"”
misses belng one of the best his-
torical novels ever written by a
very narrow margin.

Mr. Carleton's reader, after
trying to follow the at times fragile
thread of his narrative, could be
forgiven for taking his feet out of

Later the going Is better. But
the narrative never reaches the
place where It in easy reading, and
it is a pity. The story ls worth Tell-
ing from Mr, Carleton’s angle, and
his knowledge of the period s easy
and often so unforced.ln presenta-
tion that the reader skips back
centuries and lives for a time in a
eastle on the Loire,
The publisher gloats that “Under
the Hog" is no “slick blography.”
