The neutrality act does not de
mand this embargo. If It did, we
should have to embargo China.
which we are not doing. The sug
gestion that selling arms to the
Spanish governmentwould Involve
us in war is poppycock. We are
simply, like all the. rest of the
democraticjyo rid, .yielding to
blackmail,-- and, like France, fol-
lowing the lead of a British gov-
ernment which has proved an ap-
palling incapacityof courage, lead-
ership, or even simple morality.
