The loan program was spproved earlier in the day by
President Roosevelt at II,\'dlp Park.

The ecorporation announced that this year's loan sched-
ule would use 15-16 inch middling cotton as the basis rath-
er than 7-8 inch middling, This conforms with a change In
cotton market practices,

Thus, the base rate for 15-16 inch middling will be 9.16
cents.

The base rate will apply at the farthest point from prin-
cipal terminals. It will range from 9.9 in the Carolina mill
areas to 9.16 in West Texas and New Moxico. The rate at
all gulf and Pacific ports will be 9.8.

This year's rate, the corporation said, would be about
