Radio Censorship Grows Tighter

WASHINGTON, Jan. 18 (P —
Regulations to keep enemy sples
from broadeasting military data to
Jurking submarines or secret
stations over Impromptu radio pro-
grams were lssued today by the
offios of censorshlp,

Censorship Director Byron Price
oalled on broadcasters to ban ocer-
tain types of quiz and request pro-
gramg and conduct forums and
audience Interviews with caution.

It was asked that no talephons
or telegraph reduests for musioal
numb: pted during the
war, and that no given request be
given at the requested timae.

Request was made that “all
nudisnce-participation type quis

programa originating from re-
mote points, elther by wire,
transcription or short wave, be
discontinued” with certain quall-
fleations,

It was noted that any program
permitting the public access to an
open microphone “ia dangerous
and should be carefully supervis-
ed” and that generally speaking
“any quiz program originating Te-
motely, wherein the group is small,
and wherein no arrangement
oxists for investigating the back-
ground of participants, should be
discontinued.” Whaen large groups
are involved, “where participants
are selected from m theatre audi-
ence, for example, the danger is

not so greal”

Such quiz, request, Interview and
forum programs, the censorship
office warned, might be used by
axis agents to communicate with
their headquarters or with sabo-
teurg through prearranged signals.

In addition, redio stationg were
told that because they were belng
heard abroad by axis Intslligence
operatives, “certaln material which
may appear on the news service
wires as approved for newspapets
may not be appropriate for radio.”

Price explained that while print-
ed matter ia censored at the na-
tional borders, “no wsuch post-pub-

lication censorship Is possible in
radio.”
