Gurza Memorial Hoapital's [linancial
situation over the years can well be reported
lihe one of ita patients. On occasions, it s
“doing as well as can be expected,” other
times (L is best deseribed as “improved  Then
sometimes, as it s today, “taking & turn for
the worse. '’

Hospital directors had s special meeting
with their auditor recently to prepare for
adopting a new budget, for the hospitals budge!
yoar beginning Oct 1, and got the bad hews
which they had been expecting

The bad news was that the hospital has
been spending more money than it has been
bringing in. This sn't something which just
slarted recently. It's been going on for a good
while We say this because “personalities’ are
not invelved in the situstion

As is often the case In summer, when
hoapital "business’ & In its slack period, the
bospital last Thursday for some hours did nol
have a single patient

It recovered next day had four including a
new born baby

Let's examine the situstion What can be
done and whal is being done

First, hospital directors have spent money
on new equipment and bollers they felt were
essential to wolve long standing hospital
problems. This cut into reserve funds. Second,
the anticipated almost $80,000 payment from
Medicare the board had been led to expect
proved only a mirage due to complicated

are rule changes in figuring payments
was probably the worst blow of all

So whal can be done abou! the (nancial
situation”

First, of course, s the belt lightening. Cut
down where one can withoul sacrificing
emsential services

Second, sirive for additional income

This can be accomplished in two ways. One
is 0 continue to pursue efforts to attract new
physicians 0 Post in an effori to thus secure
more patients for the hoapital

The hospital's main difficulties, as has
been pointed out before, s low occupancy
ast enough palienta. too many emply beds

The hospital board's first effort in bringing
Dr. Chana % Posl was an expensive [allure
frem the hospital’s point of view. bul one thal
could not have been foressen in sdvance

The hospital administrator and direclors
are working hard to sscure another doctor, of
doctors. They are working frem & variety of
angles. and have been offered help from one
segment of our business communily in rying o
track down acceptable applicants

The other way to secure additional income
would be o increase hospital rates Directors
are considering this oo As [his newspaper

understands it, the bospital’'s rates have fallen
behind whal many insurance companies are
willing 1o pay in bospital claims

But such increases must first be approved
by Medicare before they can be placed in
elfect

The Dispatch regrots it was unable to cover
the special meeting in full detail 1t was & case
of faulty communications. The hospital
administrator telephoned notice of the meeling
to The Dispateh office but apparently someone
other than our regular employes took thatl
phone call and did not pass along thal message
o us. S0 we were unaware of the budgel
planning session with the auditor

On today's front page, we have
reconstructed the easential facts of the
hospital's finances as detailed by the auditor

As we look at the hospital's future, we see
that Medicare is no longer going to be the
financial answer for the amall hospital
Medicare has changed its rules and isn't going
to share any expenses where there are loo
many emply beds

This makes occupancy & key word lo the
financial solution, just as it has been from the
beginning. bul even more 50 now

For a time it looked as if Post was going o
el a large new nursing home adjacent to the
hospital, but “‘money costs’' and inflation
appear lo have blocked that for the time being
This certainly should have helped the hospital's
long range outlock considerably

Again, the fature s clouded with new
governmental efforts on a proposed regional
basis to provide health care. There is a storm
raging that this means the end to more or less
full-time hospital services in the small
community and bas brought a strong rural
Texas demand to rescind that federal law

Although most of our interes! will continue
to center on keeping our fine small hospital in
continued operation, we cannot afford to lose
sight of this development. We need to
participate as much as possible in the
formulation of this new health care policy, or
someone slse will do it for ue, probably lo our
detriment

As American life continues to grow more
complicated by the year, so does our hospital
situslion

As a community, we must continue to be
keenly interested in our hospital, strongly
support its growth and development, and werk

with the hospital administrator agd directors in

every wWay we can

The hospital outlook is far from hopeless
We must nol be gloomy and pessimistic as we
face the hospital's future. Rather, we should
stand determined and united In a community
cause we all scoepl, adjmt 1o the changing
times and not waver
