“ I ’ve known Ray for 30 

years and this was an 
excellent choice by ALON 
for this celebration.

1970. 'They moved to San 
Francisco a year later and 
released their debut 
album, “Cornin’ Right at 
Ya,” in 1973. In 1974, the 
band moved to Austin, 
where they’ve been ever 
since.

These days. Oceans and 
Preston aren’t part of the 
group. In fact, more than 
80 musicians have been 
part of Asleep at the 
Wheel since it was formed 
34 years ago. Along the 
way, the band has won 
nine Grammy Awards.

before strike is scheduled 
to end.

“There’s been three 
months’ negotiation. 
There’ve been six propos­
als. And the company’s 
position is that the cur­
rent proposal that’s in 
front o f the union is a fair 
plan, is a very good plan,” 
said Mike Marker, an 
SBC spokesman bas^ in 
Indiana.

The union, in a pre­
pared statement on its 
Web site, said the tactic 
by SBC and chief execu­
tive Ed Whitacre didn’t 
work and that the rank- 
and-nie remains united 
and determined to win 
contract improvements.

“This take-it-or-leave-it 
threat is clearly intended 
to intimidate us and 
divide us. Perhaps the 
company thinks it can 
undermine member sup­
port for our negotiators, 
or get ns to alter our strat­
egy,.”. iihe CWA statement 
read.' “ I f  so, tnahageitteht 
clearly misreads our 
membership at SBC and 
our union. I f  we really

needed any more incen­
tive to stand strong and 
united, Whitacre’s mes­
sage certainly gave it to 
us.”

An after-hours tele­
phone call to CWA head­
quarters in Washington, 
D.C., was not immediate­
ly returned early Friday.

SBC, the second-largest 
of the four “Baby Bell” 
local-phone providers and 
by far the most profitable 
in 2003, said about 40,000 
managers, contract work­
ers and retirees will cover 
key tasks during the 
strike.

CWA represents more 
than 100,000 SBC workers 
in 13 states: Texas, 
Arkansas, California, 
Connecticut, Illinois, 
Indiana, Kansas,
Michigan, Missouri, 
Nevada, Ohio, Oklahoma 
and Wisconsin.

Dozens of members of 
CWA Local 6143 in San 
Antonio were on the pick­
et line at 12:01 a.m. 
Friday, when the strike 
officially began. They 
cheered loudly when the 
operators were > escorted 
out of the SBC building 
by union leaders.

A  23-year SBC employ­
ee, Belous went through

the last CWA strike 
against SBC a four- 
week walkout in 1983. “ It 
almost killed me,” she 
remembered. “I ’m pray­
ing it won’t be that 
again.”

Belous knows many of 
the frll-in operators here, 
among them managers 
who used to work along­
side her, and she says 
there were no hard feel­
ings. She even gave some 
of them hugs before leav­
ing.

But, she said, “There’s 
no way the people in that 
building can perform the 
duties that I’ve done for 
23 years.”

SBC said consumers 
would see no immediate 
effect of the strike, but 
problems were evident 
just moments after it 
began. A reporter in Los 
Angeles who called direc­
tory assistance at 12:05 
a.m. first received a 
recorded message saying 
SBC was having trouble 
handling the call, and 
subsequent calls rang 
unanswered.

after their shift and 
joined their ranks.

Employee Robert Brown 
believes the company is 
obligated to provide its 
workers with adequate 
benefits.

“I have two children, so 
benefits are everything,” 
said Brown, who lives in 
nearby Middletown.

SBC has proposed a 4 
percent lump-sum pay­
ment to workers in the 
first year of its proposed 
five-year deal, with annu­
al base-pay increases of at 
least 2.25 percent in the 
next four years. But it is 
also asking workers for 
higher medical co-pay­
ments.

CWA spokeswoman 
Candice Johnson said the 
company’s proposal 
would increase the aver­
age worker’s monthly 
health care expense to 
about $70, double the 
amount under the expired 
contract.

And because SBC’s rev­
enue from its core local-

phone service is drop­
ping, the union wants its 
members to have access 
to jobs in growing areas 
within the company, 
among them Internet sup­
port, wireless data service 
and call centers. Outside 
contractors, including 
those with workers in 
low-wage overseas loca­
tions, now handle most of 
that work.

Guitars have a way about them, 
something I cannot explain. 
They’ve saved my hind end more 
than once. As a teenager, we 
somewhat naturally 
wanted what we 
weren’t supposed to 
have.

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U.S. forces battle cleric’s militia
KARBALA, Iraq (AP) — American AC- 

130 gimships and tanks pounded militia 
positions early Friday near two shrines 
in the center of the holy city o f Karbala, 
and the U.S. military said it killed 18 
fighters loyal to a rebel cleric. Hospital 
officials said the dead included two 
Iranian pilgrims.

