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Windmill Replica
MarkedFor History

A large crowd of onlookers,
who sought relief from thesun
beneath a few small trees near
Llttlefield's replica of thefamed
XlT's World's
paid tribute to a way of life
on the plains here Friday with
the dedication of a TexasState
Historical Marker for thewind-
mill.

The marker Is before the
1 ot of the original

windmill which
was located on theYellow House
Ranch and was the tallestof335
windmills on that ranch, until
It was blown over by high winds
In 1926.

Arthur P. DugganJr., of
the late Arthur P. Duggan, who
is known as the "Father of
Llttlefield" introduced his
nephew, David B. Gracy II,
grandson of Llttlefield's
founder. Gracy deliveredthe
history of the windmill on the
plains and thoseon
the XIT Ranch.

Gracy, who stood at the foot
of the replica, traced thehistory
of the windmill from the early
1880's to thcvanlshlngscenesof
today.

He said thatsome could wake
up In the morning and "tell by
the creaks and groans of the
windmill Just what theweather
would be that day."

The "faithful and unmistak-
able sign human habitation"
was a welcdme signto travelers
who passedthrough
and many stoppedat the tallest
windmill on the X1T Ranch for
a refreshing drink for-thel- r

"Timlllea and their livestock.
Gracy reminded his hearers

that the windmill"
often madea differencebetween
poverty and plenty, and "with
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water on ths land, settled agri-
culture at last was possible."

George U White, nephew of
Major GeorgeW. Llttlefield, for
whom Llttlefield is named,un-

veiled the markerand read the
Inscription.

"Replica ofXIT'SGlantWlnd-ml- ll

Yellow House Division of
3,050,000 acre X1T Ranch built
(1887) a 132-fo- ot windmill
southwest of here. Set In a
canyon, It had to be tall to
catch breezes and pump water.
It was known as the world's
tallestwindmill until ltwas top-

pled by winds in 1926. This
replica was erected May 27,
1969."
