Their effect in comt
serving soil woisture, prevemting movement
of the soil by winds, and in increasing crop
yields has alse beem noted.-—Santa Fe New
Mexican.

Electric Light Cheaper
Than Candlelight

A community seeking lower elec_tric
rates had a “dine by candelight”’ campaign.
This led to an experiment to determine the
relative cost of candlelight and electric
light.

Several 10-inch candles were purchas-
ed at a price ranging from 5c¢ to 13¢ each.
These candles burned, on the average, five
and three-fourths hours each, at an average
cost pr candle of about 2 cents. ;

Fifty of these candles would have
been necessary to give the same illumina-
tion as a 50-watt Mazda lamp. At 10 cents
per kilowatt hour for a 50-watt lamp for
five and three-fourths hours would have
cost about 2 and three-fourths cents. Fifty
candles burning at a cost of 2¢c per hour,
per candle, would mean a cost of $1.00 per
hour of $5.76 for five and three-fourths
hours. This means that in this case electric
light service was more than 200 times
cheaper than candlelight service.
