Dr. Vincent was a reseach sci-
entist with the Texas Nuclear Cor-
poration in 1959-60 where he con-
ducted research with high enery
neutrons,

His publications have appeared
in various scientific and technic-
a journals, including the Texas
Journal of Science, Bulletin of the
American Physical Society, and
the Physical Review, He is co-
author of a two - volume labora-
tory manual for an introductory
college physics course,

He is currently a member of
the Board of Directers of the San
Angelo Board of City Develop-
ment, the San Angelo Symphony
Board, the Advisory Board of St
John's Hospital, the State Colllege
and Universitiy Presidents’ Ad-
vistory Committee to the Coord-
inating Board, Texas College and
University System. and the Board
of Directors and Executive Com-
mittee of the Western Informa-
tion Network Association, He is
listed in American Men of Sci-
ence, Leaders in American Sci-
ence, and Who's Who in Amen-
cen Education.
