Army fete
stirs years
of memory

The Salvation Army and former fire chief H.V.
“Burr”’ Crocker came to Big Spring at the same time

~ December 1929, and ever since then the army and
the fire department have worked together on projects
to help the needy, Crocker said.

The Salvation Army is dedicating its new building at
West Fifth and San Antonio Streets in a ceremony that
began at 1:45 p.m. today

Crocker came to Big Spring as a firefighter from
Lufkin. He was 26 years old and comprised half of the
city’s two-man fire department. The mayor was
Charles Cunningham, co-owner of Cunningham and
Phillips drug store

After a fire in a local store, Cunningham’s partner
Shine Phillips brought Crocker a collection of burnt
toys to repair and give to the Salvation Army

““We painted them yellow. It was the only kind of
paint we had,”” Crocker said

It was a humble beginning for the Army, he said
The local organization remained small until the 1940s

— when it was moved into the second story of the new
fire station at City Hall, Nolan and Fourth streets.

““It really started banging in '43,"" he said.

That year firefighters began repairing toys for the
Army regularly, and began the Christmas Cheer Fund
for that purpose, Crocker said

Bob Whipkey, then Herald publisher, initiated the
fund, which was used to buy wholesale bicycle parts
a large expense, Crocker said.

Reba Baker, secretary at the First National Bank,
acted as treasurer for the money, he said.

Funds also were raised to purchase milk and ice for
children, and medicine for the needy, he said.

Crocker worked for the city 43 years, and was fire
chief 28 of those years, he said. He retired in 1971.

Today, the Army raises thousands of dollars and
serves hundreds of local needy residents through its
association with the United Way and in other
programs. :

It runs a thrift store and a welfare center, gives
energy assistance to low income residents, shelter for
rape victims and battered women and children, and
sponsors a youth training program

It provides a summer youth feeding program,
disaster relief, holiday dinners for the elderly and toy
donations for underprivileged children.

The Christmas Cheer and Winter Relief Fund raised
$35,127 last year, compared to $31,000 the year before.

More shelter can be devoted to women traveling
alone with small children thanks to the new building,
