A writer in the Outlook has 
startled the country by tlie 
statement that there are (K»,(XO 
professional trampsi _.in the 
United States and t-hat they 
cost the country sj*! l,0O(),tH)n aj 
year. It is not exactly clear] 
how the learned gentlemen con- 
tirms h'is figures, but the}’ have 
been generally accepted ,as cor 
rect7 und all sorts of theories 
have been advanced looking to-* 
ward Itie ideal societj’ where 
there are no tramps/^All of 
which is interesting to a degree^, 
but in most cases there is shown 
a pronounced ignorance of hu­
man nature. and of the natural 
nomadic instinct of man. 
There i.s, too, ^  wide difference 
between the tramp and the bum 
— the tramp will WQxk and the 
bum will not. The figures in 
the Outlook undoubtedly refer 
to the bums, for there are in the 
United States at least l[(XM),()(X)

tramps, who. are , essentially 
such. For the most part of 
them are tradesmen, printers, 
cigarmakcrs, tailors, carpe 
ters, plumbers, bakers, railrrad- 
ers and the like, who are con­
stantly drifting. TKey 'may 
never use the “ bllan baggage,” 
the “ side doo/ pullman” or 
walk; p e rb a ^  they never ask 
or recei\Mi^ cent in charity, but 
t h e y t r a m p s  to all intents 
and [lurposis^ ^hey work in a 
town until they are tired of it, 
and then move on. In this way 
they travel all over the Union, 
sometimes ail over the world. 
A" great majority of these 
tramps in time begin to tire of 
wandering, marry and settle 
down and, by rea.son of their 
worldly experience and contact 
with the rough spots in the 
road, Invariably make good c it­
izens. Sometimes with them 
the roving fever i.s strong and 
hard to r.esist and it requires no 
little determination to conquer 
it, but thd love of home most 
often prevails. Many a staid 
citizen of this origin greets you 
each day with a pk asant smile 
and seems absolutely content, 
when in fact he would walk 
around a blpck to keep from see­
ing a bluebird, and the whistle 
of “every, outgoing train makes 
him sniff the air like a war 
liorse. It awakens tlie gypsy
