Violence Flares Again In Iranian Cities
TEHRAN. Iran (API —  Sporadic riol- 

ing broke out Hi Tehran today as Iran ob­
served a second day of mourning (or the 
hundreds killed ia the past year of dem­
onstrations against Shah Mohammad Re- 
u  Pahlavi.

Four persons were reported killed Sun­
day. Ihe first day of the IwtKlay mourn­
ing period. Hi riols in Tehran and six oth­
er cities. One man was reported wounded 
by poiae gunfire in Tehran today.

Hundreds of demonstrators roamed 
through midtown Tehran in small 
groups, shouting "Down with the shah!'* 
Mobile troops with riot gear moved 
quickly to disperse (he groups as soon as 
(hey formed.

Thousands of mourners gathered at 
Tehran's main cemetery, and the mili- 
lary kept out of sight (hera.

In Ihe holy city of Qom. M miles south 
of the capital. 100.000 persons marched 
through the strerls, but no violeace was 
,rrported.

Commerce, disrupted by strikes and a 
nationwide fuel shortage, was at a stand­
still lor the second straight day. ‘

Hundreds of protesters demanduig the 
shah's abdication set (Hes and smashed 
windows Sunday in Tehran. Military pol- 
H« scattered the mobs with tear gas and 
gunfire, and one person was killed. The 
capilal had enjoyed comparative calm for 
the previous (our days svhile Prime MHi-

ister Shahpoor Bakhtiar't new govero- 
menl was HisUHed.

Youths Hi Tehran abouted a new slogan 
today, "Bakhtiar strike." apparently a 
caR (or a strike to protest the new prHne 
mHiisIrr's threeday-old government.

Ohio, and formed the TD G  in Sep­
tember I97li

Pad. 31 is TD G ‘s only full-time organ­
iser today. He says goals (or the next six 
months are to double membership, win 
|wsts in local union electiom. and inftu- 
eiH-e the course of context talks.

Pali teams with Pete Camarata. a 285- 
pound loading dock worker who gained 
TDG its (irsi publicity in 1975 by being 
the only one of 1750 delegates to oppose 
FiUsimmons' re-election at Las Vegas. 
On the lo.st day of that convention, be was 
beaten in front of the Aladdin Hotel and 
Casino as Fitrsimmciis climbed into a car 
a few feet away.

Now. Camarata says he plans to run 
against Fitzsimmons in 1961.

"H  there was an open electioa Frank 
(■Itzsimmons wouldn't stand a chance." 
claims Paff. pointing as trucks go by on a 
busy street outside TDlI's second-floor 
oflHT over a dnig.store. "1 think you 
could stand out there all day. ask the 
drners and couldn't find one who would 
vole (or Fitzsimmons —  and this is his

town."
TD G  leaders insist they want to reform 

the union, aad Paff says the TDG  wanU 
"to rewrite the international consUtn- 
tioa" to probibit boldtag multipit un­
ion jobs, to ban patronage, to prohibit 
membership for anyone convicted of a fe­
lony. and to elect the general president 
by vote of the entire membership, not 
just convention (letogatet.

"Last lime we were one vote. By 1981, 
we want to be a force, not the biggest 
(one. just a (one." says Paff. And he 
odds (hat by (he 1986 convention, the 
TDG may be able to throw the old guard 
out.

Camarata is a co-chairman of TDU's 
sleerii^ committee, and a steward in Lo­
cal 299 here —  the home unit not only of 
FiU.simmons but of missing ex-Teams- 
(ers boss James R. Hoffa.

With 500 members, it is TDll's largest 
chapter, and Hoffa's rank-and-file popu­
larity is a point not lest on the TD G . Its 
members frequently lout their cause 
with favorable references to him.

Hoffa. when he went to prison in 1967. 
entrusted union leadership to Fitzsim­
mons and later resigned as president, let- 
ling Fitzsimmons 1^ elected on his own. 
Hut when Hoffa went free, he xcused 
Fitz.simmons of having conspired with 
the Nixon White House to write a restric­

tion into his parole barring him from un­
ion activity until 1180 an allegation 
Fitzsinunons denied. After Hoffa van­
ished in 1975. federal investigators said 
they believed he was slain by organized 
crime figures who wanted the Teamsten 
power structure undisturbed.

Now Camarata fights in Fitzsimmons' 
home base. He lost a bid (or the local vice 
presidency in 1977. Lo.st year, 63 percent 
of those voting —  just short of the needed 
two-thirds —  fa v o ^  a TDG-inspired call 
(or elected, rather than appointed, busi­
ness agents. Camarata says another such 
drive will be mounted this year.

One result TDG  members say. is that 
Fitz.simmons has become uncertain of 
how he would be received in his home lo­
cal. "There's a lot of old Hoffa support­
ers here." says Camarata. "And Filzie 
doesn't like b«ng .seen with me. He's a 
finicky okl guy."

Fitzsimmon's other swipes at dissi­
dents Include this statement on Oct. 5. 
1978: '^hese liars and cheap shot artists 
.. call the best pension plans in America 

a sellout ... They call the most de­
mocratic institution that God ever put on 
this earth a tyranny ... They call me a tool 
of organized crime ... 1 call them a pack 
ol lying jackals ... It is obvious (hat their 
.sole mission Is to try to tear the Teams-' 
t m  union apart."
