After reverting to a savage state,
two German police dogs who have
ben a serious menace to farmers
and stockmen in the southeastern
part of Haskell county, paid with
their lives Friday and Saturday for
the depredationsaccredited to them
upon the flocks and herdsof resi-

dents of that section.
For the past stx months, farm-

ers residing in the Weaver com-
munity seven m'-fc-s southeast of
Haskell, had suffered from inroads
upon their flocks of chickens and
turkeys, with occasionally a vounc
calf missing thought to .. be the
work of a pack of wolves or coy
otes. Recently, however, two huge
dogs had been seen in the vicinity,
arousing the suspicion that they
might be the evil-doer- Thursday
of this week, Tom Ballard, a ranch-
man of that section, in riding
through one of his pasturesthrough
a chaparral thicket saw two Ger-
man police dogs, and came to the
conclusion that they might have re-

verted to a wild state'.
Accordingly, E. B. '.McDonald, a

neighbor, was told of the occurence,
and on Friday morning !McDona!d
made his way to the thicket. Upon
his approach, the two dogs emerg-
ed as if to attack him. After one
of the beastshad been shot, Mc-
Donald stated that the' other ani-

mal retreated. Returning Saturday
morning he was successful in bag
ging the second. Both of the ani-

mals were unusually large for their
type, the hunter said.

A sum of money in excess of
is expected to paid to

Haskell county farmers within the
next four months on cotton con-
tracts, corn-ho- reduction contracts
and from the wheat crop, unless
unforseen circumstances prevent,
and while the figures are only ten-
tative, they are based upon prev-
ious estimatesand from the amount

The first payment from cotton
of cotton allowed this county in
1034.

contracts, which is c'xpectcd some
time in June, will total approxi-
mately S2I3.I0S.00, with the second
payment in August amounting to
the same figures. The third pay-
ment, which will be on a parity
basis, cannot be estimated at this
time. The amount of cash which
the Haskell county farmers will
receive is based on the 43,880 net
weight 500-poun-d bales which was
recently allowed. However the
amount of money which will be
received this year totals favorably
with the amountof between $585,000
the farmers last year from the
to $000,000 which was received by
plow-u- p campaign inaugurated by
the government.

While the corn-ho-g contracts in '

Haskell county will not number as
large as in some other counties in
this section the farmers signing
will receive in the neighborhood of
$18,000 from a total of M3 contracts,
so Maxwell states.

With Haskell county experienc
ing Dotn "wet and dry areas,
it is not expected that the wheat
yield will be any larger in 1931 than
in previous years, although more
acreage has been planted to that
crop. In average' years of produc
tion, the crop brings approximately
$700,000, and unless further dam-
age results from rust and drouth,
the above stated amount is expect-
ed to be realized.

HUGE AMOUNT IN TAX

Austin, 'May 23. Few Texans real-iz- e

how much the oil industry, often
the butt of demagogs, contributes
to the general welfare of the State.
A survey of the industry, just com-
pleted by the Texas Petroleum
Council, discloses, among other
things, that it pays approximately
$0,000,000.00 in local and Sl'i.OOO,- -

000.00 in state ad valorem taxes an
nually.

It also paid, in 1933, thc following
additional taxes: gross production
$3,907,348.39; Pipe lines $359,155.00;
Natural and casing-hea-d gasoline
tax, ; Franchise tax,
$3S5,E90.00; miscellaneous, $75314.-00-,

It collected for the state
through gasoline taxes $30,055,288,-00-.

The' industry had a payroll last
year of $150,000,000.00 approximate
ly, ilt (employed directly 134,000
people, while many more thousands,
such as drilling and teaming con
tractors and their crews, looked to
it for their livelihoods. Using the
family, it can readily be seen that
an average of four persons to the
well over half a million people are
directly supportedby oil, and on a
living standard much better than
that in most industries.

In addition to its payroll, the oil
industry paid out last vear $13,500,-000.0- 0

in lease rentals. $31,000,000 for
rovaltv oil. and Wj.OOO.OOO.OO as
lease bounses. It mailed an esti-

mated average of 100.000 separate
rovaltv checks each month.

The" r. ilroad freight bill for pe-

troleum and its products alone was
more than $19,000.00000 for the
year, wthout considering freight
"charged for hauling various types
of oil field and refinery equipment,
which undoubtedly totalled as
much again.

