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CAP GRIS NEZ, France (AP) — Bryan Allen, a 26-year-old Californian, fu-
riously pedaled a flying bicycle resembling a giant dragonfly 22 miles cross the
English Channel today to become the first person to make the flight by human
power alone and win a prize of some $200,000. He was welcomed with red,
white and blue flowers and champagne.

Allen, wearing shorts, crash helmet, cycling shoes and a life jacket, steered
his 50-pound Gossamer Albatross through gusty winds to a beach landing at
Cap Griz Nez two hours and 49 minutes after taking off from England, the
International Aeronautical Federation said. It was the longest flight of its kind
ever and Allen’s speed ranged from six to 10 knots.

A posy of red, white and blue flowers with miniature French and Ameri-
can flags was thrust into his hands by Marie Agnieray, the American wife of a
retired French merchant marine officer chosen for the honor because she was
the only American resident of the little beach resort town. Champagne was
Uuickly broken out.

Stepping out of the fragile craft with a 90-foot wingspan, Allen, a bioche-
mist and racing cyclist from Bakersfield, said, ‘‘Right now, I feel marvelous,
but about two minutes ago I didn't feel good at all because I had strong
cramps in both my calves and one of my thighs.”

Allen, who is about 6 feet tall and weighs 137 pounds, said the toughest
part of the crossing was half-way between the takeoff point at Warren near
Folkestone and the French coast.

“The swell was strong and the associated turbulence was strong too,” said
Allen, whose craft was guided by a fleet of small boats and was rarely more
than 15 feet above the water.

Allen approached the coast at the rocky foot of Cap Gris Nez, and despite
increasingly turbulent winds which swung the Albatross almost to within inch-
es of the water, he steered it around the rocks and on to smooth sand.

In the confusion of the landing, handlers could not secure the craft quickly
enough and the 45-foot left wing, made of artificial fibers and resins, snapped

in a gust of wind. Allen looked at the wing and said: “‘That's a bit of a drag.”
Despite the tremendous effort he had exerted, Allen grinned broadly and

Charges Against Waddill Dismissed

SANTA ANA, Calif. (AP) — A judge
dismissed murder charges against Dr
William Waddill after a jury deadlocked
in the doctor’s second trial for the death
of a baby who survived an abortion

The decision Monday followed the
Jury's announcement that it stood 11-1
for acquittal, with the lone holdout ada-
mant for conviction. A jury last year ran
into an impasse with the vote 7-5 to ac-
quit

““There comes a time, as in medicine,
when someone has to pull the plug.”
said Superior Court Judge Byron McMil-
lan. I am going to do that, and on my
own motion this case is dismissed.

The ruling meant that Waddill cannot
be prosecuted again on the charge. But
for the 43-year-old doctor, who main-
tained his innocence in the death of
“Baby Girl Weaver” for two years, it
was not enough.

“I am very disappointed,” said Wad-
dill, once one of the most prominent ob-
stetrician-gynecologists in Orange Coun-
ty. He said his career would remain un-
der a cloud without an acquittal.

“I just don’t see how anybody could
have held out on something like this,"
he said, referring to the lone juror who
forced McMillan to declare a mistrial.

Waddill's attorney, Charles Weed-
man, said, “We are particularly dis-
tressed that we cannot have a verdict in
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this case. Dr. Waddill's problems will
continue because we do not have a clear
verdict.”

The jury spent 48 hours over nine
days considering the case against Wad-
dill, accused of first-degree murder for
allegedly strangling the baby girl when
she unexpectedly survived a saline abor-
tion

Jury foreman James Bartel said most
of the panel believed Waddill's testimo-
ny that 18-year-old Mary Weaver's baby
was in her death throes when he saw her
the night of March 2, 1977, and no one
could have saved her

"I have no doubt that what he told us
was what really happened,” Bartel said.
"“He's a professional person, very exact
in his testimony, very truthful I think. [
had no trouble believing him.”

But Bartel, who is dean of students
in the Orange United School District,

said he and some other jurors did not
believe Dr. Ronald Cornelsen, Waddill's
chief accuser. Cornelsen said he saw
Waddill strangle the infant

“1 questioned his credibility,” said
Bartel

Brezhnev Says Meeting
Important To Relations

MOSCOW (AP) — President Leonid
Brezhnev says he hopes his meeting with
President Carter this weekend will be an
“important stage” in the development
of peaceful Soviet-American relations
and the prevention of nuclear war.

Speaking at a Kremlin dinner Mon-
day night in honor of Prime Minister
Morarji Desai of India, the Soviet leader
also said the SALT II agreement he and
Carter will sign in Vienna “is a very im-
portant step to contain the arms race."

Brezhnev's speech was reported by
Tass, the Soviet news agency.

On Treaty Bill

WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Carter, in a flip-flop, got House leaders
to cancel action today on a bill to carry
out the treaties turning the Panama
Canal over to Panama.

House leaders decided last week to
cancel today's vote for fear the bill
would be defeated but then agreed at
Carter's request to go ahead with it.

But in a turnabout Monday Carter
asked the leaders to delay the vote and
they agreed, leadership sources said.

Carter decided not to risk the vote on
advice of congressmen who predicted he
would lose, said two sources who asked
not to be named

Carter aides, however, now think
they have the votes Lo win

At the White House Monday night,
the president told about 60 House mem-
bers that the United States “will violate
its sacred word of honor' if too many
changes are made in the bill

And he described the vote on the bill
as “the most important for our nation”
that any House member will cast this
year

The treaties turn the canal over to
Panama on Oct. 1, but provide for U.S.
operation of the waterway unul Dec. 31,
1999, and annual payments to Panama
during that time of about $75 million a
vear
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Indian sources said Brezhnev ap-
peared well during the dinner. They said
his speech was slurred but understanda-
ble, adding that the 72-year-old leader
appeared alert during talks Monday and
spoke on some subjects without refer-
ring to his position paper.

The Soviet leader's health has been
the subject of continuing rumors, espe-
cially since the April visit of French
President Valery Giscard d'Estaing,
when sources said, Brezhnev appeared
noticably feeble and disoriented

Citing the detente agreements which
his Moscow summit with President Nix-
on produced in 1972, he said the Soviet
Union and the United States “assumed
mutual pledges to build their relations
on the principles of peaceful coexistence
and to do everything to prevent an out-
break of nuclear war."

“We would like the coming meeting,
the first one in five years, to become an
important stage in the further develop-
ment of Soviet-American relations pre-
cisely on this basis,” Brezhnev contin-
ued

“On our part, we shall be doing ever-
ything possible for this."

The Soviet president's first public
statement on the coming summit meet-
ing coincided with a marked improve-
ment in the treatment of Carter by the
Soviet press. Accused a year ago of

trying to destroy detente, the American
president is now praised as a ‘“‘sober-
minded statesman” and a ‘“reasonable
politician.”

Brezhnev in his dinrer speech said
China's “‘recent aggression in Vietnam"
and its threats to “take up arms again to
teach somebody ‘a lesson’ ... create con-
siderable dangers for Asian countries.”
But he called attention to current discus-
sions in which the Soviet and Chinese
governments are trying to organize nego-
tiations “'to bring relations between the
two countries into a more normal chan-
nel.”

Brezhnev said his government ““has
long been in favor of such talks” and
wants to normalize relations “‘on the ba-
sis of the principles of peaceful coexist-
ence

Desai in response endorsed the pro-
posed Soviet-Chinese negotiations, said
India was a “steadfast friend” of the So-
viet Union and reiterated his desire to
make the Indian Ocean ‘‘free of military

rivalry.”
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
