There may be still
others who will be against study of the
project on grounds that federal forces
would bave something to do with it

While drought has accentuated our prob-
lem, few thinking people will contend that
even under pormal eor favorable circum-
stances that our prospects are for any-
thing but an Increasingly inadequate sup-
ply of water. Rep. Mabon pointed out cor-
reclly that “our wvast underground re-
sources are not sufficient to support in-
deflnitely the water needs of our Plains

There issa Umited
opportunity for Impounding surface wae
ters In this area. For instance the Colo-
rado River Municipal Water District has

utitized the last major source of potable
water in this Immediate sector in Lake
J. B. Thomas on the upper Colorsde. One
branch of the upper Brasos is salty, and
the other is pretty well taken care of in
Possom Kingdom lake. West of here min-
eralization gules out most streamas.

Therefore, It is rather apparent if any
real volume of potable water is to serve
the vast Plains area, it must come from
some olher major source.

Of course none of us knows whether
the Mahon proposal would ever prove
practical. We do know, however, that with-
in the next three decades the population
pressutres are going o grow so great
that every acre of land will have to be
made to achieve maximum productivity.
The question is not one alone of providing
a drink for our cities; all too soon It
will be one of feeding the people.

Time Is short and we had best begin
looking for ways to solve the water prob-
lem. A country that can work wanders with
a tiny atom ought to be able to do some-
thing about water.

Provide A Pleasant Diversion

When one goes to Washington for a day
or two, there is no tellng what might
happen. You might get into a conwersa-
tion on some momentous question and sud-
denly find yourself a sage. adviting on how
to solve every human question, or you
might horseplay about men and eventa
only to discover that someone keeps a run-
ning diary of men and events including
quotations of the latest gents room story.

So 1 went to the annual dinner of the
Friendly Sons of St. Patrick and listened
to two witty addresses, light, delightful to
the ear, lous in overtones, such as
one rarely Elra in these days of pon-
derous, monitored speeches, ollen written
by press agents who provide their clien's
with deadly dull ditch water.

The most witty speech was made by

-~ Dwight D. Eisenhower, who way tnducted

as an honorary member of this Irigh fra-
ternity, he being the third president of the
United States to be so honored, the others
having been George Washington and Harry
S Truman. Why the Irish missed all the
others, 1 do not know. They are a proud
race.
I could not help thinking on this oceca-
sion that the President Is really a great
wit and that it is a pity that he does not
use some of his artistry In words In the
speeches be delivers to the American peo-
ple. His publlic addresses seem heavy-la-
den; yet in the few words that he spoke
at the St. Patrick's Day Dinner, without a
note, taking advantage of Immediate in-
cldents, his wit was in the best tradition
of such men as Josh Billings, Mark Twain,
or that most brilliant of American after-
dinner speakers, Simeon Ford, who Is now
forgotien as happens to most men. Wit
ls disappearing from our way of life and
its place Is being taken by the wisecrack.
The speaker of the evening was not the
President, who was expected to say little
more than “thank you." when they placed
upon him a green ribbon with a gold me-
dalion at the end. For the speech of the
evening, the Irish selected a McCarthy, not

from Wisconsin, but from Minnesota.
There was an Irish tone about this man
as he spoke poetically of his race of which
the Irish never forget, be they of South
or North. But what interested me most
was something he read from an Irish
monk, Cadoc, which struck me as particu-
larly befitting these timesa. This Is what
