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. Researchers Say Statistics Misleading

HOUSTON (UPI) — Two California re-
searchers say mew findings indicate the
present system of looking at family in-
come and social background to predict
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family size can be misleading

They say partners in marriages where
there is sharing and give-and-take tend
more (o trade off large families for their
own personal development ’nd social
and recreational activities.

“The more egalitarian the marriage,
the greater the opportunity the spouses
have to pursue interests and activities in
conflict with large family sizes,”” Richard
Bagozzi said this week in a report to the
annual meeting of the American Associa-
tion for the Advancement of Science,

Bagozzi and coworker Frances Van
Loo, both of the University of California
school of business administration at
Berkeley, took a new approach to pre-
dicting family size. They said presently
researchers use statistics based on in-
come and social background to predict
fertility and that can be misleading

Bagozzi said the new research indicates
that the relationship between husband
and wife is the deciding factor. Typically,
he said, marital relationships in which
both partners are considered equals have
these characteristics:

“All of those activities imply trade-offs
resulting in less demand for children,™
Bagozzi said in the report to a symposium
on family fertility.

Bagozzi said he and Miss Van Loo
based their conclusions on the responses
of young couples living in the Midwest to
a questionnaire on attitudes about the
role and rights of men and women in
marriage

The researchers said education and age
at time of marriage plays a key role in the
level of equality in a marriage.

“The higher the level of education for
the wife and later her age at first mar-
riage, the more favorable her attitudes
toward gender role norms of equality,”
Bagozzi said.

Named To Fill Milk’s Term

Harry Britt has been a low-key figure in
San Francisco's homosexual community,
working diligently but without fanfare
for its political success and protection,

He was active in the successful political
campaign of Harvey Milk, the [irst ac-
knowledged homosexual elected to the
city Board of Supervisors.

He also served on a committee which
opposed a statewide proposition barring
homosexuals from teaching in public
schools. The measure was defeated at the
polls last year.

Britt regarded Milk as a leader of the
national gay movement. When Milk was
shot to death along with Mayor George
Moscone in their City Hall offices, he was
deeply affected.

On Monday, Mayor Dianne Feinstein

~4ppointed Britt to fill the unexpired term

ol Milk.

*“There will not in my judgment ever be
another gay leader of the singular stature
of Harvey Milk," Britt said.

Britt is a 40-year-old native of Port Ar-
thur. His father is a retired petroleum en-
gineer.

He received degrees from Duke and

Southern Methodist universities. He also
studied theology, philosophy and psy-
chology at the University of Chicago and
the University of Heidelberg in Germany.

He was an active Methodist minister in
Chicago, rural east Texas and Dallas be-
fore moving to California in 1971, He said
he left Texas because of “‘psychological
developments’ in California.

Britt worked in a Social Security office,
was a mailman and lately warked part-
time as a night auditor in a hotel. He had
wanted to go to law school in the fall, but
his appointment to the Board of Supervi-

sors will delay those plans.

As a supervisor, he represents the
Haight-Ashbury district and the Upper-
Market area — popular with homosex-
uals. He will be paid $9,600 a year, and he
said he would work at the job fulltime
and use his savings to supplement the ci-
ty salary.

Britt said he would not try to be a na-
tional homosexual leader.

**My concern will be to set up processes
by which the people of District 5 can
speak their needs and express them
through me.”
