Terraces Produce ./
Desired Results

Terracing ad contouring has pro-
duced the desired results on a
majority of farms where work was
done the past winter, County Agent
0. P. Griffin belleved Tuesday.
While he had reperts of several
terraces breaking, he sald that In
almost every Instance the fault was
not with the terrace but with the
outlets,

Breaking was worse on sandy
land than on the tight land msec-
tions, sald the agent, becauss the
sand showed a tendency to "melt"|
away before having time to settle.
On lands where terrmces held,

even on those where terraces broke,
the soll received a thorough soak-
Ing. Griffin sald that he believed
this would materlally Increase the
yields by virtue of mo'sture con-
servation.

Contour rows were reported hold-
ing water after recent rains except
where they followed terraces which
collapsed undsr the heavy excess.
