Commemorate Birthdays of Gen-
erals Lee and Jackson.

Impressive and appropriate
services were held at the K. of
P. hall Wednesday afternoon,
the 19th, commemorating joint-
ly the-birthday anniversaries
of Generals R. E. Lee and Stone-
wall Jackson. While the at-
tendance was not large owing
to the inclement weather, the
afterncon proved very interest-
ing to all present.

The address on Lee and Jack-
son by Evans J. Adkins was es-
pecially enjoyed, it being a beau-
tiful account of the greatness
and nobility of these beloved
leaders of the “Lost Cause.”

Following the business meet-
ing of Ben McCulloch Camp No.
563, U. C. V., the U. D. C. took
charge of the meeting, and ren-
dered an apprepriate program.

Mrs. R. D. Dyer read the rules
by which the Crosses of Honor
were bestowed upon the veter-

ans by the U. D. C., and then

presented five crosses to Mr. J.
D. Rains, R. E. Wood of San
Saba, W. H. Jones of Millers-
view. Crosses were also receiv-
ed by John Ewing for his fath-
er, deceased, and by Mrs. J. O.

Ware of Mercury for her fath-

er, J. D. Gattis, also deceased,

the crosses going to the oldest

living descendant of veterans
who have answered the last
roll call.

The emblems piesented are in

the shape of a Maltese cross
the words, “Cross of Honor”
being inscribed on one side, and
“Daughters of the Confederacy”™

being placed upon th: reverse.
The crosses are of bronze, be-

ing made from cannon used by
the veterans in the great con.
fiict, and are appropriate and
pleasing mementoes.

In behalf of the veterans Mr.
Wood made a talk of acceptance
for the crosses, telling of the
apprecmtlon of the honor and

NATH COOPER CHARGED
! WITH MURDER.
Charge Preferred by Chief of
" Detectives J. H. Tanner of
Dallas Wednesday.

One of the most sensational
‘events in local annals was the
larrest Wednesday of Nath

Cooper being the murder of Jim
Gibbs on the night of December
| 6th, the murder having occur-
red in Dallas.

| Cooper was arrested at about
5:00 o’clock Wednesday evening
by Deputy Sherifl’ John Martin,
following the preferring of the

jnd.e of Dallas county, who re-

commended that Cooper be tak-
en in charge for the erime. The
|evidence connecting Cooper with
the crime is as follows: A man
‘mmed Cooper was seen in com-
pany with Gibbs for several
days previous to the latter’s
~mysterious death. Gibbs intro-
duced his companion te the
‘manager of the garage where
'Gibbs was employed, as Mr.
Cooper, an old friend from Bra-
dy, Texas. On the day of Gibb's
death, this man Cooper came to

‘Cooper, the charge made against the garage three times, the last

time leaving with Gibbs for a
nearby saloon. Both men were
said to have be»r drinking rath-
er heavily, At about 8:45 p.
m. they bhoth left the saloon,
going in the direction of the
garage, and were last seen cross-
ing Commerce street.

The murder occurred at the rear
‘of the interurban station, and
.mqt one block from the garage
‘where Gibbs was employed. The
,pccketa of the dead man had

‘been rifled, his money and his
wateh being missing. The in-
‘strument used with such deadly

effect was a piece of wagon tire
about two or three inches in
width and a little over a foot
in length. The deadly tool was
wrapped in a newspaper, show-
ing premeditated assault. Gibbs
was struck with the flat side of
the weapon, the blow being or
such force as to erush his skull
and cause instant death.

A peculiar circum-
stance in connection was the
faet that Gibbs' bed had been @
ocenpied the night of the mur-
dor, hut by whom was unknown,
the party comisny leaving
e house_unobserved.
Cooper was not seen again
after crossing Commerce street.
He twice sent to his rooming
house for his clothes, the first
time having his request refus-
ed.  The second time the clothes
were secured, however, and the
nrorrietor of the rooming house
failed to notify the police de-
partment until three days later.
The description of the man
Cooper, as phoned to local of
ficevse the day following the
murder, is said to have tallied
with that of Nath Cooper.
When interviewed by a Stand.
ard reporter, Mr. Cooper denied
any knowledge of the crime, and
¢tated that he had not been in
Dallag, nor was he outside the
county at any time since he re-
