Van Gale, of the Congo state,
who met Tippu Tib in January last,
says he was surprised by the oxtent of
his information on European topics.’
He was familliar with events ocourring
in Europe, and was particularly inter-
ested In the English, Germans,and Bel-
glans, *The questions he uskod me,"
says Van Gale, “showed that he Is
neither an ignorant man nor one of
ordinary mind."' He sni4 ho intended
some day to to Earope, visit the
king of the Belgians, and also spend
sonie time in Consts atinople.

In Tippu Tib'y home, south of
Nyangwe, Camegon says that large
Slnlv of slaves ‘walking about in chains
met his eye at wyvery turn,  They were
leading easy ‘Aves, wore well fed, and
he saw 1o i oty of cruelty there. All
bad been Y4otims, however, of the ery-
ing '"0"? that are still decimating
the sirple savages of Africu. They
had ) pen surprised in their peacoful
bor ey by tho sudden onslaught of
T Tib's ruthless soldier slaves, who

burned their huts, killed their
and dragged them off into
ocaptigity. Tippu Tib is the most neted
e ntative of thoso men who are
luflicting more sufloring u
sheir fellow-creatures than any other
buman beings—the professional slave-
traders of Africa. Yew of Tippu Tib's
slaves ever reach the Indian ocean.
They are sold smong the numerous
tribes on the way to the son. Lon
oaravans, however, richly laden wit
his ivory, are often dispntohed to the
woast.

It was Tippu Tib who helped Stanley
start down Congo from Nyangwe,
the point where both Livingstone and
Cameron were defeatod in their efforts
to follow the river further. ‘For some
weeks Stanley's littls pariy was sug-
mented by ever two hundred of Tippu
Tib's men. Twenty very dark beauties
from the groat trader's harem accom-
panied him on this his first trip down
the Congo, where he is now in absolute
vontrol of the river and adjoining terri-
tories for about 350 miles Lolow Nyang-
weo. It was his slave pen near Stanley
falls, in which twenty-five hundred
wretched eaptives were found two years
:sp' when the agents of the Interna-

nal association resched that point.

For many miles below these falls
Stanley was chasod by large fleets of
canoes, and his party suffered scverely
from tbn lances and arrows of she
most ferocious savages whom ho met
on the natives are
among the most peacenble on the Con-
go now, and one good reason is that
they have no weapons to li%hl. with.
They have all been disarmed by Tippu
Tibfor a distance of about cighty miles
alon river for daring to altack
some men.
