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Parents question strictness of possible new dress code

Some parents who attended a pub-
lic dress code meeting Tuesday night
felt that if the policy is made stricter
or changed to standardized dress it
would stifle the individuality and
creativity of students.

They also felt that making the
dress code more strict is punishing
all students when only a handful of
students break the rules and wear
inappropriate clothing to school.

About 10 people attended the sec-
ond public meeting set up by the
committee to study dress code in the
Pampa schools and decide if a

change needs to be made to the exist-
ing policy or if it should just be left
alone. School board member Derrell
Del.oach heads the nine-member
committee that consists of students,
teachers and community members
who are studying the effects of dress
code on schools in regard to disci-
pline, safety and learning.

“The mission of this committee
and the school board is to support
academics and the pursuit of excel-
lence,” Deloach said. “We are hold-
ing these public meetings in order to
get public suggestions and feedback
before we make a recommendation
to the school board at the May 17

meeting.”

In research done by members of

the committee, they found that
schools that have either a uniform or
standardized dress have fewer disci-
pline issues and higher test scores.
Standardized dress usually consists
of khaki pants or shorts not above
the knee, shirts with a collar that do
not have emblems or writing on
them and a belt.

One parent said that the school
district just needs to address those
individuals who abuse the rules and

give them consequences instead of

making the entire student body
change or have stricter rules. She

asked what the punishment was for
those who violate the rules.

High School Principal Danny
Seabourne said that students are sent
to the office, their parents are called
and they are allowed the opportunity
to correct what violates a rule. If this
correction can not be done, then the
student is sent to ISS, in-school sus-
pension.

A parent suggested that the pun-
ishment for violators should get
more strict each time the student gets
into trouble for inappropriate cloth-
ing. Instead of giving the student the

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Search warrant leads to guns and arrest

A search warrant led to three firearms, two
locations and one arrest Tuesday afternoon
for Gray County sheriff’s deputies.

Deputies executed the search warrant at
about 4 p.m. at 300 Sunset, where they found
Schuyler Bond Danner, 23, with a handgun,
according to Chief Deputy Kelly Rushing.

He said the woman
declined to press charges,
and neither woman was
among the victims of
Monday’s massacre on the
Virginia Tech campus.

During the second stalk-
ing incident, also in late
2005, the  department
received a call from an
acquaintance of Cho’s who
was concerned that he might

be suicidal, and Cho was
taken to a mental health
facility, Flinchum said.

About the same time, in fall
2005, Cho’s professor infor-
mally shared some concerns
about the young man’s writ-
ing but no official report was
filed, he said.

Flinchum said he knew of

no other police incidents
involving Cho until the
deadly shootings Monday,
first at a girl’s dorm room
and then a classroom build-
ing across campus. Neither
of the stalking victims was
among the victims Monday.

Thirty-two people were
shot to death before the gun-
man killed himself. State
Police have said the same
gun was used in both shoot-
ings, but they weren’t confi-
dent it was the same shooter.

Police - searched Cho’s
dorm room on Tuesday and
recovered a bicycle lock and
chain, a folding knife; two
computers, a hard disk and
other computer disks; docu-
ments, books, notebooks and
other writings; a digital cam-
era; CDs; and two Dremel
tools.

Cho’s roommates and pro-
fessors today described him
as a troubled, very quiet
young man.

Recruiting high school athletes at issue
in case before Supreme Court today

WASHINGTON (AP)
A long-running dispute over
recruiting high school ath
letes  has reached the
Supreme Court, where jus
tices are being asked to
decide whether a Tennessee
school’s free-speech rights
outweigh rules limiting con-
tacts with student athletes.

I'he case involves
Brentwood Academy, a
wealthy private school south
of Nashville, and the
lennessee Secondary School
Athletic Association, which
governs high school sports in
the state.

Brentwood Academy sent
a letter inviting 12 eighth-
graders to attend spring foot-
ball practice in 1997. The

students’ parents already had
signed contracts and paid
deposits to attend the high
school

I'he athletic association
said the letter violated rules
against  recruiting  high
school players, and it hit the
school with a $3,000 fine
and four years’ probation
School officials unsuccess-
fully appealed before suing

Arguments scheduled for
today will be the second the
Supreme Court has heard in
the Brentwood Academy
case. In 2001, the court ruled
5-4 in favor of Brentwood,
saying the athletic associa
tion acted in a quasi-govern-
mental capacity and could be
sued.

A federal appeals court
has ruled in favor of the
saying the letter
amounts to protected speech
under the First Amendment.
If that ruling stands, it would
prevent all high school asso-
ciations from enforcing
recruiting rules, say lawyers
for the state athletic associa-
tion

Brentwood Academy offi-
cials say they support rules
to prevent giving cash or
presents to football recruits.
But headmaster Curt
Masters, the school’s second
since 1997, said the letter
was a harmless note to stu-
dents already signed — with
money paid to attend the
school.

School Boards Association
and the National Federation
of State High School
Associations have - filed
briefs supporting the
lennessee athletic - associa-
tion saying broad powers are
needed to protect children by
enforcing recruiting rules.