U.S. forces witiidrew from a mosque in 
the city center that had been used by 
insurgents as a base of operations, but 
said patrols in the city would continue.

Fighting between American forces and 
cleric Muqtada al-Sadr’s militia was also 
heavy in Najaf and neighboring Kufa, 
south o f Baghdad. Explosions rocked the 
center of Nqjaf, near local government 
buildings, and Friday prayers were can­
celed because of the violence. A huge 
fire blazed in a vegetable market.

House expands child tax credit
WASHINGTON (AP) -  A vote to pre­

serve and expand a $1,000 child tax cred­
it topped a month of House work high­
lighting President Bush’s tax cuts dur­
ing this election year.

House lawmakers have voted in suc­
cession to lock down the president’s tax 
cuts, a broadened bottom tax bracket 
and adjustments to the alternative min­
imum tax so that levy on wealthy tax 
dodgers wouldn’t snare more unsuspect­
ing families.

The House voted 271-139 on Thursday

to add the $1,000 child tax credit to the 
list of tax reductions they want to safe­
guard. The bill would cut taxes $228 bil­
lion over a decade and stop the child 
credit from dropping to $700 next year.

The Senate plans to wrap extensions of 
the three popular tax cuts into one bill 
and pass it later this year. The 
Republican budget passed in the House 
envisions a final bill that stops short of 
making the tax cuts permanent and 
instead calls for a one-year extension.

Death row inmate back in court
BEAUMONT (AP) — Records from ele­

mentary school, the military and prison 
support claims that the state’s longest- 
serving death row inmate is mentally 
retarded, a forensic psychologist testi­
fied Thursday.

Attorneys asked the death sentence be 
commuted to life in prison for Walter 
Bell, who 29 years ago Thursday arrived 
on death row. They contend he should 
not be executed for the 1974 slayings of 
a Port Arthur couple under a U.S. 
Supreme Court decision banning execu­
tion of retarded people. Prosecutors 
don’t believe the ruling applies to Bell.

“The legal landscape has changed a lot 
in the last 30 years,’’ William Christian, 
Bell’s lawyer, said at an evidentiary 
hearing. “The fact that Mr. Bell is men­
tally retarded has not.”

Rod Conerly, a Jefferson County pros­
ecutor, questioned the validity of many 
of the IQ tests and results cited by Mary

Lay, Skilling claim retirement cash
HOUSTON (AP) — A federal judge has 

approved three deals that will partially 
settle lawsuits accusing those oversee­
ing Enron Corp. retirement funds failed 
to meet their fiduciary duties.

U.S. District Judge Melinda Harmon 
on Thursday indicated she is inclined to 
give preliminary approval next week to 
a deal that could get employees most of 
an additional $85 million from Enron’s 
insurance policies.

The former employees have contended 
in a class-action lawsuit that they lost 
more than $1 billion because the now- 
bankrupt energy company and its offi­
cers failed to execute their duties in 
administering Houston-based Enron’s 
pension plan.

Although federal fines and fees by 
plaintiffs attorneys will probably con­

sume about 20 percent o f the total, the 
remaining $69 million could be split by 
as many as 20,000 former and current 
Enron employees.

The employee retirement plans plum­
meted in value when the company’s 
stock fell to less than $1 a share. Before 
Enron collapsed in bankruptcy amid a 
sea of scandal in 2001, the stock sold for 
up to $80 a share.

Doctors, patients praise pumps
HOUSTON (AP) -  A small blood 

pump not only bolstered 19-year-old 
Everardo Flores’ failing heart but also 
his self-esteem.

“When I was in school I would fall 
asleep in every class. I thought I could­
n’t learn,” said Flores, who in 
November became the first U.S. patient 
to receive the next generation in heart 
pumps. “ It was just I was so tired. But 
then they put the pump in and there 
hasn’t been a limit ... I feel good with 
it.”

Flores is one of many patients who 
have received left ventricular assist 
devices at the Texas Heart Institute, 
which for more than 30 years has pio­
neered work in the development of this 
medical technology.

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ITS  GOOD FOR YOUR GAME

Continue through 
your finish position 
to an after-finish

T he golf swing ends in a pose that takes 
energy to sustain. After you’ve fired 
the club head through the hitting area, 

the momentum of your club, hands and arms 
has pulled your body into the position I am 
demonstrating in the first photo below. I’m 
standing erect, looking over my right arm, 
watching the ball fly toward the target with 
all my weight on my front foot.

However, contrary to what the word “fin­
ish” implies. I’m not done yet. 'To successftil- 

‘ ly complete a swing, you should allow 
momentum to rebound your body into the 
position I call the “after-finish,” as demon­
strated in the bottom photo below. The key is 
to let your muscles come to rest in the low- 
energy after-finish position rather than the 
high-energy finish of the first photo.