The industry's outlay for mater-
ials, supplies and services, not in-

cluded in the above specific items,
was more than $200,000,000. The
larger companies paid $112,000,000
for oil independently produced,
thus bringing the total expenditure

Farmer's wives formerly looked upon the poultry
flock as merely a meansof better providing for the fam-
ily table, with possibly a little 'pin money" from the sur-
plus chickens and eg?s. For thesepurpose it was not
thought that any particular care was necessary in the
selectionof breedsor in the general handling of the
flock.

But the idea is fast being discardedand the thrifty
farm home maker now looks upon her poultry as, an im-

portant source of cash income. She has found that it is
little more trouble to have a big flock than it is to have
a small fiock, and the big flock is the money-make-r.

Not only does shehave larger flocks nowadays, but
she has better stock and employs scientific methods in
her poultry raising. More attention is given to proper
feeding and sanitation; poor layers are culled out. infer-
tile egpsare produced and they are marketedclean, and
graded according to size and color.

A good-size- d flock of pure-bre-d chickens affords
one o: the most dependablesourcesof farm income.

THE CIVIL CONSERVATION CORPS

The Civil Conservation Corps is one of the finest
venturesof the New Deal. Besides the valuable work
that is being done it is giving large numbers of young
men whose morale was imperiled by the depression an
educationin service as well as in self-suppo-rt and self-respe-ct.

It has given employment to 600,000 men in its first
year of existence. There are now 300.000 on its rolls.
Each man enrolled allots from 520 to $25 o: his S30
monthly pay to his family, checks for these allotments
being mailed direct to parentsfrom the War Department
finance offices. In one state alone, Pennsylvania, boys
have sent home to dependentfamilies more than $4,500,-00- 0

since the program began a year ago. That is a
mighty fine record of help extended to the folks back
home and addsto the evidence that the CCC is a worth-
while undertakingthatshould bemade a permanentfea-
ture of American national life.

DEPOSIT INSURANCE WORKS WELL

While the bank deposit insurance plan, like the Fed-
eral ReserveSystem, was not welcomed by many bank-
ers, it appearsto be working very successfully. Not a
single bank has failed since the plan was put in opera-
tion.

Throughout the country insured deposits (up to
$2,500) increased some $450,000,000during the first
two nronths. January and February, o: the new plan.
This brought the total of such deposits up to $15,500,-000,00-0

for the nation.
New York leads with li.417.34S insured accounts

guaranteedat $5.513.$23,000and Pennsylvania is second
with 5,935.152accounts for $i.5S4,074,000.

Nothing has aided the restorationof confidence in
reopenedbanks like the insured deposit plan, and it
should, and doubtlesswill be a permanentcomer-ston- e

in our national banking system. With deposits guaran-
teed there is no dangero: a run on banks and they need
sot remain in a super-liqui-d condition.

SENATOR'S EXPENSES

Considerablecommenthas beencausedby the publi-
cation in the New York Times of some items in the ex-
pense account of the United States Senate for the last
fiscal year, including S44.147 for stationery.S64.000for
restaurant meals. SS.000 for barber bills and $6,350 for
mineral waters.

Minor items include 500 aspirin tablets,3 pounds of
bicarbonate of soda, five gallons of witch hazel and
small amounts of bromo-seltze- r, soda mint tablets and
medicated alcohol.

While the amount involved in all these senatorial
perquisites is not sufficient to become a matter of na-
tional concern, it looks as if bills for purely personal ex-
pensesmight well be paid by the Senators themselves.
The example of such petty sponging by our national law-
makers is not inspiring.

Referring to the 500 aspirin tabletsconsumedby the
solons. the Free Pressthinks that these "do not represent
the total amount of headachewhich the Senatehas cost
the country."

Q. WiU the act be difficult to
administer?

A. There are always difficulties
with any new measure. The Bank-hea-d

act is a pioneering measure
which calls for patience, complete
cooperation, and above all under-
standing of the reason why such a
measure was enactedinto law. The
reason or such action by congress
was the demand from cotton pro-
ducers. The" reason for the demand
by cotton producers grew out of
the r fight for control andbet-
ter prices. The greatestdifficulties
will be encounteredat the outset.
Once we are under way annoying
problems will be solved and the
path for satisfactory administration
smoothed.