Jerry West left retirement
and the comforts of
California to see if he could
transform the woeful
Memphis Grizzlies. Five
years later, the Lakers great
decided to stop trying.

He said Tuesday he will
leave as the Grizzlies’ direc-
tor of basketball operations
July 1 at the end of his con-
tract. Injuries, losses, weari-
ness and uncertainty became
too much.

“I’'m not a youngster any-
more,” said West, who turns
69 next month

West oversaw the
Grizzlies’ only three playoft
berths, although he never got
to enjoy a postseason victo-
ry. This season, there were
problems on several fronts:
I'he Grizzlies not only had
the worst record in the NBA
but were up for sale

West said “the wear and
tear of the season, particular-
ly like this,” took a toll.-

“There’s been a lot of tur-
moil here,” he said. “The
ownership thing have made
it very difficult to concen-
trate on what we need to do
here to improve our basket-
ball team.”

Billionaire owner Michael
Heisley said Monday night
the team will be off the mar-
ket if a viable offer doesn’t
come by May 1.

West, whose silhouette
from his playing days forms
the NBA logo, disclosed his
plans during a 20-minute
session with reporters. But
his departure had been the
worst  kept secret in
Memphis, with his contract
up after this season. He put
his 18-room home up for
sale in February, calling that
a “downsizing” move after
his son left for college.

West is staying through
June 30 and will advise
Heisley on his replacement
and a new coach and in a
draft that could deliver 7-
foot center Greg Oden or
college player of the year
Kevin Durant. Then he said
he would be open to working
as a consultant

“We need a big tough
rebounder, and there’s a kid
who's a big tough rebounder
in this draft who played on
great teams,” West said.
“That’s one of the things we
need. We need to upgrade
our backcourt. ... You need a
leader back there.”

Heisley brought in West in
April 2002. But West never
had the advantages he
enjoyed in the large market
of Los Angeles, where he
signed Shaquille O’Neal and
traded Vlade Divac for Kobe
Bryant.

He was hamstrung at the
start by bad moves from the
team’s early days. The

Grizzlies landed the No. 2
pick overall in the 2003
draft. West never got to
decide between Carmelo
Anthony or Dwyane Wade
because that pick went to
Detroit to complete a 1997
trade.

His biggest deal? Ridding
the Grizzlies of Jason
Williams in a five-team trade
in August 2005. His trade of
Shane Battier to Houston for
rookie Rudy Gay shows
promise.

“We've got some very
good players,” he said. *“Pau
Gasol is an All-Star, but we
need a superstar. And if that
doesn’t turn the people on,
then 1 wouldn’t know what
would do that.”

West lured Hubie Brown
out of TV and to the bench.
Brown won NBA coach of
the year honors with 50 wins
in 2004, the year West was
honored as the league’s
executive of the year

When  Brown retired
unexpectedly, West replaced
him with Mike Fratello. But
the Grizzlies were swept out
of the playofts in 2004, 2005
and 2006. They started a
youth movement to rebuild
and save money.

West fired Fratello in
December and replaced him
with Tony Barone Sr. after
the worst start in the NBA. It
didn’t help. The Grizzlies,

Referee Crawford suspended
in last week’s Duncan flap

NEW YORK (AP)
Joey Crawford is done
ejecting players and coach-
es this season. On Tuesday,
he was the one getting
tossed.

['he veteran NBA referee
was suspended indefinitely
by  commissioner David
Stern for his - conduct
toward Tim Duncan, who
contends the official chal-
lenged him to a fight during
a game in Dallas.

Crawford has worked
more postseason games
than any active ref. His sus-
pension will last at least
through the NBA finals, and
he apparently will have to
meet with Stern after that to
discuss reinstatement.

“Especially
similar prior acts. by this
official, a significant sus-
pension is warranted,” Stern
said in a statement.

officials should be look-
ing out for the best interests of students who need to

borrow money for their education, not lining their
pockets. College is expensive, and school officials
should be helping students find the lowest rate and
best terms when they must borrow.

UT’s Burt is one of three college financial aid offi
cers identified as having owned Student Loan Xpress
stock. The others, at the University of Southern
California and Columbia University in New York
City, also have been placed on leave pending further
investigation.

Burt also serves on the advisory board for Student
Loan Xpress and has served on boards of other
lenders, including huge student lender Sallie Mae. He
insists that he did not give Student Loan Xpress spe
cial treatment because of the stock he bought in 2001
and sold in 2003 at a $14,000 profit or his advisory
position.

Burt and other college officials may not have given
special treatment to lenders because they invested in
them, but the relationship is too cozy for comfort
And it is worrisome when schools get a percentage of
the business from lenders profiting from students
who borrow money for college costs.

Cuomo’s ongoing probe has lifted the curtain on

some troubling practices in college financial aid
offices. Whether they are criminal or not, these prac-
tices are unseemly and raise questions about ethics
and conflicts of interest. When it comes to financial
aid to pay for college, students place their faith in the
school officials to help them, not profit from them