There are three important reasons that 
you should continue through your finish 
position to an after-finish. First, it is much 
easier on your body. Holding the finish puts 
lots of strain on your back, and years of 
holding the finish could cause damage that, 
in the extreme, could require surgery.

Second, in a motion like the golf swing 
that contracts the muscles and stretches the 
tendons, your body seeks to retimn to the 
safety of the resting, non-tense state as soon 
as possible, and it is the after-finish that 
allows it to do so.

’Third, sustaining life is all about maintain­
ing energy levels, and even in such a minor 
event as a golf sw i^  the brain is true to its 
charter — conserving energy is much more 
efficient than having to replace it.

In photo 2, I’m continuing to watch the ball 
fly toward the target, but have rebounded 
with my upper arms against my body and 
the club shaft perpendicular to the ground 
with the club head directly above my hands. 
This is a very restftil position, a low-energy 
state my body eageriy seeks.

Holding the club head above my hands has 
effectively made the club head much lighter. I 
could stand this way for quite some time.
TTie only position more restful would be to 
let the dub slide through my hands and fall

a couple of Generation X kids.
When Se Ri Pak, 26, qualified for 

the Hall of Fame with her victory 
at the Michelob Ultra Open at 
Kingsmill, it marked the second 
consecutive LPGA player in her 
mid-20s to get elected. 'The other 
was Karrie Webb, who qualified 
four years ago at 25. Prior to that, 
Annika Sorenstam qualified at 29.

For most athletes, getting induct­
ed into their sport's Hall of Fame is 
the final achievement of their illus­
trious careers. But on the LPGA 
Tour, where induction is based 
purely on performance and not poli­
tics, you have the opportunity to get 
in before you’ve reached your 
prime.

Is that right? Has the LPGA gone 
from being too difficult to qualify 
for the Hall of Fame (only five play­
ers were inducted from 1965-1990) to 
too easy (six players have qualified 
since '90)7 Or is the tour just 
blessed to have three superstars 
playing at the same time who would 
have been Hall of Famers under 
any criteria?

“I think you’ve got to look at the 
people involved,” LPGA Tour 
Commissioner Ty Votaw said 
recently. “These three players are 
among the best who have ever 
played in any generation.

"When we revised our points for 
qualification into the Hall of Fame, 
I don’t think any of us would have

aniicipated these three would make 
it as fast as they did. But I don’t 
think that calls into question the 
credibility of the points. It just 
shows they’re great, great players.” 

Under the old system, a sliding 
scale was used where a player got in 
if she won 30 titles and two msqors, 
35 titles and one m^qor or 40 titles.

Now, it takes 27 points to get elect­
ed, with players receiving one point 
for a win or a m^qor award (Rookie 
of the Year, Player of the Year, Vare 
Trophy) and two points for a nugor. 
But they must have won a major 
award and they have to have been a 
member for at least 10 years —
Webb doesn’t get in until 2005, Pak 
in 2007.

A major reason why the LPGA’s 
version of the Big Thrw has gotten 
in so quickly is they’ve cleaned up 
in the majors, winning a combing 
16 championships. Under the old 
criteria, Webb (29 career titles, six

Judy Dickinson, who won four 

LPGA titles and was heavily 
involved with the committee that 
revamped the Hall of Fame criteria, 
insists it’s too early to know if the 
new requirements are too lenient. 
She points out the only active play­
ers within six points of qualifying 
are Laura Davies (25 points), 40, and 
Dottie Pepper (21), 38.

“When you look past those two, 
there isn’t a lot there,” Dickinson 
said. “I still don’t think it’s too easy 
JoAnne (Garner, a Hall of Famer 
also on the committee) thinks it’s 
too hard.”

Besides Davies and Pepper, the 
only two who have a realistic shot 
at qualifying are Meg Mallon, who 
at 41 has 18 points, and Liselotte 
Neumann, who has 13 points at 37. 

Still, in no other professional 
sport can a star get elected 
into the Hall of Fame in 
their mid-20s. One would 
think that would lead to a 
motivation. Webb averaged 
4.4 wins a year the five sea­

sons before qualifying, but 
only two wins a year since. By 

comparison, Sorenstam averaged 
three wins in her six seasons prior 
to getting elec^d, but 7.5 victories 
in the four yrare since.

“Making the Hall of Fame is one 
of their goals, but it’s not their only 
goal,” Votaw said! “Annika has 
found a way to just keep going.
She’s creat^ new goals for herself.”

TV gigs aside, 
Masters win 
hasn’t changed 
Mickelson

For those whose televisions 
have been broken since the 
azaleas peaked, the unofficial 

count shows Phil Mickelson appear­
ing on shows with Jay Leno, David 
Letterman and Craig Kilborn since 
winning the 2004 Masters.

He even opened a session at the 
New York Stock Exchange 

One week he had golf’s giant mon­
key on his back; the next week he 
was spending more time in makeup 
than on the practice range, getting 
more air time than Dr. Phil.

“I don’t feel too
differently” 
Mickelson said 
last week before 
competing in the 
Byron Nelson 
(^ssic  

“I haven’t been 
asked to sign too 
many Masters 
flags in the past,” 
Mickelson said. MKKELSON
“But I sure seem to be doing a lot vS. 
that lately, which is a good problem 
to have.”

Otherwise, nothing has changed 
for Mickelson, the energetic family 
man. He travels with his wife, Amy, 
and his three children whenever 
possible.

“This year’s been a lot of fun,” 
said Mickelson, meaning the golf 
part, which produced two victories 
and eight finishes in the top five. “I 
could really sense it was going to be 
a different year before the year start­
ed___ I’m to a wonder^ start
and I’m certainly excited by the 
prospects.”

Ilie credibility factor that always 
washes over a player after a major 
seems even greater with Mickelson,
wdio spent a decade as g ^ ’s tragic 
figmtl,Hlien wbij af Augusta'
Natkmal with an elecfrifyiag,4ind- 
hole birdie putt. Asked whether he 
feels Mickelson is acting differently 
since the Masters, Tiger Woods 
smiled and said, “Oh, yeah... I’ve 
never seen him on so many TV 
shows before.”

But do the players view Mickelson 
differently since the Masters?

“Not me,” Woods said, “because 
he always had the talent. We see him 
all the time. It doesn’t change. We 
knew he had the talent to win—  
He’s always been a very confident 
player.”

Woods said the difference might 
come in upcoming majors, begin­
ning with next month’s U.S. Open at 
Shinnecock Hills.

“I think the biggest thing for Phil 
in the ftiture is that he didn’t have 
[the Masters] handed to him,”
Woods said. “He actually went out 
and won it. I mean, Ernie [Els] did­
n’t dog it coming in. He played great 
golf. That’s going to serve [^ i l ]  well 
in the fhtiue.”

Keeping with what worked at 
Augusta, Mickelson will spend a 
couple of days playing Shinnecock 
before US. Open week, when he will 
hum 34. Nine years ago, Mickelson 
tied for fourth at Shinnecock, losing 
by four shots to Corey Pavin largely 
because he played the l6th hole in 4- 
overpar.

Third at Bethpage Black two years 
ago, Mickelson considers himself 
better equipped to contend at an 
Open, with his driver once again 
fHendly (65.1 percent of his fairways 
hit), his game plan more conserva­
tive and his short game solid. 
They’ve also removed many trees 
ftom Shiiuiecock, which could bring 
more wind to the tournament. And 
by increasing the shaved areas 
around the greens, they become 
more, wdl, Augusta-like.

“I’ve been able to drive it well 
enough in Opens to contend,” 
Mickelson said. “I’m certainly not 
going to hit every fairway... But 
Tve noticed this year that when I do 
miss a fairway it’s by a mudi small­
er amount”

EQUIPMENT ASK THE PRO

How light b  just righe
New space-age materials 

for drivers have done wonders 
’ for the average golfer ’The the­
ory is sound; You can swing a 
li fte r  driver faster, and more 
club-head speed can translate 
into more distance.

Plus, a driver that’s too 
heavy (even by just a few 
grams) leads to fatigue, foster­
ing the feeling that “effort” is 
the answer. It feels as if you 
must speed up the club ̂  
manlp^ting it, and this 
leads to balance problems and 
inconsistent shots, especially 
at the end of a round when 
energy reserves run thin.

There is, however, a point 
of diminishing returns that 
varies fimm golfer to golfer. 
Drivers that are too light can 
produce slower swing speeds, 
just the opposite of what you 
want. Using a driver that is 
too light makes it difficult to 
feel where the club head is 
during the swing, and this 
leads to a higher percentage 
of off-center hits and Incon­
sistent shots.

Here’s what I suggest to 
find that happy medium 
between too heavy and too 
light. First, try out new driv­
ers immediately after a round

to find one that you can hit 
consistently while still 
fatigued. You want one that 
you can rip off the 18th tee as 
well as you do off the first tee.

Second, to maximize both 
distance and accuracy, identi­
fy the lightest driver that 
yields the most consistent 
center hits by visiting an 
experienced PGA club-fitter 
who will use Impact tape to 
chart your face impacts. You 
won’t end up with the lightest. 
driver on the market, but you 
will find the lightest one 
that’s right for you.
